BLOOD POISOXKD BY TACKUfATIOlf.

Stath After Tears at Hlekaeaa or
Fraacea Aetoa.

. Franoes Aston died at midnight Friday at
her home. 224 Eokford street, Qroenpolnt, of
a disease that has puxrled the doctors ot this
city and Brooklyn for nearly seven years.

In 1885 the Health Department ordered that
no ohlld be allowed to attend school without
being vaccinated. William Aston, a tool mak-
er In comfortable ctrenmstanoas. whose little
daughters, Edna and Frances, were among the
brlghteit pupils of School 34, in Norman ave-
nue. Qroenpolnt objected to vaccination on
roneral principles, and refused to allow his
children to submit to the health offloer. The
girls were very anxious to continue their
schooling, and tholr father finally consented
that they be vaoolnated. if the Health Depart-
ment would permit the family physician to
perform tho oporatlon.

The department raised no objections, and
Dr. Charles A. Walters of 111 Milton street
vaccinated them with vaccine obtained from
the Now England Vaccina Company. The
girls were In good health and spirits at
tho time, and the vaccination took welL
On tho day following the appearance of
tho Inflammation an abscess broke outon Frances's knoe. It was followed
by sevoral other abcesses,and the girl de-
veloped all the symptoms ot blood poisoning.
As soon as the sores healed she was stricken
with paralysis and her body wasted away.

Dr. Janeway was interested In the cake, andtho girl was takon for a time to Bellevue Hos-
pital That was five years ago. Aftor thatshe gradually fadocLand yesterday when shewas laid in her coffin she weighed only 47
pounds. Her limbs were no thloker than ababy's, and on ordinary man'a hand oouldspan her neck.
Tor three years ahe lay helpless, and then

some ot tha effeots ot the parslytlo stroke ap-
peared to dlo out. She waa able to get about
on crutches. The Improvement lasted only
two months, and after that she was confined
to the house. Had aha lived until
she would have been 17 years old.

Dr. Walters said last night that he had no
doubt that Hiss Aston's disease 'and death
were due to the aetlonof the matter used Invaccinating her. Da tlio case of her sister, how-
ever, there was only the usual effect of n.

He has used vaccine from the New
England Company for several years, and had
never had any other similar case.

CARSON'S STRANGE DEATH,

Ifll Was Saletae Where la the Wanaea
If Maraer, What Waa tha SZallva Tha

B4y laeaUgea as Clalasea by Relatives.
No evidence has yet boon discovered to show

conclusively whether John Carson, the Balti-

more lawyer, who was found dead with his
throat cut outside of the stable at39Chrystle
street on Friday morning, was murdered or
whether he took hi own life. Nor does there
appear to b much hope of ever settling the
Question. If ha was murdsred. It waa probably
by one of the thuga who frequent
tha neighborhood at night or by the person
who la credited with the half dozen recent
tabblngs of druiken men In the neighbor-

hood where Carson's body was found, and
who la popularly known aa "Jack the Slasher."
The polloo havo no clue to Ot elthor caso.
The theory of suicide would receive
more credenoo It the razor or knife
with which the out was made oould bo found,
together with proof that Carson was Its owner.
It Carson cut himself and threw the
weapon away a moment before ho dtod, there
Is little prospect ot Its being found, or It It is
found, it may be by somebody who will gat It
turned Into cash at the noareit pawn shop In
abort order.

The more that is found out about Carson the
less likely It seems that he took his own life.
He was a man of Jovial disposition at all tlmos.
and especially Wien he was under tab in-

fluence of liquor. 'Though he had betn a man
ot position, wealth, and refinement the loss ot
all these had not soured him, and he never
grew morose or remortofuL This Is according
to statements made by his former companions
to a Bum reporter. He was certainly drunk
when he was killed. The Coroners' physlolans
unite in saying that they havo never encoun-
tered a case ot aulolde in whloh tho victim
was beastly drunk at the time ot the attempt
on his life, as Carson must havo been, u man
in suou condition having too little mental
power to determine to kill himself.

Another line of reasoning is advanced by ths
persona who believe murder was done. Ac-

cording to Felden. Ferber. and Milkman Vogt
who live next door to the'stablo, Carson was
asleep outside the stable at 2 o'clock. It was
then raining and hulling, and almost freezing.
Bitting where these men aaw him. even
for a fow minutes, Carson muBt have
become chilled through. When his body
waa taken to the station house, at 4
o'clook, it waa still warm. ' That lndlcatod
that be had been dead probably not more than
half an hour, so he must have boen sitting
asloep on the ley flagging with tho rain soak-
ing into him at least an hour before his throat
was out An hour in that position in that
weather would so benumb and stiffen a. man
that it would not bo possible tor him to inliict
a wound ot tho nature ot tho wound that was
lnCarson's nock.

Hero is anothor Incident that points to
something else than sulcldo. Carson was reg-
istered nt the Germanla Hotel as John Chea-
ter. He told his friend. John King, who
gtoppodatthp same lodging house and who
knew him by his right name, that hnhad regis-
tered under tha assumed name because If any-
thing: should happen to him he didn't want to
havo his family dlsgraoed. When he was found
his coat pocket was tilled with letters from
Ids sisters and business lotters that dlsolnsed
his identity to tlie polioe in a moment It Is
argued that It he had lntondod to kill himself
and wished to conceal his identity he would
have had the forethought to destroy these lot-
ters as well as to register an assumed noma.

Dr. Donlin said yesterday that the effect ot
such a out as was found In Carsgn's neok on a
man stupid with rum would be to render htm
perfectly quiet though he might live from live
to eight minutes aftor tho wound waa made
and be able to move about or even to get up
and walk. Oarson was stupid from the effects
ol liquor. The fact that there Is no blood on
his oiothlng exoept In the back. Indicates that
he waa lying on his back when the wound was
made, and that he did not move afterward.
But without moving he could not havo made
the wound himself. For when found ho was
lying close up to the stable front and with his
lett aide against the stable. Tho out being
from right to left he would have had to use
his left hand to make It and his left hand was
not tree, Even It It had boon, ho lay so close
to tha stable that he could not have inflicteda wound extending so tar over on, the loft aido.

Tho examination of Carson's brain: which
was made by Dr. Donlin. showed that tho man
was on thevergoot delirium tremens. Thismight strengthen the suicide theory In soma
wars. The polloo havo not stopped working
on the oaso, though they continue to declare
that they do not believe it was anything but a
suicide. It It was murder it won't be Capt
McLaughlin s fault it it is not cleared up.
Capt O'Connor of the Oak street station con-
tinues to talk "slasher" theories.

KOTPT GIVES A nKATtTT WELCOHK
TO TOVXO A DBAS PASHA.

Aleiandiua. Jan. 10. Prlnco Abbas, the new
Khodlve of Egypt, arrived off Hits pott shortly
bofore midnight At 8 o'clock this mornlnt;

by several Ilrltlsh warships, and amid tho
thundering ot guns from the forts and from
tho British and Egyptian ships thero as-

sembled, Prlnco Hussein, ncoompanlod by tho
British Minister. Blr Evolyn Baring, by the
Dlplomatla Corps, and by a brilliant staff of
British and Egyptian offleors, then boarded the
Khedive's vessol ami welcomed him back to
Egypt.

At the Palace entranoe the young Khedive
was received by the vloe-rog- family and hy
tne Ministers and othor high officials, headed
hy a bpvclul onvoy from the fiultan. who read
from a most Imposing-lookin- g document.
Which turned out to bo the Grand vltlor's tele-
gram intimating the approval of the Sultan ot
Turkey at tho succession ot Prince Abbas as
Khodlvo of Egypt.

When this dooument had been solomnly
read a royal salute of 101 guns was fired from
fluid batteries nnd the forts, and was boomed
forth from the citadel. The diplomatic corps
and lllemas were thon presented to the
Khedive, who had a pleasant word for every-
body Introduced.

Aftor the ceremonies of his Installation were
oompleto. and after all those who bad assem-
bled to welcome him had received a formal
presentation, tho young Khedive left the
Abdin Palace and took a special train for the
Koubuh Palace, where he will join with his
mother In sorrowing for tho dead.

Tho Koubah, or Kubbeb Palace, the resi-
dence of the mother ot tlie young Khedive, tho
Princess Eminah, is near Abbusiyoh, a short
distance from Cairo, at a spot near which, in
barracks and In an encampment, a strong de-
tachment of British troops la keot.
