YOUNG POLLOON'S DIVORCE BUIT.

Ha Married Wis Moiber's Pretiy Mald-
She Fighis the Mule,

Brovx Favia, 8, D, Jan. 10.—~Tha suit of Ed-
ward L Pollock for divoree from hla wils,
Ellon, nlloging dosortion and adultery, came
up befores Judge Alkens to-day, The plaln-
tira fathor, Alexandor Pollook of Nyaok, N. Y.,
arrlved from the East on Sunday with his
attorney, A. O. Saltor. Hetravelled with all the
luxurien, On the sama train was his daugh-
tor-In-lnw with two ehildeon, one a babe less
than n year old. Bhe had baraly sufMelont
money Lo reach Bloux Falls, and she sat up
during the two nighta' journey, holding her
childroen in hor arma. On hor arrival here she
wnlked through tha bittar alr to n cheap hotel.
Heor little onos wara 1l from exposure.

Tho sworn evidonoa shows that In 1884 Ellen
Mahoney, a poor but pretty Irish girl, landed
in New York and soon found a place in the Pol-
loek mansion. Young Pollock was In college,
but during his vacations ha became intimata
with his mothot's protty mald. As gbon us he
wne 21 ho married her seorotly and furnished

o fiat olltha weat side. In 1887 a flrl WAR
born. Il wont well for two years, thon the
nnlor Pollogk learned of the cirqumstances
T]u sent for his son, and demandod that he
feotirn A divores. The young man relfused
lnnger ﬁln support his wife. He had beon
siving her $10 a week. Bhe bhogged him
Enr noney and he alloges gave hin no panow.
Mr, Salter trisa to pateh qrnlmm. but aho
Inaisted on the !larmqmt of $20 a woek for hor
support. This Pollock refused nnd at last sho

coopted €10, but gave up her o .
P‘-'Ilork. senior, rmmptlr lnced it in
n foundling lospltal. Hearing this. the mother
broka the agrenment, resigned her stipend,
nnd. sought to regain haer ehild. For about a
yewr Pollock has given her no aeslstunce. Two
months after hor desortion she gave birth to
another child. Polloek awears that heis not
it father, but thers was no supporting test|-
mony, nnd Mrs. Pollock stouly defénded her
gOond name.

Slia wis turnad Into the streot for non-pay-
mont of rent, but the Pollocks refused to as-
slst her. Forn voar sho has sought to see hier
husband, but ofton his been driven from his
door, ones with violence. Hearing that this
AUt had boon brought, she borrowed what sho
eould from friends and mado her way here to
detond hersell,

Mrs. P'allock and her babiss mppearsd in
eourt to-day, but hor runhnnd rlld.l;mt notlee
her or hor beautiful ehildren. he entirs
welghtof the plal tiffatestimony was direatod
to show that she demanded money, bhut thore
wns no ovidencs that she ever asked for more
than 220 a woek,

Mrs. PPollock 1a_practically destitute and the
ehildren have suffoered grontly from the sever-
ity of the eold, Friends are helplng her. The
trial will not ba concluded until to-morrow,
and the general {mpression Is that the decres
letl b denled. l"ulinlr_-k. ;he plaintifr, nta. dash-

ng young man who has managed to enjoy
himsell vory wurl‘l during his months of walt-
ing tor eitizenship.

PUT HER MNUSRBAND OUT OF DOORS.

Mr. Mangia's Response to HWis Wife's Charge
of Abandonment,

Charles P. Mangin, proprietor of a hotel and
pienle grounds in the Bronx River Park,
Willinmsbridge, has beean sued by hiawife for
o soparation, in the Supreme Court, on the
ground that he had abandoned her and had
refusoed to support her

The Mangins were marrled on June 16, 1874,
at Fordham and twochildren were born to them,
girla. Mrs. Mangin says hor husband becamas
infutunted with a married woman, and that he
is tho possessor of real estate and horsea and
earringes. Mrs. Mangin saysthather hushand,
whila intoxieated, bud driven her out of doora.
With her children she was compelled to seck
ghelter in a barn,

Mungin. in his nnswer, gives in detail a his-
tory of his life from his birth to the present
day. He saysthat asa laborer. at $1.50 a day.
he had gaved $450.  Later, he went to work in
a Uleuchery it Willlnamsbridge. The bleachery
wing sold under foreclosurs and It was bought

by his wife with his ' money. Titlo io the prop-
erty wis in the name of Mrs, Mangin, an anl
remaing o that way, In 1884, Mrs, Mangin
oridered him to clear out. suying she did not
want hini longer, He avers that he had given
no eause for such conduct. To spead his de-
parture, Mrs, Mungin had thrown all his
clothing into the rod.

.\Imulml went to a plot of unimproved land
adioining the bleaching establisgment. Hera
he erected o shanty and went to Tive in it. Ha
cultivated the ground, raising vegetablos,
whiah he sold in this city, He emplovoed a
horse and wagon to get around in, und it s
thie, he says, his wifo refors to in speaking of
horges und carring®s e eald his wife had
proposed that he return to work. nnd she
would pay him $12 n month. He suva he re-
lused this offer,

Mungin says s had reclalmed the Innd upon
which his hotel and  plenle grounds are now,
Yhen ha first took it in hamd, in vinees it was
kneo deop in water, o soon gave up market
gurdening and built a pienie purk for summer
exeursionists, This wus sIX years ugo,

Mrs. Mangin visited his hotel and plenie
park frequently and drank beer with other
visitors. She did not pay §or the beer she
drank, Mrs. Mungin onco hn angin nr-
rosted for th.\-nan{t her, but Justice Duffy
winede tho Mangins shinke hands and go homs,

Tlhe trial is set down for next week.

WM. ROCKEFELLER LAID UP.

SBERTOUS ITLLNESS CAUSED BY A NAIL
IN II8 NEW SHORRS,

Mrn, Rockefeller Alno Contracts Blood Pol-
soniag In Atieading Mim, and Both Have
Meen In the Burgeon's Hands—-Wifs Cone
walesclng—Mustand Not Out of Danger.

Willlam Rockefeller, Prosident of the Etand-
ard Ol Company, nnd his wife are both 111 with
blood polsoning at thelr home at 889 Fifth
avenun. Mr. Rockefoeller Is sariously {11, and
although his phyaloians say that ha will re-
cover, they admit that he Is not out of dan-
gor. Mra, Rockafellsr is convalesclng., and
will probably be able to leave her room to-day
or to-morrow.

It all came about ina very curions manner.
On Friday morning, Jan. 8, Mr. Rockeleller
wora for the first time n pale of cork-soled
button ahoos that he had ordered a fow dnys
befors. He found them a little tight, but as
the preasure was uniform he thought they
would strotch loto a good shape after nfow
days' woar. Mr. Rockeleller ia & great walkor.
He walked about the greatar part of ths morn-
ing. When ho st down at noon he felt & sharp
pain In the toe of his right foot. A few hours
lator, whilo at a directors’ meeting, the pain
became 8o sharp that he took the shoe off, The
stocking under tho ball of the big toe waa
stained with blood.

Mr. Roakefollar thrust his hand into thashoe
and felt at tho tip the point of aniron shoe
nail. He tried to break it down with the back
of his penknifa, hut ha eould not get at It
Then he put the shoe on agaln and resumed
his blisiness. Ho walked hiome that afiserncon
with his brothor, John . Rockefeller—they
usually walk home from 20 Broandway to Fifty-
fourth street—nand In the éarnestness of cons
versuation he forgot nll about his puin.

W heﬂ he roached home, however, lip was re-
mindod of It vory sharply wnd foreibly. Tha
nail tmd}mnntured the skin and penctrated no
elghth of an Inch,

A physlelan was summonad, who loft & pro-
seription for s healing lotlon.. The next morn-
ing Mr, Rockefollor went 10 hiw country rosi-
denes at Tarrytown, Although the duy was
enld and the ground was coverad with snow he
put on & pile of rubbior boota wnd tranmpm
soveral miles into the country. He did
this on Sunday, too, ut that day
his tos began topuin him again and ha folt
swtrange dry burning in hisfopt. On Juoking at
the too he found it to bo swollen and very rol.
As soon ns he reached the city next morning
ho sent for the (amily physivian, who after o
eciareful examination of the wound ecallid in
Dr. Robert F. Woeir, of 37 West Thirty-thinl
streot, a well-known surgeon. Dr. Welr sald

*An  operution  must  bo wrformod
nt oneo or blood  polaoning will
result. Itmay sven betoo late now.”

Mr. Rockefoller was put to bed and alon
ineision was made along the top of the toe. 1t
was found that abscesases had slremdy formed
under the surface, but the operation tem-
pnrarllt relleved the paln and the inflam-
miation.

That afternoon Mrs. Rockefeller showed the
doctor the lnroﬂngl.-{nf har right hand.

potor,” she sald, " what s the matter wit
it? I1t's all inflamed and it hurts dreadfully.”

The p'{fﬂll‘ll‘ln oxamined it closely, and then
asked Mra Hockefeller whether she had
touched her husband's tos.

Rockefeller was not 6o fortunate .'\nﬁr the
olmmllrnnllm Inflammation sproad and lym-
phangitis sst in, The poison lidged in the
ﬂnuf g of the groin and neecumulsted thers,

r. Rockefeller suffered great pain and grow
moraand more feverish until the day befora

esterday, when a sccond operation was per-
ormedd.

Mr. Rockefeller was anmsthetized. and Dr.
Welr removed the polsoncd glands, A fow
hours later the patient was feeling much bet-
ter, though still very feverish. Yesterday he
continued to (mprove, although the fever had
not left him altogethor. His Lrother, John D,
Rockefuller, visits him dally.

Eight Vessels Ordered to Join the
Yorktown at Valparaiso.

BLOCKADE SHIPS TO BE BOUGHT.

Rumors of a Disagreement Botween Mr.
Blaine and the President.

The Beoretary, Apparenily Nuffering from
an Altack of Vertige, Leaven the Cablnet
Meeting—Not at the White Honse Dinner
at Night, Though He Wans Nald to Have
Recovered—Meorcinry Flkias and Come
midore Mamsey Admit thut the Presenat
Hitnation Forebodes War With Chill-
Rumors of a Forthroming Apology and
of sn ONer of Mrdintion by England-The
Pr dent's Me re Is ‘llrl‘-"i.

WasnrsoTon, Jan. 10.—~War with Chill seems
more errialn to-night than at uny time since
the controversy nrose betweoen Lhe two eouns
tries over the Arlng upon the sailurs of tho
Baltimore In the streots of Valparaiso lnst fall,
The alr is full of war and rumors of war, and
thore I8 a deep conviction Inthe minds of pubilio
mon in Washington that If anapology is not
woon forthcoming from Chili a declueation of
war will not bo long postponed. There has
boen a decided change of opinion within the
last forty-sight hours on the part of those who
have horetofore seouted the ldea of serious
trouble betweon tho United States and the
South American republle, and the publje
mnan s an exeception now who thinks that
Chill will apologlze or that the United Statos
will not whip her I she does nol. Tur Bux's
roport of Lhe exoiting situation attractad wide
attention in Washington to-day, and {ts ed-
ftorinl comments wore a sourea of groat sntls-
faction to Hvarotnr}' Tracy and other oMeinla,
Hoerotary Tracy warmly eommeanded the good
sense and good taste of the editorial,

The meeting of the Cablnet this morning
was an important event of the day. It was not
only Important, but It was dramatic, The
Proaldont submitted to the Inaspection of his
advisers the rough draft of the mossago he has
prepared toaccompany the Chillinn correspond-
ence to the two Houses ol Congross, and
asked their advice about It. Before
the DPrestdent did this, however, and
while gome of the prellminary correspondonce
was belng rend by Nocretary Blaine, the Seore-
tary, Is is sadd, was attnoked with voertigo and
nausen and almost fauinted In the arma of
Becretary Flkina, The moembers of the Cab-
inet, all of whom were present except Bocre-
tury Foster, who i3 slck ot Fortress Monroe,
wera thrown Into o state of conslders
nble cxeitoment, but regained their com-
posurs  nafter A  window  had  been
opened and Mr. Blaine had been revived by a
dranght of cold alr. The Hocretary imme-
dintely left tho Calinet ronm, aceompanied by
Secrotary Elking, and woent to his home afler
stopping on the way to consult his physician,
who, unfortunately, was not at home. The
Bocretary of War returned to the White Housae
and romained until after the conference had
adjournad.

After thislittle flurry the consideration of
tho Chillan question was resumed, the par-
