Indlcated domornliration on the part of the
professional slement, which., for a soupla of
weoka past, han been the only aggressive fac-
or In the market. Bomeof the operators who

nve beon working peraiatently to establish a
lower range of pricen alnes the firstof the
year, covered thelr shorts yesterday, Thoy
apparently queationed the correctness of thelr
judgment to-day. when othora of their kind
who have tehaciously olung to the long side
lat go of their holdings In conssquenes a
fresh line of shorts was put out in connection
withthe liquidation of a number of large trad-
Ing acconunts.

The street Jabored undor n misapprahension
as to the roal purposs of the action of the Mis-
sonrl Pacifle directory yostarday. The attempt
of Mr. Gould and his arsociates to have viola-
tions of the Western TrafMe Association agree-
ment taken up and diaposed of at once was
construed ma indleative of a desire on Mr,
Gould’s part to retire'from the assoelntion.
This concluslon was unwarranted, for the ac-
tion of the Missourl Pacifia directors means, {f
anything, that they proposs to determine at
onee whelher the assoclation Is capabls of
nalntaining rates and has the ocourage
to diseipline thoss who ent them, Bhould the
association he unwilling to taketup this sub-
joet at onco there will be no necsaslty for tha
formal withdrawal of the Missouri Pacillo or of
any other company; for the organization will
have confersad that it lackas the sourage to
parform the work for which it was croated.
And that being the case, its existence will be
morely nominal,

Cortainly the alscipline of the association
will be more effective if such serious chargos
as have bosn preferred agninst the G, B and
Quinoy. the Atchison. and other roada are
taken up and disposed of within thirty days,
instead of ninety days or posribly six montha
No puggestion of » withdrawal [from
the asnoclation wns made at the Mis-
sourl Pacifle Bonrd mesting yesterday;
atthe mame time it is plain that the Missourl
Pacific Company proposes to find out as spsod-
ily as posslile whether the organization s all
that it professos to be: and as that company
furnished the Arst eulorit It certalnty i en-
titled to demnand that charges againet its com-
petitors shall be Lried without technical delay.

In the clrcumstances the course pursued by
the Missourl Paclfio Company I8 a bullish
rather than a benriah argument. It Is one of
the misfortunes of Wall atrest that it belioves
that whenever Mr. Gould is nettlad or is
erossed in his purposes he immediately pro-
eoods to raid the market. The street, thars-
fors, throws {ta speculative holdings over-
board and does the raiding itself. This is
most fortunate for Mr, Gould, for, as there Is
no closer ohserver of human nature, he has
doulitless discovered this peculisrity of the
gtreet: hence lia has only to appear dinpleasad
to stimulate unlimited selling, which conveya
the Improssion that he ls an insurmountable
obstacie to n bull market until his wishes ara
eamplied with,

Inthe presenot situation the superstition of
the street regarding Mr. Gould has besn ag-
gravated by the Chillan imbroglio, which, so
far s Wall street is conearned, {s rapldly as-
suming an opera bouffe character. If any one
enred to make the ealeulation he would prob-
ably Bnd thst the depreciation in the securi-
ties dealt in on the Stoek Exchange since the
Chilian war scare became acute would
more than equal any sxpert computation of the
cost of annihilating the little South American
republic, And another amusing phase of the
matter is that the heaviest selling of securi-
ties has been by operators who out no flgure
whatsoever inthe legitimate business of the
street or In the development of the eountry.
Granting that “all the world's a stage.” thera
Is no part of it that is more frequently given
up to the wildest burlesque than the foorof
the Stock Exchange.

The mnrket ns a whkole was fairly aotive,
though at times dull, and In the main heavy.
Townrd the elose mora pacifle advices wero re-
ceived from Warhlngton that eaused the cover-
ing of some shorts. The market rallied easlly,
indicating an ahsorption of stocka st the de-
eline. Bhould tho war cloud pas=a away thers
would déubtiess be a more sager scramble to
buy stocks than there has been to sell them.
Tha heavieat trading was in 5t. Paul, Distilling
and Cattle Feeding. Atchison, Rock Island, and
Frle. Theiravernge contribution to the tit.l
transactinns was about 35,000 sharas. Next
to them came Chicago Gas, Unilon Pacifie,
Louisville and Nashville. New England and
Northern Pacifle preferred. The last named,
in spita of the showing of earnings ol the com-
pany for December, closed only & ¥ cent.
lower than yesterday. wherens the averago
net loss In the other active stocks was fully
1!s ¥ cent.

The greatest net decline was scored by
Rock Island. Bt Paul, Distilling and Cattile
Feeiding. spd Louisville and Nashville also
sustnined losses greater than the average,
Thers was no news regarding any of them, but
it was reported that the Attorney-General of
the United States is abhout to begin both rcivil
and criminnl actions agalost the Distilling
Company on aeccount of its methods of
conducting businesa. These reporte requirs
confirmution. They are of doubtful necu-
raey, for similar methods have bean employed
Ly other corporations for yoars without at-
tracting officiul interference; and In the case
of the Distiliing Company they have been
investigated thorouehly by the Attorney-Gen-
eral of lllinois and bhis subordinates, who
could find no cause for mction. The closing
was stoady at 8 recovery of X% to 1 W cent
from tha lowest pricea.
