And nowcomos nnothersurprlse. Tow Amer-
icans will bo prepared to believe that the
Chilians are a pure white race, htrong of body,
sturdy of will, ui i:ht of wit. a peoplo of groat
courage, determination, and patriotism. They
arc unlike nny other South American peoplo in
thoso respects, and that is why thoy nrofonrod.
They nro smaller in btaturo than Amoricaus,bntlnrgornnd sturdier than tholr neighbors.
The mnsses. Uut-- o who mako up tho bulk of
the population and tho rank and Ilia of thoarmy, mo of mlxod race, largely Indian. Thoy
nre people of great strength, ondurnnce. nnd
ferocity. Thoso common soldiers, of the blood
ot trio warlike Arnucttninn aborigines, make
Chili terriblo in war.

But travellers tell us thnt tho beauty of the
country pusses all description, that the coun-
try from end to end prosenla a magnificent
and bowlldoring spectacle, n glorious pano-
rama of brightness nnd shndow. of pnradiso
end desort. Tinvellern also toll us that
the country is wonderfully inspiriting.
Its cllmnto Is everything ono wants. If
you want warmth, go north, to the lnnd
of figs nnd ornnges. If you want cold,
movo south to tho vast plno forests. If you
nro not particular, settlo nnywhoro botweon
these extremos. In biintlago, tho enpitul, tho
tempernture is never higher than 70degioes,
nnd nevor lower than 5"J dogroes. It never
ruins thero except during the four wlntor
mouths, but dews nlwajs keep the atmosphere
moist and pleasant- - Thero is no country
more Ik nlthful than Chili, tho travellers say.

Chill has enormous natural wealth. The
wealth Is of various sources, which will be un-
derstood best by dividing tho country into sec-
tions or belts which represent different kinds
of produce. Beginning in tho noith. tho Ilrst
is tho mineral bolt, from IS' to 32'. comprising
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the provinces of Tncna, Tarapaca. Antofagastn'

In tho minorni bolt gold, silver, copper, lead,
antimony, cobalt, zinc, nickel, bismuth, iron,
molybdenum, and nitrate are found in great
quantities and tho mining operations aro ex-
tensive. The (lermnns and Ungllsh have
flocked thero with capital to work the mines.
Chilians also engage in tho work as principals,
but nottothosnmeoxtcntas foreigners. Iliacountry profits enormously by hor mines out-
side of the employment It gives her
laboring classes, through the fees she
exacts of tho mlno owneis for piiv-llog-

and the export tuxos which sho
places upon the output Tho silver mines of
Chili nre among tho richost nnd most exton-slv- o

In tho world. Tho stories told by trnvel-lers-

tho porcentngeof pure metnl found in
tho ores aro considered preposterous some-
times, but there Is evidence to show that tho
ores nro wonderfully rich, surpassed, perhaps,
only by a few ancient and celebrated mines in
l'oru. Tho great mineral wealth or Chill, how-
ever, oomng from her nitrate ot soda deposits,
and therein lios a story.
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Boforo the war of 1873. botwoen Chill on ono
hand and l'oru and Bolivia on tho
othor, the northorn boundaries of Chili
wore fixed indefinitely south ot tho Bo-- ,
livlan debort of Atncnmn.

But In Bpitoof the fertile noli nnd climate

But tho Indus-
trious Chlllnns deflect tho rushing rivers from
tholr courses nnd sprend their wntors In llttlo
ditches over tho country.

gree approaching perfection. Tho farmers
ot n section combine to tap a rlvor and
litoh ks water to their acres, whore It
is distributed, tlio oxpenses being borne in
common. Under that system tlio whole coun-
try blooms like a garden. Oranges, lomons.
and Ilgs abound toward tho north. Then comes
tho legion of flax, corn, grupos. olives, nnd
peaches, rurthor south, where tho cllmnto is
much llko that of Great Britain, wheat barley,
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rye, flax.nndcornarocuUlvntcd with Immense
bucco-- s in quantities suDlelontto supply the
nation and export largely, l'oru nnd Bolivia
depend to a great extend on Chill for their
cercnN. Travellers praise that favored part
ot Chili in words which seom excessive.

'J ho timber nnd llshorles belt coiupiisingan
onormous tonltory, Is almost nn unexplored
wilderness. Itsfoiest wealth is declared to
bo unsiu pasod, oxcept b' the British posses-
sions of North America. Thotreosaro of va-
rieties unknown to us, but just ns satisfying
to the needs ot man. Capltul is nttneking the
edges of tho forests, nnd nu export buslnoss
hns been begun with Kurope. The llsherles
nro of immense value. They, too, nre entirely
undeveloped. The Oovernment is trying to
direct immigration into that part of
tho country, with tlio hope of realizing
bomctbing ot its possibilities. But it Is
slow work, for the country Is wild nnd occupied
by the Aiaucanian Indians, who, if not hostile
nro lawless nnd unplensant neighbors. The
snvnges aro fearless and pUyslcnlly powerful.
They are coming under the domination of the
Government, to which they have sold their
territories little by llttlo.

Such is Chill, a country of large area, enor-
mous natural wealth, wonderful nhjslcal
beauty, and great possibilities. It is surely
dosorving of domination by a worthy ruce.

II.
In Chill class distinctions aremarked. There

are three classes among her inhabitants. Tlio
ruling class Is pure white, descended from the
Spanish oonquerors ot tho land, ns Americans
are descended from tho former English pos- -
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sossors of Amorlca. Tho lower class Is a
mixed race, combining the blood of the Span-
iards and tho Arnucanians. Tho mixed poo-
plo aro called peoncs, in English peons. They
constitute the bulk of tho population, and do
tho laborious nnd menial work. In tho third
class are the Arnucanians pure and simple.
Thero nro DO.OOO of tho savaficsln the country.
They ylold a ready obodlenco to tho laws whon
they loave their wilds for civilizution, and they
can be impressed into the army if desired.
They aro fierce cruel, and tireless fighters.

Nearly nil travellers who write of Chili fail to
dibtingulbh sufficiently between the Chilian of
pure Spanish, or( at least, white blood, and
the mixed class. Thnt is ono reason why
Americans have such wrong impressions of
the peoplo. Tlio Chilians me as white as we
are, and nearly as numerous as the peons,
whom thoy treat Imperiously, l'hero are
nuturallymany ottho lower class whose

ot Indian blood Is very small and
whoaronoarly whlto. I'or that howevor, tjis
unfortunates must suffor. ,'

The Chlllnns nro a proud inco, arrogant pre-
tentious, and fond of dlspliy, Thoro Is much of
tholr Spanish forefathers about tliora. Thoy
have ncqulred In tho brisk ellmnte nn enorgy
not Spanish, buthavo letalned a love of easo
nnd acarelossnessor slovenhnoss with their
woik which is traceablo dlioctly, Thoy have
kept their Spnnish beauty, Thoy are not
stunted In stature to the degree notico-vbl- in
tho descendants of Spaniards in ntlmr South
Amorlcan countries, probably nnothor result
of clluinto. They aro Btrongly of the Sranlsh

type, however. The mon nre slender nnd
graceful, although btroug build, und tho
v.riuuu aro durk, languorous bounties,
w.io know well tliit ciKiucttlshness of
tno Sjuiiisli iMiiufa, nnd how to sing lovo
songs to tho twiing of a guitar. Thmo 1h n
certain utmosphcro of poetry nnd romance
thrown over this inteiestlns country, which
is c.talnJy an. iuherllauco, it i nut
born of tlie nlr. which is brisk, andInspires action rather than sentiment The

city. It lies In the grent plain between tho
two mountain ranges, tho great snaw-conpo- d

summits of tlm Andos being vlsiblo fromovory street. It Is laid out like i ehoss board,
ns. indeed, is every Chilian town, howevor
small. There Is a grntid centml plaza, with
too cathedral, the Governor's pnlaco, nnd thogrent public buildings on two sldos.nnd tho
swell shops of the city on tho other two sides.
Tho plant Is Hip real centre of tlio town. Its
liio. social nnd business, seems to spring from
it- - At night there- Is music under its trees,
nnd tho Inhnbitnnts gnthor nnd promenade,
ranking n nightly festlvnl. By day tho plnrn Is
llnod with baratillnt or small letnll booths,
much patronized try tho Inhabitants. The
city Is woll ordered. The hhops aro small
and not remarkable for tint vailety or quality
ot thegoods they contain. But Bnntiogo is
not n buslnoss city. Vnlpnrnlso. four hours
nwnv by express, Is tlio grent seaport nnd
business centre of tho nation, tho Now York ot
Chill. Santiago is tho city of homnsfnnd

tho boclal.nnd governmental head of the
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nntion. Thoro nro numerous street car lines
lntliocltr, and blooming half-broe- d girls act
ns onr conductors. It Is a singular custom,
neon newborn olso in South America. Many
ot tlio halt-broo- aro hnndsomo. and
tho women, when young, nro plump nndrosy. The bright-eyo- d conductors seldom
retain their places long. When ono becomes
a conductor she might us well order hor trous-
seau and bo dono with 11.

The (treat street of Santiago Is the Ala-
meda, a boulevard with a central garden
of trees, ndoruod with statunry. nnd
with roadways on either side. There arcmany fine residences along tho street, as there
aro nlso in the interminable streets which run
to right nnd left, uhvam crossing at right
angles, nnd occupying grent areas of ground.

Tlio Chilian house Is pomothingof a fortress.
It has indications of tho old Spanish house
about it, with many original features.
