Con-
necHaeut will send Lwelve delegates, ona from
each of the aight counties and one from each
of the Congress districts, Thare are & scors
or mora of candidates lu the feld already. In
New Haven county the nnmes of Alexander
Troup and Col. Oshorn hava boen mentioned,
and ex-Congresaman French ir mentinned
as & candidate [from the Congress dis-
trict.  Thers ara six  candidatos who
have raised thelr standards in  Fair-
field ecounty—Senator Sidnoy B. Fnsign in
tallebury, Seoator Michunl J. Houlihan in
Nowton, A. M. Talmadge of Stamford, Henry
Lishop and Col. W. H. Btevenson of Bridgeport,
and Banker Benodict of Greanwich. 'The lat-
ter is a pronounced Cleveland man, but the
vlther candidatos ore waiting to ses how the
tisle mets before announcing their man.

Two outs will be
mindie ahout a foot thick or long, running clear
neross the trunk, nnd one of thess will be usod
us the foor of the room, snd the other us the
ool or celling, The sequels wood 18 s rich
wn and takesafine palish, so that tho result
may b expacted ta be plessing o= well ns mur-
yvollvia.
