FRON PROVIDENCE ROOSTENS,

A Big Wain thnt Was Well Arraaged, and
Buecenuinily Fought Out on Long Isiand-
Pew Locsl Mpoarts Present-The FPreovi
denes Mirds Fought Very Poorly,

The much-talked-of eockirg main between
the celebrated game fowls of Bamuel Beran-
ton of Providencoand ¥. R Hartley of Boston
was fought on Balurday night on Long Island,
and it was after 3 o'alock yesterday morning
before the muin was brought to a olose. John
Whalen of Erookton handled the Boston birds,
and E Wingato, an old breeder of gnme chick-
ons, of Farmington, N. H,, acted In the same
eapacity for the Providenen fighters.

The birda shown by Boston wers black rods
and all brothers. They wore (n thorough con-
dition and as game n lot of roostors as wore
sver thrown Into tha pit, with the porsible sx-
eception of the " Japs” hrought on from Call-
fornia by Mr. Greon. On the other hand, the
Providence Ulrds wore soft and far froin be-
Ing 1o first-class form for n hard hattle,

The main wan for $1.000 a side and $50a
battla. The articles of agreement callad for
fiftoen cocks a alde, welghing from 4 pounds to
8 pounds 2 ouncos, and all to Aght which
welghed {n within two ouncns of eich other.
Each ownor used his own gnlfs.

The greatest diMculty met with was in
selocting a fighting ground. The Trovidence
man would not kigree to any point In Massa-
ehusetts on account of the Boston Lirds belng
bred and ralsed in that State. whils n similar
ehjectlon was raised by the Boston man to
fighting in elther Rhodo Island or Connvotlcut,
as the Providence birds came from varlous
farmsthroughout the twoStates,and were prin-
eipally dominioks, brass backs, and brown reds.
A good place not far from this elty wan finally
agreed upon, and those from tho Eastorn
Btates who had tho " tip" arrivod in this eity
on Baturday In large niumbors. In fact, almost
the antiro party which was at the maln was
made up of eportamen from the East, there not
belng over a half dozon loenl eports In attend-
snoa. The affalr was koot so quiet that even
the few men from this rity who did have the
good fortune to get there would not have
known anything about the afair had they not
aecidentally run neross tho Enstern sports in
the city, and conscquently ** smollod & mouse.”
