oontrollod by tho 'company will bo wiped out
or Its buslnoss como to a standstill

Tho stock Is now soiling ,upon a
paying basis, although It pays 0 T cent,

per annum. And right hero attention may bo
diroctod to tho fact that tho stock has nover
sold at figures commensurate to thodlvldond
that It paid. That tho company's leases of a
numlior of dlstlllerlos expire this spring Is
said to have something to do with tho decline
In Its stook. Those loasos must bo ronowed or
tho proportlos acquired in somo way. and a
new issuo of stock Is suggostod as tho most
feasible mothod of socttring thorn. Tho Btrcot
naturally feels soro that It has not bcon taken
Into tho confidence of tho mnnngomont but It
novorls. and therefore has no greater cause
for Indignation than on scores ot similar occa-

sions horotoforo. Tho indications are that tho
spoeulatrro community Is giving expression
to Its disapprobation of tho methods ofltho
management ot tho Distilling Company by
going short of ite stock on a largo scalo.

Tho shares of tho nnthrnctto-cnrryln- g roads
ranked next to Distilling in Importance but
they exorclsod an opposlto Influenco upon tho
speculation, being strong throughout It is
commonly reported that a powerful Interest
prominont In the roorganlratlon of tho Head-

ing Company is buying Its stock, with the low
of controlling tho road, now that tho voting
trust has virtually expired.

usual activity and a sharp advance In
Lackawanna cannot bo accounted for
on that ground. It Is stated with
great positlveness, though not officially,

tho Messrs. Coxo Bros, i Co. from tho two
roads last namod to tho Heading havo been
adjusted, and. in consequence, n coal war has
boon averted.

to tho anthracite Industry. Still, tho re-

ports from tho trade aro of dulnobS. Prices,
howovor,. are bellevud to be fairly well main-
tained.

A further advance In the rates for storling
exchange gave the stroet a good deal of anx-
iety and provokod discussion as to tho prob-
ability of oxports of gold. In that discussion
tho fact should not be overlooked thntwhon
hoavy shipments of gold wore mndo last spring
and summer, although not warranted ,y the
rates of sterling, monoy was ruling nt high fig-

ures abroad, and all of tho Government banks
of Eurono facilitated the operation by paying
n premium for tho ppecio. Tliero is no reason
why thoy should pursuo a similar policy now.
ItmuBtbe ndmltted that tho rates for

are abnormally high for this season,
especlnlly In vlow of tho fact thnt Kuropo Is
certain to draw upon this country for a largo
nmount of broadstulTs. Hoccnt otports of
food products havo.'uowovor. boen compara-
tively light hence tho small supply of com-

mercial bills, and they havo boen offset In tho
exchnngo market by continuous shipments of
securities this way.

Thoso securities aro not being sold becauso
of any distrust In American railway corpora-

tions or npprehonston regarding ourflnnnces.
but becauso tho holders havo mndo bad bar-
gains In othor directions nnd are compollod to
part with assots that aro most available In
other words. Europo is feeling afresh tho sink-ing- ot

vast sums of money In tho Argentine Re-

public nnd similar wildcat schemos. Trocisoly
what has precipitated this fresh liquidation
It is impossible at this dlstanco to tell. One
trustworthy and plausible explanation Is that
