WisniNOTON. Feb. 0. Thero has oome hore

on Intorestlng cltlr.en who reoently retnmocl to
this country from Europe, wherohespentsome
time ln Investigating certain political and so
olal movoments, and had opportunity of look-
ing under tho surface of affairs ln halt a dozen
countries. Ho took notice thoro especially of
threo noioltlcs of contemporaneous concern
thoBusslau-Jcwts- h exodus, tho Italian

and tho Socialist agitation. Iu refer-
ring to these things ho apoko thus:

" The Jowlsli question Is of tar more serious
Import than Americans have yet understood
It to bo. Thoro aro over 0.000,000 of tho .low-ls- h

raco InHussIa nnd Poland, and tho Ilusslan
Government Is detorruinod todrlvo them away
from Its territory. Betweon UO.000 and 70,000
of them arrived In tho city of Now York last
year, and n sufllclent number nnlvod at other
American ports to make the Jewish Immigra-
tion to the United States during the year fully
100.1100. The probabilities nro that twlco us
many will leave Hussla in 1(3)2. and. though
there has been some talk nbout n part of them
going to llrarll and tho Argentine Republic
and Mexico ami other Spnnlsh.Ameri.
can countries. It Is tho I'nltod States
that all of them doslro to settle in,
nnd they hno many roasous for enturtalnlng
this diiHlre. After investigating tilings
abroad. I bellne that moro than a million ot
them will tnko ship for our country within a
fewyenis. This Is a serious uuestlon for tho

of tho American pontile. Jsonrly
all of the Hussian-.lowls- h immigrants am
penniless, nnd nronldnd In coming hero and
niter thuy get here. They do not ninalgaiuato
with tho people of our country: they live by
themselves In Sew York and other cities: they
rorm eolonlos of tholr own, nnd they know
nothing al.otit our language, our institution,
or our Indilsliles. Wo have nuver beforo
had mi Immig'-nlloi- i of this kind, nnd
there is a groat deal of speculation
nbout it miinnc thinking men. Including
those nniploved liioiirdnmustic- Industries who
urn affected by It. What can bo done by tho
Uovernment for its regulation? President
Harrison nnd lllalun are unable to
answer tho question, though they nro nwaro ot
its gravity. Our republic Is n home for the op-
pressed of nil tho world, and ttongross could
adopt no legislation that would discriminate
against nnyrucoof mankind, excepting tho
rhlnosc. whom It has prohibited from coming
to this country. 1 eon f ess that 1 can make no
suggestion of n practical kind, nnd must wait
f.ii-th- univ.'i! of somebody wlminn.
"Another'.lilngthnti looked intowhlloabroad

was the rush of Italians to thiscouutry. I camo
to thu conclusion, after travelling through
Italy, thnt the rush will not last lone- - Wo havo
had moro immigrants from Italy within thu
past two je.u.s than wo will have in till tho
other) ears of this contury. The Italians nro
turiilug their faces toward Argentina nnd
other south American countries, where they
do hotter than they do In tho United States,
and whorotlioviiro welcome, nnd where thoy
llnd a climate that Is moro ngreeablo to thorn
than ours is. and whoro they intermarry with
the Spanish race, whoso lancuago they ac-
quire easily, and whoso ways are Uko their
own. i'iirmoro Italians nro going there now
than are coining to this country, und I beeamo
satisfied while in Italy that tho immigration
of Italians to tho United States will rapidly de-

crease hereafter. Iu fact, I am satisfied that
we shall soon see tho end of it.

"Hut moro desorvlng of notice than any-
thing else that I Investigated in Europe was
thowoclallstbusltioss which is now agitating
halt n down countries. In Spain it is called
anarchism, and it permeates tho working
classes there, a great part of whom belong to
the clnss that cannot get work. Tho Govern-
ment has been lighting them Tor some timo iu
the province of Andalusia, and they aron per- -

menace to tho peace In Madrid and
Sarcelonu. Tho Government Ir trying to sup-

press them nnd keep thorn down, but how can
it supmo.ss tho discontent that has got
into the "ones of more than halt of
the population of Spnin.' In Belgium, also,
tho Socialists have been especially active
dm Ins tho past half year, and at this time tho
Belgian Government is alarmed bythoir pro-
ceedings, us you may seo bv tho recent news
f i om Brussels. They nio thoroughly organ-
ized theie. even the peasants of tho rural dis-
tricts, I. ut moro especially tho miners, weav-
ers, and ironworkers. 1 ascertained that thoro
are ut least 400.0(10 enrolled Socialists in tho
littlo kingdom of Belgium, und thnt the

for universal suftrago which thoy aro
now ranking upon tho Chamber ot Beputios
is but tho opening of a programme that is
based upon thu platform ot tho Inter-
national Society. Should tho Chamber ot
Deputies lefuso to mako concessions.
it would not be hard to ralso a
revolution among the Belgian worklngmen.
nnd, when tho flag ot rovolt is hoisted there, it
will appear very soon aftorward Iu othor coun-
tries. Thn German Kaiser Understands tho'
fact and is giving proortnat he ruillies Its im-
portance. It is understood in Italy nnd In
Austria, and oven In England. But Franco
nnd llussin aro safer from Soclnllst disturb-
ances than any other countries of tho Euro-
pean Continent, ln Franco the Government Is
rospoiisi to the sentiment of the majority,
and Iu Bussia there Is no public souti-mon- t.

The newspaper reported that
tho Commissioners had arranged to make tho
matter a subject ot text-boo- k fctudy, nnd that
the action was taken lu deferonco to a popular
petition presented by Boston citizens.

"It lsoften said." rematked Superintendent
Jasper, "that Now York Is behind tho ago In
oduciillnnal matters. It isn't lino, und tills is
an evidence or its fnlsily. It shows that culti-
vated Boston is just waking up to an impor-
tant branch o( common school Instruction
that. lins boon lienellclally carried on In Now
York's schools slnco 18H.. Tho rules require
thut at least owe n month the principals of
the schools shall deliver a lecture on physiol-
ogy nnd liygleno of at least twenty minutes'
duration. This In supplemented hy tovt-boo- k

instruction for the pupils In thu higher grades.
Tho lectures aro stmple.'cloiir, and readily un-
derstood by tho pupils. Tho liiKtriu tlou be-
gins with a talk to thu younger children, nnd
is miido moro comprehensive as they advance
in tho crudes.

"Thoso lectures impress upon tho pupils
tho necessity of bodily cleanliness, thn perils
of the usenf alcoholic stimulants ami narcot-
ics mid the damage they liilllet, and also tlio
Injurious effects or tobacco, and especially of
cigari'lte.s, upon tho young.

WAIEU TtESVHTOinS IX AFRICA.

Htraaln of the Extenalve Hyatetn orHomnn
Irritation lVorUn.

Mr. Reno de ln Blanahere. who has gtvon
twelve yoars to the study ot Boman antiquities
in North Africa, has just mado a report to a
French scientific society on tho means em-

ployed by tho ltomnns to enable North Africa
to sustain n very largo population. Tho great
difficulty was In maintaining the productive-
ness of tho soil on account of the
very unequal distribution of tho rains,
tho country being almost wholly without
precipitation for months every year. In
order to remedy tho inconveniences
of tho torrential period, when the country was
Hooded, and of tho subsequent drought for live
months, tho ltomnns covered their African
province with a network of hydiuullc struc-
ture". Tho principle which guided tho con-
struction of thoso works wns thnt tho water
should not be left to Itself, but that all should
be controlled for tho common good.

From tho summits of tho mountains to the
sea all tho rain thnt fell was sei7od upon, led
hero nnd thero In channels, and distributed
over the Holds. In tho smallest mountain

stono dams were built to retain tlio
water. In the valleys other dams arrested Its
progress down stream. By that means tho
Jtoniatis prevented great floods descending
tho mountains nt the timo ot heavy rains and
retained a large part ot the precipitation in
the higher reservoirs until such timo as tho
water thus preserved was nooded. At thoer.-tranc- o

to each largo volley was a system of
works which assured not only the watering of
that immediate region but conducted (lowing
streams through ninny channels, so thut thu
surrounding earth could absorb what was

At tho entrance of each largo stream
on a plain a dam was built, gcnorally to retain
the Maters and prevent tholr suddnu invuslou
of the plain beforo they woro required.

Tho systom of wator reservoirs nnd Irriga-
tion channels was established over Boman
Africa, and in all parts of thn country thu re-

mains of tho oxtonsivo works mav be found.
Tho ltomnns were centuries ln roachltig their
perfected system of water control and supply.
The works worn In their period othlghest use-
fulness about tho third century of our era.
The civil and roliglous wars which occurrod
lator led to their decadence, and finally tho
Arab Invasion, together with the deforesting
of largo imrts of tho country, completed the
work of destruction.
