Tke iiUt Keaewat of tke Exelaalea

Act tkat Szplrea In - Few Weeka.
Washisotos. Fob. 10. There la no doubt

that ono or other ot the Chlneso Exclusion
bills recently Introduced Into Congress will
bo adopted botore tho close of tho session.
Tho members from tlio Pacific States and from
tho other States lying adjacent to the western
Canadian provinces aro especially desirous
that speedy action be .taken on the subject.

Three e bills are now under con-

sideration ln Congress, two of them ln the
Senate, introduced by Senators Sherman and
Dolph. and tho other ln the House, propared
by Representative Stump ot Maryland. Chair-
man of the Select Committee on Immigration
and Naturalbation.

Senator Dolph's bill, which was reported
from the Commlttoe on Foreign Relatione a
week ago. as n substitute for several othor
bills bofore the committee. Is both brief
and plain. It provides for the continu-
ance in forco for ten years, or until 1002. of all
existing laws prohibiting on regulating the
coming to this country of Chinamen or per-

sons of Chinese descent: and it further pro-

vides for the punishment nnd the banishment
of all violators of those laws.

Sonator Shorman's bill, which was intro-
duced on Tuesday ot this week, was drawn up
for lilru by Chinese Inspoctor Coon, who is
familiar with the subterfuges to which China-
men rebort in their offorts to get into this
country. It provides thntall Cninamon now
hero shall bo registered under a new system
of registration, that they shall bo required to
obtain a certillcato entitling thorn to live in
tho United States, that their certificates may
be officially inspoctod nt any time, that un-
registered Chinamen shall bo sent out of this
country, that railroads shall bo subjected to
certain robtrictlons ln carrying Chinese pas-
sengers, and that tho feos collected for regis-
try shall constitute a "Chinese Fund." to be
used in defraying tho expenses Incident to tho
administration of tho act. Senator Sherman's
bill, with official corrospondenco relating to
ItB subioct. was referred to the Commlttoe on
Foreign Relations. In introducing It ho said
that it had been prepared at tho Treasury De-
partment nnd was designed to enable thut

to onforco existing legislation
immigration.

The bill of Representative Stump Is more
stringent thnn any of tho other bills on the
subject, though- many of its provisions aro
similar to thoso of Sonator Sherman's bill. It
provides that, for a period of twonty years.
It shall be unlawful for any Chinese laborer,
skilled nr unskilled, to como within or
cross tho boundaries of tho United States:
that all Chlneso other than laborers
desiring to pass through or visit this country
for any purposo shall obtain a permit from
the American Consul at tho port of doparture,
nnd that any mssol bringing Chinamen hem
illegally shall bo Ilubloto forfeiture. Tho bill
also providos for tho registry of all Chlnnmen
here resident, nnd for tho doportatlon ot thoso
of them who Uo not possess certificates of reg-
istration. It prohibits nny State or Federal
court fiom ndmitting any Chinnman to Ameri-
can cltizonshlp. Representative Stump's bill
is elaborate and contains many dotalls for the
consideration of tho Houso Committee on

Tho probability is that tho Shorman bill,
after ceit'iluikinondmonts aio mudo in it. will
racot with tho approval of both Houses of Con-
gress nnd becomo law. Thero in no party di-

vision on tho question of jirovcntlng Chinese
immigration. Doth tho Dumourats and tho
Republicans In tho Konato and tho Houso nro
almost unanimous in their opposition to tho
incoming of tho "Mongolian hordes"
under any pretext or by any routo of
truol. Tliore wero obstacles in tho
way of tho pnbsago of tho original Chinese Ex-
clusion net. hut ever slnco Its ndoption thorn
has been im overwhelming public sontlmnnt
In favor of lis rigorous enforcement. Tho
Chinese Government npprovesof Its enforco-mon- t.

Hut for thnt law thoro would now havo
boon many millions ot Chlnnmen in this coun-
try, nnd thoy would doubtloss havo consti-
tuted n majority of tho population of our Pa-

cific coast. Tho Exclusion act oxplros In May
next, and it is thoroforo imporatlvo that it
shall be rouowed or olso boioplaced by an-
other of similar tenor.

The Stato and local authorities of the
regions of tho far West have, In

vlow of tho expiration of the existing law, ap-
pealed to Congrebs tor protection ngnlnst tho
influx of Chinamen from Canada. It Is declared
in ono memoriul to Congress thut several
thousands of thorn havo crosscil Hie Canadian
lino during tho past year nnd entered Mon-
tana, Idaho. Wyoming, and the Dakntas,
Two months ago. Gov. Toole of Mon-tnn- a

sent a formal complaint to Secretary
Foster of tho Treasury Department that the
Government had failed to protect his State
against the systematic smuggling of Chlnn-
men Into it from Canada. Slnco that time
several hundreds of tho Chinese Invaders have
been captured upon our northern frontier, at
placoB as far east nsthe State of NewVork
nnd as far wei.t as the State of Washington.
There is n steady immigration ot Chinamen to
British Columbia, most of whom get Into the
Unltod States byway of an "underground
railroad" resembling that which used to be of
service to fugitive slaves in tho years before
the war.

The adoption by Congress of any one of the
bills nowliefore It that provide

for the now method of registration would very
surely be effective in preventing the further
immigration of Chinamen to the united States
and in putting an end to that "cheap Chinese
labor" which has long been dreaded by our
Caucasian tollers.

Later a resolution was introduced ln the
Houso by Chairman Bland asking that the bill
be made a sneolal order immediately after the
reading of the journal on Wednesday. Feb. 17.
1892, and that it bo considered from day to
day until disposed of. The bill was referred to
the House calendar by tho Speaker.

Chairman Bland has made the following
statement rogardlngthe bill : " It contemplates
the converting of ail our silver money, silver
certificates, and Troasury notes issued on
bullion and gold certificates into coin notos
redeemable in coin, thus converting our pnpor
into bimetal paper, instead of keeping up tho
distinction between gold and silver ln our
papor issues. This conforms to tho Idea of
coining both metals on an equality, gold nnd
silver tree. The coin notes aro rodecmabla lu
coin. and. of course, ln whatever coin it may
bo most convenient for tho Government to
redeem them in. The depositors of gold and
sllvor bullion have the privilege of waiting until
thoir bullion is coined, and having tho coin re-

turned to them, or thoy may deposit tho
bullion and receivo notes at tho coin valuo of
tho bullion deposited. The bullion then be-

comes the property of the Government, nnd Is
colnodus fast as reny bo necessary for the re-
demption ot any notes presented for redemp-
tion. It obviates the expense of coining all
tho bullion at the time it is doposltod. The
peoplo soem to bo desirous of using paper
money Instead of the coin itself to prefer
papor to coin and for that reason coin notes
may be issued and bullion held for coinage, to
be coined only when necessary tor redeeming
notes. A man holding a coin noto will not
know whether it is a gold note or a silver note,
for it ho deposits gold bullion or gold coin he
gets a coin note, and if he deposits silver bul-
lion or silver coin ho gets the same kind ot a
coin note. It abolishes the present distinction
between our coin notes.

" The bill also differs from any other bill that
has been introduced, in providing that when
France may resume tbe free and unlimited
coinage ot silver nt her present ratio of 15 vi
to 1. and the President makes a proclamation
to that effoct, that ratio shall then become our
legal ratio and our coin shall conform to it It
is claimed that France will not resume free
coinage now because the difference between
our ratio of 10 to 1 would cause all our silver
to go to the French mint, which would bo em-
barrassing probably to France to some extent,
and very much so to ourselves. We wish to
retain our sllvor money as well as our gold
coin, hence thoro is a very good reason why
our rntio and that of European countries
should be the same. At any rate there can bo
no pretext on the part of Franco for longor re-
fusing to coin silver free becauso our ratio is
different from hers."

Congressman Isidor ItnynerfDom. ot Mary-
land), speaking ot the Bland bill, said that he
thought if it were possible to enact this
measure into law it would wreck tho Demo-
cratic party. "We would," he said, "go Irre-
trievably to pieces upon suoh a platform. It
would not give us a single State thnt wo could
not carry without it, and It would cause us to
iose every Eastern Democratic State. Ot
course, the peoplo do not fully realize what
this business moans. Very few persons out-sido-

thoso who have made a study of tho
subject understand the full import ot this ru-
inous policy. Our business oondltion now Is
not bright by any means, and putting tho coun-
try upon a silver basis slmplymeanspantcnnd
bankruptcy. Fortunately this measure cannot
become a Inw, but It is a shame that wo should
pluco ourselves In this position boforo tho
country, boldly declaring that when wo get
into nowor wo propose to Inflict this legisla-
tion upon tho poople. I oannot understand
why the commercial bodies, and especially the
labor organizations, do not take this matter
up and give it tho attention and discussion it
deserves. Tho wage earner is moro Intorestod
in it than nny ono else, because a depreciated
currency has always meant a reduction ot
wagos. When Mr. Bland talks about Franco
opening her mints at a ratio ot I5.' to 1,
that simply moans nothing. Even It Franco
entered upon such a policy and wo agreed to
follow lior. what would provont us from chang-
ing our mind about it? It all comes back to
tho proposition that there ought to bo and
thoro will benn international eunforonce upon
the subioct an international ratio based upon
compacts, nnd not upon logHntlon thnt can ho
changed and repealed, 1 understand that
thorn will bo n joint caucus of Democrats. of
tho Senate and Housp upon this subjoot, and I
feol confident thnt n plan will bo detrminod
upon that for, the present nt least, will put an
ond to this agitation nnd rotlro this embar-
rassing quebtlon from the next Presidential
contest."

The plan tor open air rapid transit proposed
ln Tna Bun last Sunday has achieved an im-

mediate popularity. Tho undorgronnd system
of the Rapid Transit Commissioners, on tho
other hand, moots with as general condemna-
tion. Moro unanimity of approval from the
citizens could not bo desired for tho open air
plan. The doslgn of the Rapid Transit Com-

missioners to foist on tho city a systom ot
rapid transit disagreeable, unhealthy. un
clonn, dangerous, and unuocossarlly cqstly
had aroused tho Indignation of property
owners, but many folt themselves holplos.s
becnuso no other feasible plan was

The plan now suggestod to tear
out tho top of the Now York Control's tunnel
and eroct over It nn improved olovatod struc-
ture from tho Harlem down to tho Grand Cen-

tral station, thonoo by vinduot aoross to the
centre of tho block botweon Second and Third
avenuos. and down to tho City Hall ln ns
straight a lino ns possible was what tho poo-pl- o

had beon looking for.
Fow mon nro moro competent to express an

opinion on the practicability ot tho plan than
Mr. Walter Katto". tho civil engineer who con-

structed tho Third nnd tho Ninth avenue elo-vat-

raltroads. nnd who is now the Chlof
tho New York Central. Ho gave his

unqualified commendation of the plan last
night and he also had something to say about
underground roads.

"Thero nro objections Inherent to a tunnel
construction." ho said. "It makes no differ-
ence whero you put it or by what method you
build it or howwoll you manage it Tho ob-
jections are these: a tunnol Isonoot tho last
expedients in engineering. Raroly, lndoed.
will an ongluoor ndvlso or consent to tho
building ot a tunnol it there is any way outot
tho dlfilciilty. Tho dlfllculty of ventilation and
of lighting uro two main objections. In spite
of everything that lias bean done to improvo
tho London underground railroads, all tho au-
thorities, I bellevo. concur that it is intensely
dlsugreoable to rldo in. disagreeable to work
in, and is unhealthy. It Is, ot course, possible
to partially romedy tho dlfllculty of lighting a
tunnel by tho use ot olcctrlclty. but not wholly.
No artificial light can bo like daylight It
would bo extremely difficult to commit New
York to any idoa of an underground systom of
travel. But If tho poople ever could be satis-
fied with such a systom the difficulties of con-
struction are tremendous.

" In the construction of a tunnel engineers
must of necessity work more or Iobs ln the
dark. Thoy never know exactly what difficul-
ties they aro going to moot with. Added to tho
dlfllculty of construction is the danger of en-
dangering tho foundation ot adjacent, build-
ings. It is pretty noarly Impossible, in
spito of all that has been Bald about
shields and supports and Improved meth-
ods of tunnel construction, to make
n tunnol safe to adjneont buildings. I'raiso of
these safegiinids should bo taken with a great
deal of discouut Muyho they would keep a
building from falling down. Imt u settlement
to somo extont Is bound to occur. Ono thing I
nm vory sure of it is absolutely impossible to
constiuct an underground road through
Broadway as Is proposed without causing so-rl-

damage. Tno tremendous buildings
along the street mako the weight ot founda-
tion Tmmonse. and nny lessoning of tho solid-
ity of tho support of those foundations could
not or at least, should not, bo thought of.

"As against tho uncertainty and the engi-
neering difficulties involved in the construc-
tion of n tunnel with tho viaduct priuciple the
cost and contingent difficulties aro generally
in plain sight The engineer can calculate with
accuracy what he has got to moot and what it
will cost him to moot It There is no possi-
bility of damago to buildings. Another point
about underground roads Is tho fearful ad-
ditional expense, and tho difficulty ot dispos-
ing of the excavated mattor. Of course
it has to bo got rid of some how or othor.
First it must bo brought to the surface.
This involves a number of shafts Into the
street creating an intolerable nuisance on the
surface. Bringing tho stuff to tho surface Is
usually done by steam, horse power creating
an extremely disagreeable condition of ulTairs
for all tho poople in tho neighborhood while
it is going on. Tho hoad houses ot tho aque-
duct were a sample of just how bad this
would be. Imagine a lot ot those houses ln
tho heart ot tho city. When tho material
gets to tho surface it lias to he taken
somewhere. It must bo carted to tho
river. That Booms to be the only place for
dumping. This carting creates an additional
nuisance in tho streets, many of which are so
crowded now that thu addition of a line of
carts to tho traffic would boa serious matter.
This may appear trivial, but I can assure you
that it is not. It lias not been seriously con-
sidered, apparently, though it is ono of tho
really great difficulties, on nccount of the con-
tingent disagreeable effect ou citizens, of
course to an extent this matter would be

in the construction of a viaduct but
nothing llko as great as compared with tho
tunnel." Tho plan for a new road sketched In Sun-
day's Sun Is entirely feasible Tlieio Is noth-
ing impracticable about It. If New York wants
it nnd I believo she wants somothing of tho
kindatonco, thero is certainly nothing ln theway of her having it. Thu building of tno road
would not only satisfy tho demand for rapid
transit but tho tearing outot tho top of tho
present Now York Control tunnel to accommo-
date It would bo an Improvement of almost in-
calculable advantage to tho travelling public.
It would be entirely in tho Interest of tho trav-
elling public. Thoro is no mechanical or en-
gineering difficulty ln thoway of carrying out
the plan suggested InTiiKSUM. nnd a perfectly
sufn and beautiful structure could bo built."

"Could a structure bo built that would he
froo from tho noise now complained ot on the
elevated railroads?" was asked.

"One certainly could be." said Mr. Kattfl.
'by adopting rocont Improvements ln bridge
flooring. By making a solid flooring of metal
for tho tracks, with metal ties embedded In
sand or grnvul ballast, tho minimum of noi-- e
is produced. I enn point to two notable ex-
amples In this city. Thu New York Central'B
bridges nt lllfOi and llilth streets hnvn just
been rebuilt with the solid floors and
tho metal ties Tho difference in
tho noise made by tho train passing over
them and tho nnlso made on tho solid earth is
remarkable. The sound is practically dead.
Standing under the bridge tieu little is heard
until thu train strikes tho other sldo of tho
bridge. The company has eperimenled Willi
stoel tios this t.de of (i.irrinon's with such
gratifying rusulls thnt nn ruder wits
jilaeed with n steel nianutni'tuier fur a suf-
ficient number t lay ull four tracks from tho
Grand Central Station to the Harlem Riei'.
If you will go to Garrison's you will
observe thut tho sound ot the (rains
going ovor tho tracks thoro is orv much
less than on other parts of the road. 1 am
pretty sure thnt with tho experience gained
from tho building of our present elevated
structures und with tho Improvements I huvo
montloned, tho nolso of tho new struct in o
would bo reduced to a minimum. Whon tho
Central gets its steel ties In tho tunnel, thu
running of trains thero nud the running of
trains on an elevated road over It would not
make the noise that is now made by thu Cen-
tral's trains alone. Of course, thero would lie
a little sound from the vibration, but it would
amount to nothing. I don't suppose it would
bo possible to niako thu ruuuing of a trainabsolutely noiseless.

"The Idea of u viaduct from tho Central Do- -
lot to tho City Hall, with stoioliouses tiuderft, isexaetly the right one. It la hard to tell

about the cost of Oils structure, but it could
wlthoutdoubt be built in the very bcstmurinei'
at a cost that would Insure a i;ooil profit when
it was in operation, It could bo built for a
great deal less than u tunnel. There is hardly
any comparison between the two. Tho via-
duct Is the cheapest all tho time. Ono thing
that was not montloned In Tin: Sun's sketch
is thu possibility ot carrying thu road right
down into theCentral Station before the curve.
Tho depot is high enough for such a road to
come Into the station on tho second floor. It
could be done without any tmuble." I want to say ono moro thing. That is re-
garding the Mingb that are made at 'railroads
on stilts.' They are made with the idea ot
giving the impression that viaduct and ele-
vated structures are flimsy. Of all the materi-
als of which railroads are built tho mechan-
ically safest by all odds Is the motallic. There
is no safer material than Iron or steel. It
combines elasticity with high-tensio- n

strength. It is chcaporandmoro durablo than
any othor material. "

That tho poople demand just this structure
that was proposod In Tnr. Suk and not tho
disagreeable, disgraceful underground scheme
Is proved by the letters that nave been re-
ceived commending tho plan. Some ot thuse
iKllors will bo prloted from time to time in
TiikSun. Thoy show tho spirit of thu peoplo
and should certainly bu heeded by tho Rapid
Transit Commissioners. Money cannot bo ob-
tained for the underground scheme, und tho
Commissioners have a ohanoe now tq give it
up and adopt the more perfect systern.

Thoro WftB education and amuyient both
for tho audience at Muslo Hall lnsuTight whon
tho first of a series ot tllustratod astronomical
lectures on an ontlrcly novol plan was deliv-
ered. Tho novolty wasn't in tho locturo so
much ns In tho method ot Illustrating It and
In this tho interest ot tho evening was con-tro-

In tho scientific theatre, as tho repre-
sentation was styled, the spectators saw a
realistic display of lunar and solar eclipses
from tho stnndnolnt of obsorvers on the earth,
then on tho moon, anil again from spnoe.

This Is tho first tlmo that the effort has been
made In this country to depict theso astronomi-
cal phenomena bv sconio and mechanical
moans. Similar representations havo boen
given In Berlin by tho Urania Society, which
wns organized for tho purpose of spreading
astronomical knowledgo among tho poople
Andrew Cnrneglo Is responsible for tho repro-
duction ot this unique form of ontortalnmont
In America, and ho has Imported all tho nocos-sa- t

theatrical properties from Berlin to es-
tablish tho onterpilso hem on a similar basis,

A drawback to tho proper onjoymont of the
scenos displayed last night Is tho method ot
dulhorlngthu astronomical lecture, by which
the spectators nretnld of the various phasos
of tlio eclipse which aro so vividly dlsplayod.
Tills lecture Is n translation of tho one deliv-
ered In tho Berlin lepiosontntlons by Dr. M.
Wtlhelm Moyer. but It Is delivered by a mero
elocutionist, who plainly was not versed ln
astronomy, and necessarily could not enter
Into the spirit ot tho phenomena prosentod.

Tho first scene shown io the spectators was
ono of the most Interesting of tlm whole ovon-In-

It represented it landscape near Berlin,
with a lake In tho background. It was dark-
ened at first, and then thu clouds In tho sky
began to tako on a losy hue. It was a very
5ood simulation ot nn approaching sunrise,

sun appears above tho horizon as a blood-re- d

crescent. It Is being eclipsed, and as it
ascends loss and less of tho croscont is
seen until the sun Is totally ecllpsod. It ap-
pears then simply ns n black disk with tho
corona about it. Tho landscape is involved in
the curious datkness which results from nn
eclipse. The sun's reappearance is faithfully
depicted until It bocomosa full round bnll ot
pure white tight a very good counterpart ot
the original.

In the noxt sceno tho spectators are vlowlng
tho nun" solar eclipse from a point In space
supposed to bu 80.000 miles away. Thoy seo
the earth hanging in splice, a largo globe, with
stars shlntngubout it. The rays of the sun com-
ing from the right illuminnto half of Its sur-
face. 1 ho moon Is seen to como Into tho sun's
lays, and its shadow falls upon thu earth, and
advances ncrnss Its mirfa"o. Tho phenomenon
of u solar eclipse is thus graphically explained.

Tho next scene depicts nil ccllpso ot tho
moon In space, and in the fourth scene tho
spectators aro looking from a rilstancoof 4 800
tulles at tho moon suspendud In spano. From
behind tho sconos tho sun's rays fall upon tho
moon, snd tho shortening shadows ot tho
mountains on tho moon inaicnte sunrise.

ln the next act. for tho representation Is
divided Into acts, tho observers aro supposed
to be actually on different portions of tho
moon's surface, looking on its mountains and
craters. Tho barrenness nt tho moon's sur-
face is sharply defined in tho sunlight strik-
ing ncrnss it.

In another scene tho earth Is Been hanging
over tho moon and casting its reflected light
upon it. Tho sun rises. on the horizon of tho
landscape, and Is eclipsed by tho catth Itself,
the strange red glow enst upon the moon's
surfaco being very well reproduced. The last
act has scenes upon tho earth again, one a
lunar landsoape in the highlands and another
a sunset In thu Indian Ocean.

It seems that the plans of Mr. Grau as to tho
amount of Wagnor during tho rest of tho sea-
son are unsettled, and that everything depends
upon tho reception which thoso two oporas
get. Thu Wagnorites aro overjoyed, and seem
to think that Mr. Grau has onpittilated before
nn overwhelming demand for Wagner. And as
the amount of Wagnor is dependent upon the
enthusiasm, there will no doubt bo a great
effort upon tho part of Wagner lovers to mako
an ovation ot tlio first appearance of Mr. Soldi,
with his recontly shorn black hair, ln the stand
of which be was dispossessed at the close of
the last opera season.
