Of
courso, It may very well happen that a par-
ticular Grand Jury will bo so constituted as
to rofusn to llnd Indictments which would
bo found by almost any other Grand Jury:
but if a caso Is prcsontod to a number of
Grand Juries surcctsivoly, and thoy refuse
to indict, tholr net may bo taken as truly
cxpresslvo of tho wishes of 11 majority in
thnt county. And If tho matter happens to
be one in which good morals would to
require n criminal prosecution which tho
Grand Jurv thus refuse to ncimtt. tho In
evitable conclusion is that n majority of
such a community prefer not to have tho
laws properly enfoicod.

In tho Hoboken theatre case, when tho
Grnnd Jury of Hudson county persisted In
refusing to indict men against whom tho
Public Prosecutor hud presented what ho
deemed cogent evidence, tho propor couiso
was to proceed with othor business in tho
ordinary way and lay tho samo cases be-

foro tho nest Grand Jury. If that body
again refused to indict, tho experiment
might bo tiled a third time; and If on re-

pented triuls tho icfusal sus persisted In,
this might bo icgardod as proof that tho
majority of tho people of Hudson county
would not tolerate tho enforcement of the
law iu these pattlcular cases. Such a con-

clusion would be unwolcomo to tho moral-
ist: but the pcoplo thomselvcs and not tho
Judges uro to bliuno for tho

The Outcome of the French Crisis.
After spending se oral days In frul tloss ts

to escnpo fiom tho quandary In which
ho was placed by tho unexpected downfall
of the PnnruiNET Cabinet, President Car-n- ot

Is said to hnvo persuaded M. Kouvier
to undertake tho formation of a now Minis-
try. As M. Eouvier was lUmself Minister
of Finunco in the last Cabinet, and as it is
expected that threo of Ills former col
leagues. M. de Freycinet. M. IUuor. nnd
M. Constans. will retain their rospectlvo
portfolios of War, of Foreign Affairs, and of
tho Iutoiior. tho new Ministry will In nil
likelihood bo uble to command the suppott
of the 218 members who constituted tho
minority in last week's memorable division.
Befoto it faces the Clmmbnr of Doputles,
however, tho new Ministry must gain tho
good will or at least tho transient tolera-
tion of ono or tho other wing of last weok's
hostile, coalition; and tho dropping of M.
Fallieres, tho prosecutor of the Arch-
bishop of Aix, from the place of Minister of
Public AVorbhlp, looks like an attempt to
conciliate tho Eight. It is also possible that
M. Clemekceau may have agroed to tem-
porarily keep his hands off the new Cabinet,
for ho Is sold to heartily approve of tho
management of tho Wnr Offlco by M. de
Freycinet, nnd to bo willing to leavo the
army in that Minister's hands until 1893,
when Bussia counts on being ready for war.
But he wishes M. de Freycinet to confine-himsel-

to military affairs, and not to mako
himself responsible for measures tending to
tho reconcilement of tho Catholic Church
with the republic. It Is probably his knowl-
edge of M. Clemenceau's attitudo that has
caused M. de Freycinet to flrinly decline
President Carnot's request that'ho should
rollove him of ombarrassment by construct-
ing a new Cabinet.

Tho retention of M. Emor In the Ministry
for Foreign Affairs as well as that of M. deFreyclnet in tho War Office will offor guar-
antees to Eussla that thoro will bo no chango
In tho European relations of Franco and no
lessening of hor readiness to mako good at
the proper time her promises by concerted
military operations. It Is well understood
at Botlin that theso two Ministers aro the
most dangerous opponents which tho Trlplo
Alliance has In Franco, M. de Freycinet
having shown himself better qualified than
any of his predecessors since 1871 toorgan-iz- o

victory, nnd M. Binor being an out-
spoken nnd Implacablo hator of Germany
and u zealous promoter of tho loaguo with
tho northern autocrat. On tho othor hand,
tho reservation of tho Ministry of the In-
tel lor for M. Constans, who for tho moment
comes nearest to answering tho French
conception of a strong man, Is calculated to
dlbcourage tho Boulunglsts nnd Socialists
and to rcassuro tho mass of the bourgools
and peasant proptletora who shiver at tho
slightest Interference with the fundamental
rights of proporty nnd tho safeguards of
ordor. A Cabinet, therefore, in which theso
threo men keep tho places for which they
aro particularly suited, scorns to bo an idcul
Cablnot, In view at onco of tho oxtcrlor and
tho Internal requirements of Franco, Such
Ideal perfection, howevor, did not provont a
Cabinet, identical In tho fcuturcs just
named with tho projected Ministry, from
being upset last week.

Practically the only difference betweon
tho old Ministry und tho now is that M.
Fallikhim has boon made a scapegoat and
that responsibility for dealing with tho
Catholic question, which is the burning
question of tho moment, has boon shifted
f rom M. de Freycinet, who has had enough
of It, U) M. Eouvier, who will soon got his
fill. It must prove as lmpractlcablo for tho
projected Cablnot as for tho last to ovoid
offondlng tho monarchical Eight on the ono
hand, and tho Jacobin Left on tho other,
and thus to avort a second hostile combi-
nation of thoso elements. Howevor willing
M. Cleuunceau may bo as a patriot to leavo
M. de Freycinet undisturbed In tho War
Office, ho could not control his own followers,
if ho did not attack M. Eouvier the instant
tho lattor showed ldmsolf disnoseil to mako
concessions to Catholicism. On tho othor
hand, no concessions that tho now Pronilor
will duro to mako will satisfy the majority
of tho French prelates or of tholr monarch-
ical supporters In tho Chamber, who profoss
to understand tho lutorosts of tho Cuthollo
Church in Franco bettor than tho Popo him-
self. It follows that la viow of tho dlsttibu-tio- u

of party strength In tho prosent legis-
lature, a new ministerial crisis can be a
question of only a short timo. Thero win
be but one definite solution of President
Carnot's difficulties, and that is the signal
change in tho rclatlvo power of parties

tance whero n general election Is concerned.
Wo shall not. then, bo surprised If It turns
out that tho present Ministry has been
constructed, not with a viow of Its obtain-

ing a long leoso of life from tho prosent
Chamber, for that Is essentially Impossi-

ble, but with tho distinct understanding
that, when It is beaten in its turn, tho Pres-

ident will icrusoto ticcopt Its resignation
nnd. Instead, ordor nn nppoal to tho doc-

tors. Tho cordial terms of tho lettor In

which M. Carnot has replied to tho Pope's
encyclical, urging French Catholics to sup-

port tho republic, Indlcato that tho Presi-

dent will sooner dlssolvo Parliament than
counlvo at a perpetuation of thownrfaro
upon Catholicism.

He seems to be
unacquainted with the origin and grounds of
the present financial relations between the
French Qovorsment and tho Cathollo clergy ot
Franco as settled by tho concordat established
by agreement betweon Napoleon L and Plus
VIL. which Is in force in our day.

Bofore the first French Revolution the Cath-
ollo Church in France and certain religious
orders ownod a great deal ot productive real
estate held under a perfect tltlo confirmed by
conturies of undisputed possession. The na-
tion was not taxed for the expense of publio
worship.

To,tm Editob of Tub Str-- 5lr At a re-
cent meeting of the Council of the University
of the City of New York It was resolved to
memorialize Ihe Stato Legislature to amend
tho act ot 1801 naming as managers of the
scientific department of tho llronx Botanical
Oardon tho President and two pro ten tors of
Columbia College nnd tho Presidents ot tho
Torroy Botanical Club and tho Board of Edu-
cation, so that, by tho atnendmont, thoro shnll
bo added nine other persons as sclontlflo man-
agers, lo be appointed by tho faouttlosof tho
Unlvorslty of tho City of New York, tho College
ol tho City of Now York. St. John's
College 8t I'rnncls Xavlor's College
Manhattnn College, Normal College, and
Barnard Collogc. A bill to that effect has been
introduced in tho Legislature. Tho offect of
It would bo tovosltho control of that depart-
ment of the garden In college faculties that
havo not boforo taken any part In theenterprlso.
They are not now oven mombcrs of tho corpo-
ration, havo not contributed anything, and
are not required to contribute anything to its
support Tho proposal Is as extraordinary as
It Is without precedent Whnt is Its
prctontled justification? In tho reports
of tho mooting It Is bUted that
tho step Is declared to be takon In tho Interest
of tho Commonwealth, and In ordor to secure
justlco to all educational Institutions In tho
city. The phraso "Interest of tho common-
wealth" Is vaguo. and its meaning obsouroas
applied to this case. It would appear that Its
only meaning would rest upon tho assump-
tion that tho genoral publio intorcsts ato
tnreatoned by tho appointment of an

or untrustworthy Board ot Man-agor- s.

Inasmuch as tho proposition to
amend was mado without consulting tho
Incorporators who adopted tho charter, such
an Imputation can bo looked upon only nsnn
Intentional affront to thorn and to the mana-
gers solocted. It assails, moreovor, tho Intel-
ligence of thoso who stand rendy to Intrust
tholr money to tho oxisting Board, but
are not ready to Intrust It to n promiscuous
foreign Board, without unity, head, or respon-
sibility to the corporation.

What Is the direct evidence as to the trust-
worthiness of the existing Board ? Columbia
Is tho oldest, the most widely known, and the
most responslblo of the city colleges. Sho has
been identlnod with botanical pursuits to a
dogroo hlghor than any othor collcgo In the
country savo Harvard. Sho has expended
large sums of monoy for many years on hor
botanical library and herbarium. The hitter
Is scaroely second In Importance to any on the
continent.. With unlimited means, Itcould not
be duplicated In a century, while Its botanicallibrary Is sooond only to thnt at Cambridge,one has signified hornccentanee of her present
truBt. and her Interest in tho enterprise by
voting to it $25,000. and it Is expected thntper vast and DtlcolesR collection of botanicalbooks and plants will follow. Plainly, If thomanugoment of tho scientific departmont ot
tho gurdon may not bo directod by tho means
of yearly elections by tho Incorporators them-serv-

(tho usual custom In all corporations),
and It that management was to bo Intrustedto any single institution. Columbia was theone that offered tho hlshest guarantees ofability, of Interest, nn.1 of success In that de-
partment. Lot the pnblln say whether tho
facts so far do not justify tho judgmont of tho
corporation In tholr selection.

Tho Torrey Botanical Club Is an organiza-
tion which, considering Its limited means and
tho heavy sacrifices required of Its members,
has for a quarter of a century done a work In
the. promotion of botanical sclenco which
ranks second to that of no othor similar asso-
ciation, here or abroad. These two Institutionscan justly claim to represent fully 75 per cent
of tho botanical activity put forth in this city,
leaving out the economical work done by cpr-tal- n

other institutions. The Board or Educa-
tion, through tho Institutions under its con-
trol, can fairly be said to represent the greaterpart of tho rest. Any ehnrco tliut any
pnq of those Institutions has bean con-
trolled selfishly In its work furnishes justground for resentment by Its friends.

The statement has appeared that tho Presi-
dent of tho Botanical Cluh is a professor In
Columbia. That Is a mistake. He has not.and never has had. auy relation with tho col-
lege, nor havo cithor of thoIt Is doubtful If ten porcont. of the members
of the club aro connected with Columbia, evenas alumni, and the two Institutions havo no
connection, lot the Torrey Club, than whom
thireis.no bettor judge in the cuso,, Joels thatvery Interest ot botonlca!. Is securedgy the present arrangement. Let it be under-
stood that Columbia. has claimed and sought
nothing in the premises bho was solocted by
the promoters as a controlling ciiBtodian of the
scientific interests of the garden becauso it was
believed that its sclentillo work aud alms
would be prosecuted and accomplished there-
by witli more constancy, more efficiency, and
with more complete success nnd honor to thocity and tho nation than undnr a sjbtem ofyearly elections by the Incorporators, with Itsliability to fluctuation In purpose nnd In timo
iq (leBonerniiun. i miuni.iii mix generously,
rather than selfishly, accepted tho trust.
Aside from the exact degree of Kiifoty enjoyi'd
by tliesolentiflusido of the garden under theexisting arrangement. It is illflleult to see juBt
how it Is to be increased by tlio proposed addi-
tion to Its Board of Manage. Miat special do-
groo of nuallllcation for tho position of manager
of a botanical garden is nvldencod by tho in-
stitutions named in thlHamondmontf Lotusbegin with tho Unherslty itself j It has a long
history of educational work. What botanical
collections and library doesit posaess I Money
is not necessary to secure a fairly good herba-
rium; it requires only that somo ono bo as-
signed to the duty of preparing It. Thero aro
hundreds of young men In the country, nndmany district schools, that possess more of nn
herbarium than tho Unherslty of tho City of
New York pontesses. That indicates a luck of
interest in tho subject, nnd certainly It 1ms
never, as an Institution, given propor
encouragement to this dopurtment In-
deed. It dlreotly declared Its lack of
intorest by falling oven to reply to on Invita-
tion to Its Chancellor to moot with tho com-
mittee for Inaugurating tho movoment forthlsvery botanical garden. But now that thogarden promises to bo a success, with Its ben-
efits to be open to all alike, with not a single
epoclnl privilege to any class, sect. Institution,
or individual, tho University, with its attend-
ants, comes fotward and ifemnnds thnt it boput fn control as manager of tho seientlllmle-partme-

on tho transparent pretoxt of theInterest of tho Commonwealth ' and "justlco
to all educational institutions."

The writer has tho be-.t- wishes fortheUniversity, but in her own interest ho mightprotest justly against an action by the man-agers which is calculated to bring her Intodisrepute with the public, on whose favorable
consideration her success depends. The City
CoIlegonndtheNormnlCollege could In noothorway be bo properly represented as through
the Board of Education. Its l'rosiilont Is nowamong the garden, managers. Barnard. It Isunderstood, ontortalns no desire for any othorrepresentation. As for tho throe other s,

their excellent educational work hasnever been directed especially toward botani-
cal science. The writer has been connectedwith noarly every botanical movoment in thiscity for the past fifteen years, nnd has neveryet mot therein with a reptebontathoof aav
ol thorn.

But a more Important point remains. If Itwere true that tho interests of tho Common-
wealth and justice to educational Institutionsare not sufficiently guarded by the charter,
and that they would be rendered safer by theenlargement of the Board of bcjentlfln Control,
then "the. rellof proposed by the UnUersltrwould bo wholly lnsuQiolont und usunjust as the presont It an inqui-ry be made In regard to.what Institutionsrepresont most largely, tho really Impor-

Alger's military history. All that I have heard
or known of his valuabto sorvlccs and of his
distinction among his follow soldlors opposos
your nnlmadvorslons.

In your rocont artlolos. passing lightly over
tho flno record of CoL Algor during tho first
three yours of tho war and his career in tho
field, you nssort. In spite of his donlnl and ex-

planation, that his resignation was hastily
to prevent his threatened dismissal for

an unauthorized absenco from his command.
You reject his statcmont thnt he first learnod
of tho unfavorable rocommondntlons ot his
snpoilnrofllcors whllo God. BhorldnnwaB on
his deathbed, nnd long after (Ion. Custer's un-
timely death, when It was too lata to sccuro
their retraction, l'nrdon too far thinking you
are unnecessarily harsh and unjust, tor I want
always to regard you ns the impartial histo-
rian ot tho tltno.

You woll know that ofton offlcors woro rec-
ommended for dishonorable dlschurgo for
"absonco without leave," It afterward tran-
spiring thnt thov woro sick in hospital, nnd tho
field surgeons had failed to report to tholr
commanders tho act of sondlng thorn thoro.
No authorization appearing on the regimental
reports of "prosent and absant," tho com-
