MISS FELLOWS IS AMBITIOUA

Bo Ehe and Organist Cla
Mome Way CUoulda't Agrer.

It Is generally understooid among the mem-
bers of the First I'resbyterian Church of Plain-
flold thint thoe pastor, tho Ilev. Kneeland Platt
Keteham, who has occupied the pulpit for
twonty years. has handed his resignation to
tho Presbytery, to take effect on May 1. The
church Is one of the oldest in New Jersey. The
first report of Dr. Kotecham's Intended resigna-
tion enme right on the heelsof the first serious
trouble the church has ever had. The troubls
started in the cholr room of the church and
grew in proportion until every member of the
church had taken sldes. Dr. Ketcham re-
mained, apparently, a noutral party, but one
side has accused him of sympathy with the
othor. About s year ago, John W. Bettman, a
produco broker of tRis city, and Mr. Edward
Et, John, were the Muslo Committeo of the

church. Mr. Bt. John loft Plainfield and then
