Tho second
donth was that ot Josoph Zelglor, who was
found suffering from the disease in his fancy
goods stors at 183 Rivington strect on Feb, 20
Hamliton, the reportor who contractod the dia-
enso nt 42 East Twolfth stroet, Is reported to
bo very low and Hkely to dia

Tho cases of tho Deviins of 301 Weat 1434
stroet turn out to have been searlot faver, not
typhus. They are tracenblo to another case of
soarlot fever In tho housge, Two of tho four
children aro now dead, and n third (s slek.
