j no discussion or mo obligations of honor

among gontlomon, now going on ns n con-
sequence of tho Diiavto.s and boiuiowi:
eontroveisy, is n far bettor way of settling
the important and dollcalo questions

than an duel would
havo boon. In thoso days tho duol has lost
lta heroic character In tho opinion of man-
kind, but tho Bontlmont of honoi to which
it owed its origin still lomnius; aud tho wel-

fare of Bociotyicqulrcs that tho feeling shall
bo conserved In all Its essential delicacy.

Honor Is tho bcntlmout of
It Is tho higher anil unwritten law which
Is moro blndiug on tho consciences of
men than tho legal requliomouts of the
Slato, It Is of a distinctly icllglous
charaetor. Its essoiico bolng tho obligation
to follow right and truth for thomsclves,
and nol simply bcciuso of any human
penalties for their Infraction, it rognids
tho Bpirlt rather than tho letter ot tlio law;
and 11 establishes an ideal standaid of duly
by which tho Individual moaaures himself
and his fellows.

This Boutlinent of honor nlrcady provalla
In tho world, and by It alono tho world will
bo governed whon tho golden ago of tho
mllloiinlum comes. Its requirements will bo
tho only statutos of tho perfect socloty of
which wo dream. All inoii will do light
simply becauso It Is right. Even now tho
ordor of society dopenda on tho obedlencoot
its inombcis to this prlnclplo. Without it tho
whole business of tho world would bo tin own
into confusion, It Is tho basis of thoconll-denc- o

that makes possible tho dealings
mou. Thoy could not go ou w 1th any

safety without a fooling of mutual trust-
fulness, Tho laws for tltOs collection
of dobls would not avail for tho pro-
tection of crodltors, if by thorn nlouo
men weio hold up to tholr obliga-
tion to koep their piomlsos, Oulhs
and bonds aro not sufficient substitutes for
confidence In tho honor of mou. Socloty
could not hold together if thoro was not
this trust, If tho solo safeguard was in the
enforcement of tho penalties of tho law,
Nobody's property could bo madosccurolt
tho only deterrent from tblovery wore fear
of legal punishment.

tho men. It must bo decided on Us merits
nnd by socloty Itself. If tho honor of
either has been assailed, It can bo x Indi-
cated by society only nnd not by tho indi-
vidual hlmflelf ; and If dishonor belongs to
cither, uponth6 head of vwhleh It shall lio
will bo determined1 by public oplulon nnd
nol by tho outcomo of a personal combat.
