In previous
ecorregpondence Lord Halisbury declinad to
adiait the subject of damngos to the terms of
Lhe treaty at all.

Mot Fight tn the Meaate nad Assembly Over

Arnaxy, Mareh 28.—Thero was a cat-and-dog
faght to-night {1 the Senate and the Assembly
over the Judge Maynard Investigation. The
Democerats, with the exception of Assembiy-
man Bush and SBenator MeCarren, mode a
poor fight. ns they had got themselves
in o tauglo through a dofeotive dJdrawing of
thelroriginal resolution to investigate Judge
Muynard on the chinrges mnde against him by
the Now York Bar Assooilation. The dobate
nod tho votes showed that the Demoeradia
majority of bLoth IHHouses will uphold
Judge Maynard with practieal unanimity.
The Demoorats camo mnear losing the
fight to-night through the Altany delegation
wanting to have an understunding on their
loeal mntiers Lelore any other partisan
legislation goes through, but they postponod
their opoen break for o dey or two moro to give
u littlo more timo for reconellintion,

Whon the charges of the New York Dar
Arsoolntion wore presonted Lo the Legislature
last weok, they weroe referred to the Judiclary
Committoo of both Houses, which set down
this mornlug at 10 o'clock as the time for
n hearing. The commitiea then met in
tho Sennto chamber, Tho Now York Bar Asso-
elatlon was represented by Fraderle IL Cou-
dert, Wheeler H. Peckham, John Ls Cadwala-
der, Clilford A. Hand, Albert G, Stickney, and
others. Almost all tho mombers of the two
commiltora wero present.  The commlittess
did notling publicly exeept to adjourn until 3
o'clock In the afternoon to give time for a so-
erot sossion.

PENSION OFFICE INVESTIGATION.

How Commissloner Raum Necured n Loan—
Moury Offered for Fromolion,

WasnisaTon, March 2R —At the Raum inves-
tigation to-day G. N. Lockwood, a patent ut-
torney of this city and formerly chiel cletk of
tho Interior Department, told of aloan he had
securaed for Gen. Raum at the latter's request,
the Commissioner saying that he was ina tem-
porary difficulty. He informed Gen. Haum
that he could not lean him the money him-
self, but accompanied him to the XNational
Metropolitan Bank, Mr, Thompson, 'rosident
of the bank, refused to loan Gen. Daum tho
money becauso of some feeling growing ont of
the Commissioner's refusal to promote a clerk
on Thompson's recommendation, Lut ngrood
to loan it to him (Lockwood). Lockwoml eaid
that hie had turped the money over to Haoum,
who remarked that he had no foeling agninst
Thomuvson, and added that he would soon
liave a larga numbeor of appointments to make
and would eonsider thosa of the clerk. Tho
money was afterward pald by Commissioner
Haum.

In reply to Judge I'ayson witnoss enld it was
no part of the consideration that laum should
promote the clerk referred to for the loan of
money.

Major W, F. Barker, ex-chlef cletk of the
record division of the Pension Offlee, tostifled
that he succeoded W. T, Forl. who wns then
made ap agsistant.
