The Troops and the Trespassers.

Throo Indian reservations aro Just now
watchod by military forces with a vlow to
fair play for tho red men and tho whlto.

Capt. Douoiiebty's company of tho First
Infantry, with a small body of tho Fourth
Cavalry, has encamped on tho Bound Val-lo- y

londs In Mendocino county, Cal.. where
disorders havo been threatened. Col.
AVade. Fifth Cavalry. Is to uudortako to
drlvo Intruders from tho Chovonno nnd
Arapahoo reservations in Oklahoma, boforo
Its approaching opontng to settlement.
Major Bebkabd will look af tor tho Slssoton
reservation in Dakota, should this provo
necessary, with two troops of tho Eighth
Cavalry, from Fort Yates, reCnforcod by
two companios of tlio Third Infantry from
Fort Snelling.

Theso throo reservations havo interesting
histories. Tho resort to troops ln Bound
Valley lias moro than onco boon required.
Perhaps tho establishment of that reserva-
tion was n mistake, but at any rato for
years it has been encroached upon. Secre-
tary NoniiE told tho last Congress that out
of 102,000 acres not moro than 0,000 woro loft
to tho Indians, whlto squattors having over-

run the rest. Tho trespassers also got out
Injunctions against having tho military
forces used to disturb thorn. Soruo of them
declared that thoy had Bottled and mado
Improvomonts on tho lands beforo tho res-

ervation was established. Prosldont IIab-biso- n,

however. In spoclally laying tho sub-
ject before Congress, insisted that while
any just claims of this sort should bo mot.
In othor cases "the position of theso In-

truders Is ono of simple and barefaced
wrongdoing." Gen. Howabd reported that
" the Iniquity perpetrated is glaring." At
longth an act was passed by the last Con-

gress for roduclng the reservation, and a
Commission was appointed to appraise nny
improvomonts mado by other persons on
lands retained by the Indians. But the con-

dition in which tho subject Is left makes
the presence of troops necessary,

Tho Slssoton and Wahpoton reservation
Is around Lako Traverse, rn South Dakota.
The negotiations for opening .It to settle-
ment woro begun years ago. Theso Indi-
ans woro very well advanced ln civilization,
and tho project of severalty allotment was
favorably rooolvod. The obstaclowas the
Indemnity they demanded for tho unjust
confiscation of their lands after tho Sioux
outbreak of 1802, in which thoy were 'wrong-
fully accused of participating. Somo of
thorn had even volunteered to help suppress
tho Sioux outbreak and had servod as
scouts. Their pica was heard, and tho price
fixed upon for their lands was largo enough
to wipe out all old scores against tho Gov-

ernment. Tho allotmont ln severalty was
finished somo tlmo ago, and the 15th of
April, 1892, set as the day for opening to
settlement tlio GG0.000 acres which had
thus boon purchasod. Becontly it was dis-

covered that pioneers had been stealing
Into tho region for tho purposo of picking
out tho best spots, and while the agent and
his poilco aro trying to check those intru-
sions, tho troops have boon notified that
thoy may havo to help.

The third reservation, that of tho Choy-enn-

and Arapahoes, is much tho most Im-

portant ln urea. Under tho agreement rati-

fied March 3, 1891, about 3,000,000 acres are
to bo opened. Last April ilvo agents wero
appointed to make tho soveralty allot-
ments. Tlio Indians informod thorn that
when thoy produced tho inonoy they could
havo tho lauds. That caused a dolay, but
tho addition of two moro agonts helped
matters. Then, when about 1.300 allotments
lriid boen made, tho appropriation gavo out.
However, it was arranged that tho land
6hould be opened early in April,

Tho race for homesteads when a great In-dl-

reservation is opened Is a marvellous
sight. Been nowhero but In America. And
if tho lines of tents, brush huts, and
prnlrio wagons along tho boundary boforo
tho start form an Impressive spectacle
much moro extraordinary Is tho scone
when, ns In tho rush for Oklahoma, tho
hour of noon by control standard tlmo on
tho day appointed arrives, and tho com-
petitors got tho word "go." What tho
Government Is bound to do Is to glvoovory-bod- y

a falrstait, nnd to Insuro this, it has
mndo a regulation disqualifying whoever
rushes on tho land boforo tlio tlmo ap-

pointed. Still, as some men will risk
going Into tho promised land promaturoly,
tho tioopi: niti kept In readlnoes to hunt for
uud expvl il.eiii.

An Attack Upon All Our Parka,

A bill of thoughtless and mlsguldod con-

ception, pregnant with most objection-
able and Inadmissible consequences, has
passed through tho Albany Bonato to tho
Assembly. It Is tho Boesch bill to permit
tho free holding of mootlngs In the
publlo parks: throo parks, tho Central, Mad-

ison, and Btuyvcsnnt, being excluded.

It was asked for by various Individuals
agltatod with soclallstlo restlessness who
had formed thomsolvcs into a Froo Speech
society, and it is directed at tho parks of
New York city only.

This Is tho most menacing movement
against tho safely of tho parks over brought
Into tho Legislature, without exception.
Exomptlng tho throo parks already men-

tioned from Its alms, ln no way makes It
acceptable. Thoro aro also Blvorsldo Park,
and Mornlngsldo Park, aud Mt. Morris
Park, and Audubon Park, nnd tho many
othor charming bits of rurol cultiva-
tion in tlio city, not to mention tho splendid

parks still unfinished, which, by tho terms
of this bill, would ceoso to bo parks for pub-

llo reposo and rocroatlon, as thoy wero de-

signed nnd bought for. nnd would becomo
primarily places for tho uso of crowds

In public dobatcs. In tho intorost of
talk-love- this bill would inevitably abolish

tho authority through which tho Commis-

sioners charged with caring for tho parks can
koop them beautiful and devoted to their
original purposo, nnd glvo the first call
upon them to citizens who want to talk.

At present thero Is no lnck of freedom of
speech. Whoovor desires to get up a pub-

llo mooting without tho oxponso of hiring a
hall, need only notify tho poilco bo that
tho propor precautions may bo taken
to insiiro order and regard for the
rights of tho genorol public. Thero Is no
difficulty about gottlng n permit. Meet-

ings can also bo hold in thoso publlo parks
which Jn tho judgment of tho Park Com-

missioners will not rocolvo damago from
tho collection of extraordinary crowds. Turf
doos not grow In this country as it grows
in somo othor countries, so special caro Is
needed to presorvo It. Whllo thero Is no

for any such nhango In tho uso
of tho parks as tho Roesck bill alms at, on
the othor hand It would lead to totally un-

necessary damage to publlo proporty.
In this caso tho irrepressible impulse ln

somo divisions of human naturo to divert
things to other uses than thoso for which
thoy wero made, should bo emphatically
suppressed. Of. tho city's properties tho
parks aro altogether tho most costly nnd the
most vnluablo. and thoy should bo gunrdod
with unremitting nnd unrestricted core.

A Ban Upon Allen Doctors.
On tho 21st Inst. Sonator McOabben of

Brooklyn Introduced Into tho Legislature a
bill to rogulato tho ompfoymont of physi-
cians by corporations having tho euro,
maintenance, and custody of children or
Invalids. We print tlio bill In full.

"HkcrioY 1. It shall not be lawful for any corporation
orunlred under tho laws of tilts State, and having the
care, maintenance, or custody of children or Invalids,
to male no nf the sen leer of any physician wbo Is not
ticltUenoUhe L'nled States.

"brt. S, This act shall lane effect Immediately."

It will I io observed that tho prohibition
contained in this measure is uot confined to
public Institutions, nor doos It relate to the
pormanont employment of physicians who
aro not citizens; but tho bill forbids ovon
the temporary employment of any unnat-
uralized physician of foreign birth by any
New York .corporation which has chlldrou
or Invalids ln Its caro or custody.

This Btrile nq us ns n very remarkable
piece of legislation, uud we should like to
know what Is Its trim inspiration and what
is lis real purpose Though general in
form, It probably Is designed to effect somo
purttcular object, nnd Is dlroctod toward
Homo particular Institution. We can see no
good roasou why an "lion doctor, If hols
qualified to do ids work, bhould not find
employment under such corporations as
those to which tho bill relates; aud wo can-
not belle yo such a .mVaeuxo Jwslla origin

among respectable members of tho medical
profession, or that It moots with tho ap-

proval of any doctors.

Wo occasionally see ah Item of nows llko
thnt which 1 printed In a Chlcatto caper
about a Christian who has renounced Chris-
tianity and becomo n proselyte to JUdnltm.
Sdoh eaies nre numerous enouch to require
the uperUt attention of tlio Goneral Confer-
ence of American Babbit, which last year ap-
pointed a eommittco to oomldor tho question
of proBolrtlsm. with immoillato reforence to
the observance of one of tho Jewish rltosby
proselytes. Tho American ItratUtr, whiohls
an authority In Jewish law. dwells upon tho
Importancootthfs committee, which isto make
its report to the Rabbinical Conference that
will soon be held here. It ears that, "for
high and wolchty reasons, tho prosolyto ques-
tion is the most urgent question to bo brought
botoro tho Contorsnoe," and we judge by Its
remarks that tho doclslon upon ttwlll be ln rd

with tho traditions of tho rabbis and the
words of tho Talmud.

Judaism Is not a proselytizing rellston. In
Now Testament ttmos tho Pharisees, we are
told, "would compass sea and land to mako
ono prosolyto." but tholr descendants aro loss
anxious to gather In the Qontlles, though
outsiders who nre willing to conform to the
whole law may be admitted Into the fold of
Judaism. Borne of the Jewish rabbis and
Jewish paper of this conntry have recently
given ovldenao of a doslro to prOpacato the
Mosalo faith; andoneoina while we hear of
a proselyte, though wo gnoss that tho Chris-
tians, who turn to Judaism are not more nu-
merous than the Jows who turn to Christianity.

Wo may loam moro about this subject whon
the Rabbinical Confercnoe, which Is to be held
horo. gives its judgment upon tho conditions
of prosalytlsm.

The Metropolitan Museum of Art ought to
be keptopenon Sunday, every Sundayot all tho
weeks of the year.

Eider Mickle told
tho Conforonce that there are hundreds of
families living ln the mountains there who
haVo not hoard the Gospel oreaohed for over
twenty years, nnd that many of thorn are as
"orudo and unchnstlanlzod" as their fore-
fathers woro centuries ago, and ho Implored
tho Conforonco to sond missionaries
among thorn. It is painful to hoar of
such religious destitution so noar the
beautiful city of Nowburgh, and wo cannot
doubt that somo missionaries will volunteer
to carry tho gospel of Methodism among the
bonlghtod mountnlnoors of Orange county,
which is a county that flows with milk, and
bordors on the Hudson ltlvor. Wo have before
us a ploturo of the city of Nowburgh, in which
wosoo at least Ilvo stoeplos rising above its
houses; and wo would like to know why tho
clorgy who proaoh undor thoso steeples do not
look after the lostshcopln the mountains of
the baok country.

"Only by union with tho United States
can Canada get out of her troubles," In the
opinion of tho rising Canadian statesman and
annexationist, Mr. E. A, MacDonald.

It would seem to bo
righteous rotrlbutlon. Sir Joun WnxotjoanY.
who recently went up the Zambesi River with
tho Portuguese expedition undor Senhor
Coutinuo. says he saw chained gangs of
slaves, mostly women, convoying goods or
working in the Holds or herdod In stockades,
guarded by nrmod sontrios. This was the
loast painful part of the Dicture. for Sir John
saw on ono occasion an unarmod native
clubbod and then sot up as a target and
shot by the men of tho Coutinuo expedition
without any excuse whatovor. Ho says the
Portuguoso woro burning villages in all direc-
tions. Whon stories of suoh atrocities noma
to us. tlio fact that natives aro bosleglng
Qulllmano needs no further explanation.
