Htaly’s Greatest Aotross in Critical Viennn—
A Ravelation in Natural Acting,

Vimwrwa, March 1.—The coldest Vienna play-
goers, who hold to their traditions and remi-
niscences with fully as much tenacity as the
most Inveterate theatre habituds of Parls, can-
mot, In the last fifty years which have brought
to the Austrian capital evorybody distin-
gulshed in musio or the drama, remember the
sppearance of any artlast, male or femalo, that
has oreated so great o stir or has compellad so
unanimous a vordict of admiration as that of
Eleonora Duse, the famous Yenetlan actross
A week ago her name was known meroly os
that of an oft-mentioned orpament of
the Itallan stage, who had apssumed
the heritage of Adelalds Ristorl, without
socepting the heavier responsibility ol its ex-
elusively traglo slde. Now hor name s in
every mouth, her art and her triumphs are the
subjeot of endless nowspaper articles; she
bas not only erected o standard of eriticlsm
that will serve for many a yoar to come, but
bas brought new lifo, new Ideas, now sugges-
tions to that ever-intoresting tople, the art of
aocling. La Duse's methods and ways are dls-
oussed, not as momething dobatable, becnuse
new and altogethier difforent, but rather as s
novel manifestation which one accepts uncon-
ditionally while seeking to discover the line of
demarcation whersart onds nnd nature begina

Not unlike tho success which has this wintor
In Amerioa fallen to the share of Puderowskl
EBleonora Duse, after her first apponranne,
attracting audloncoa far larger than the en-
pacity of the good-sized house In whioh sho
played, hos apponled In strongest measuro to
the mombers of her own profession. At overy
porformance tho various histriculo celobrities
of Vienna huve boen tho most attentive listen-
ors and observers, while with ono nceornd the
tribute of ungualified andorsement hns testi-
fed to an art so potont, ko all-convinelng, that
evon professlonnl jenlousy was effoctunlly
pllenced. No one, for instance, of all hor
suditors applauded more loudly or expressed
hor delight more enthusiastically than the
famous Charlotte Wolter, the pride of the
Burg Theatrs, the greatest sctress of Ger-
mony, and #so habitually envious, It s
sald, of tho triumphs of other artists that
she canbot evon Wwith equanimity wit-
sess the successos of QGirardl, a low
somedisn not unllke our own Francls
Wilsen in his mothods. Although the
appearance of Eloonora Duse has como
%0 the good Vienneso vory much in the nature
of a revelation, und her famoe has spread ovor
only & limited partof the globe, it s mot in
Jtaly alope that hor luurcls hive buon won.

Physlenlly unfitted for the more arduous
tasks of the stage, Eloonorn Dusy counts only
few of the purely elasslo roles in her reportory.
Hlie has huunJuslly allod the “tragedlenne of
the modorn dramn,” and In a line of work
mueh lkethat of the most famous of French
aetresses, Buruh Bernhardt—Indeod, in somo
of her best known parts, * Fedora,” *Frou
Frou,” * Adrlonne,” " Murguerite Gautler'—
whe has achioved her groatest triumphe. She
wur tho flrst to introduce Ibsen In Italy
through his *Doll's House,” which Is ono of
her favorito li»iu.;-n. und to which she irtends
shortly to udd " Hedda Gubler,” having a pro-
found admirstion for the Norweglan drama-
tist whom she rogards as the poat
of tho future, the " Wagnor of dramatie art.”
