The President of tho Chicago Falr.

Chicago bas just held an electlon for the
locally important oflice of President of the
Falr. This means the Presidency of the
1llinols corporation known as the World's
Columblan Exposition, the concern which
is endoavoring to persunde Congress to pass
an unconstitutional bill making the United
Btates Government a subscriber to $5,000,-
000 of ita very shady stock.

For some time past certain of the Chlcago
newspapers have rung with the pralses of
a mysterious Mr. Hiomnormas, who has
enjoyed a first-class boom for tho Presi-
dency of the Fair. Hiemvpormam was the
coming man., He was a citizen with a
special genius for running world’s fairs.
He waa the man who was to straighten
out the crookedness of past manage-
ment, put the Fair on a sound busi-
ness basls, command tho confidenco of the
crowned heads of Europe, and, If necessary,
pump the United States Treasury dry for
the benefit of Chicago. Great hopes centred
on HiGINBOTHAM.

England and Ygypt.

This weck attention will be again di-
rected to Egypt by the reading of the Sul-
tan's firman at Calro and the formal inves-
titure of the new ruler with the Khedival
title and authority. It is understood that
in deference to the protest of England,
backed by the three central powers, the
Bultan has changed lis original purpose of
excluding the Sipaitic peninsula from the
$erritory recoguized asbelonging to his vas-
sal, TeWIK'S son, therefore, will rule over
all of his fathor's posaessions, and will sue-
esed to the latter's pretenslons to vast
#racts In the Boudan, including the equato-
gial province to which Exin Pasha hus re-
sarned.

Reports of an attompt to reoccupy the
Soudan have been current sluce the acces-
slon of the new soverelgn at Calro, aud the
exscution of such & projest Is pronounced

ble by Mr. HHeNkY Nonumay, who
made & careful study of the Nile coun-
and has published the results of his
abservations in the April number of the
y Review. Unllke most of hils
countrymen, this writer, while bLearlng
witness to the economical and social bene-
fits conterred upon Egypt by the Euglish
ocoupation, scknowledges that the present
state of things cannot last, and that evacu-
ation cannot be postponed & moment after
i$ 1s plain that the reorgunized Egyptian
army is qualified to malntaln Internal order
and to defend the country aguninst forelgn
euemles, The only foreign enewy which
Egypt has causo to dread is the Khalifa
ABDULLAH, who still keeps at Omdurman a
remnant of the power acquired by the
Mahdl MoraMMED Apmep, It should be
remembered that the native troops under
their English officors have already beaten
the Mahdists twice, namely, at Tokar,
whera most of OaMay Diasa's florce Jasllin
levies were killed, and at Toskl, whore Ne-
Jusi, the ablest and brevest of the emirs
who have fought for the Ehalifa, loat hia
life. Those two engagements proved that
tho pative army, as ot pressnt organized

and officered, are capable of protecting
Egypt agalnst the Mahdists, and it {a prob-
ably & recognition of the fact that has
enused the Khallfa to announce, as we learn
from tho Austrian priest OERWALDER, that
he will not attack the Khedive so long ns
tho British remain at Calro.

It ls because the efliciency of the Egyptian
army wholly depends on the English offi-
cers, who havo converted Into trustworthy
goldiera just such scemingly worthless
lovies as Hioxs Pasha led to the shambles,
that the gradual recovery of the Boudan la
pronounced by Mr. NorMAN a condition
procedent to the evacuation of Egypt by
Great Britaln. The secret of the lafluence
and authority exercised by the English
officors over tho natlve recruits Is the
knowledge that behind them stands the
British army of cccupation In Cairo. Tt
that army wore withdrawn, the plans and
orders of the Englishmen commanding tho
native troops would no longer be sure of
being sustained by the Kliedlve: and the
ofticers, inataad of belng all English, would
soon be ot variona European natlonalitles,
as wns tho ense In the Egyptisn army of
which Anamt Pasha galued control, and
which was subsequently digsolved by
Tewrix. A division of authority in the
army wonld no doubt result as it
did formerly, in Intrigue, jealousy, and
eorruption: and the soldiers, who at
prosent aro regularly pald, well clothed
and  well fod, would be left without
pny and often without foed or clothing.
Fallan Into ita former unorganized condl«
tion, the natlve Egyptian army would be
entirely locompetent to defend Egypt
agninet the Khalifa, and that ls why Mr.
NoryaN would have the Egyptians in thelr
hour of strongth forestall danger and dis-
ablo the Mahdista for future aggreasion by
an lmmediata advance into the Boudan.
What he proposes, however, Is a gradual
movement which should at first confine
{taoif to the occupation of Dongola. Ac-
cording to the information obtalned by Mr.
Nonyax at Wady Halfa, all the Boudancss
except the Beggaras would welcome the
first Indieation of a resoluts intention to
reassort the Khodlve's authority along the
middle and upper Nile. Bo significant o
gtep a3 an advance upon Dongola would
suflico, it 18 belleved, to draw off a multl-
tude of waverers from the enemy.

It is estimnted that for the retaking of
the Soudan only n comparatively small ad-
ditlon would need to be made to the present
Fgyptlan army. This at present compre-
liends rather more than 12,000 men, of which
10,000 are Infantry. 1.000 artillery, 780 cav-
alry, and 300 camel corps. The cavalry,
artillery, and camel corps are all Egyptians;
the infantry consist partly of Egyptian con-
seripts and of Soudanese (black) volunteers.
This army Is commanded by 75 British offi-
cers, and contalns about thirty-five British
non-commidsloned officera. The perlod of
sorvice |8 slx years with the colors, flvain
the police, and four in the reserve. There
ia now, it seems, o sum of over $1,500,000 in
the Egyptian treasury only awalting tho
consent of tho French Government to be
spent In Increasing the native force. At
present such an application of the money,
like every other British proposal, is ob-
structed by the French on general prin-
ciples, but Mr. NorMAN |8 doubtless right
In saylng that If the French saw that an
incrense of the native army would be a step
toward British evacuation, thelr consent
would be instantaneous.

The Case of Dr. Brigge.

The election by the New York Preshytery
of a delegation to the forthcoming General
Assoambly distinctly and decldedly hostile
to Dr.Briaas, {8 an indication that the
judgment of the Presbyterian court of last
resort will be against him, and hence
agalnst the Union Theological Beminary,
his supporter and champion.

It Dr. BrigGS 1s condemned by his own
Presbytery, he cannot expect to be sus-
tained outside of Now York. Here ho Is
stronger than anywhere else in the Unlon,
go far as his own Church I8 concerned. Ho
haa back of hlm the richly endowed semi-
nary, In which lLe holds s chalr, and
he counts among his stout friands somo of
the most prominent and influentlal of the
Presbyterlan ministry of this clty and
neighborhood. Many of the laity most
relled upon for contributions for the ma-
torlal assistance of the denomination aro
also on his slde. When he lectured last win-
ter in defence of his methods of Biblical
eriticism his nudiences wereInvariably large
and remarkable for their high quality both
Intellectually and socially.,

If, then, he Is unable to carry the New
York Presbytery with him, but rather dem-
onstrates that he Is almost powerless thore
agulust thoe flood of opposition to him, his
fate at Tortiand next month seams to bo
sealed. He has shown himself to be weak
where, If anywhers, ho should havo been
ptrong. The sentiment of the last
Genernl Agsembly was overwhelmingly
against him,and durlng the past year noth-
ing has cecurred which guggests any turn-
ing of the tido in any part of the Union,
So far as the result of Monday's meeting of
tho New York Presbytery Is an indlcativn
of the drift of Presbyterian oplnlon, it s
more strongly and decldedly agalnst him
than It was o year ago.

A final judgment agalnst Dr. Bricas at
Portland will compel the Unlon Thenlogl-
enl Seminary to declde whethor It shull re-
main o Presbyterinn Institution approved
by the denomination, or shall cut itselt
aloot from the General Assembly altogether
and hecome an independent sclicol of divig-
Ity representative of a Preabyterian bolt,

According to tho oplolon and resolution
of the lnst General Assembly, that body has
the veto power over the appolntment of

Dr. Briaca to his new chalr of Biblleal
Theology In tho seminary. According to
the trustees of the seminary, the Professor
having been morely transferred from one
chair to another, It has no such power.
They contend that us the privilege of veto-
Ing appelptments was graontod by them
voluntarily and without a copsideration,
the contract conferring the privllege must
be construed strictly, Moreoyer, tho trus-
toes can withdraw from the contract and
sppul (tat puy time within their option,
At noy rate and at all hazards, they have
jpsisted on retalnlng Dr. Briges and cun-
tinulng to teach In harmouy with Lils views.

Consistently, therefore, the seminary
will be obliged to stand or fall with Dr,
Buiaas, so far as the General Assembly (8
concerond, Its trustees and Its faculty
have sided with him agalnst the General
Assembly, not merely na to the interpreta-
tion of the contract granting the privilege
of veto upon his appointmont, but also ns
to the soundness of his views and teachings
a8 to the Beriptures. Thoe seminary s
committed to his opinions. More than
any other and more than all the others of
the faculty he gives the Ipstitution Its
stamp. Tt eannot go back on him without
surrendering completely and abjectly: and
such a eapltulation would force the rest of
tho faculty In self-respect to retire with
him bayond the Presbyterian lines.

Henee the sendlog of an antl-Brioas dele-
gatlon from the New York Presbytery is
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the Pres Church than of the com-
plate triumph and sway of the old-fashioned
orthodoxy. Buch a breach & the more in-
evitable because Dr. Bricos and the Union
Theologleal Beminary are representative
of & whole school of theologiaus aod
Biblieal oritlos, among whom are wany
prominent ministers and teachers of
divinity in the Presbyterian and other or-
thodox denominations. If he stood aloms,
he might be surrendered as a prisoner of
wir without uncomfortable consequences
to anybody excopt himself. But Dr. 1intacs
15 & loader of at least a powerful faction of
the Proasbyterians, and his followers must
go with him or save theinselves by recant-
ing thelr declared opinlons. .

The question between him and the Pres-
byterian mujority, however, la not & quea-
tion of opinion and santiment, but of fact.
1t I8 o selentifie question, ot a question of
dogmntio theology merely, The soundnessa
or unsoundness of his Biblleal eriticlam, he
and his followers contend, s demonstrable.
Of course, then, they have nothing to recant.
They can only be convinced that they are
wrong by the demonstration that thelr
scholarship is defective, They baso thelr
conclusions as to the BSerlpturea on facts
and not theories, and the opposition
will not meot the Issus unless it dis-
poges of thelr facts. Thelr argument
{s scloptific and addressed to the renson
alone. The dogmatism of tho Westminster
Confesslon and the General Assombly is
addreszed to faith, and hence can have no
power agalnst it, It Is put forward as &
matter of aclentiflo demonstration, and
it can be upsot in tho same way only. It
wust be proved wrong, not merely declared
wrong. In order to overcome those who usait.

The Unlon Theologlcal Seminary, by re-
taiulng Dr. Bmigus as Its foremost teacher
ond representative, even ogalnst the Gen-
eral Assembly's opposition, has proclaimed
to all the world that It accepts his demon-
stration and the conclusions to which his
golentifle Investigation of the Bible has led
bim. How, then, ean It put him away and
tench differently slmply at the command of
the Genernl Assombly without displaylog
both moral and intelloctual cowardlee, and
without loslog public and even Pree-
Lyterlan respect because of its pusll-
lanimity ? It has chosen Its colors,
and It must Aght under them or else mo-
cept the odium which attaches to treachery.
Even it Dr. Brioas goes of his own motlon,
his methods of Biblical eriticlsam must be
tollowed by his successor, for the institu-
tlon has formally put its stamp of approval
op them, In epite of their condemnation by
the General Assembly: and the whole
teaching of the seminary a8 in accord with
them, If not based on them, as dermonstra-
bly true and sound.

Hence the [ssue before the General Assem-
bly at Portland in far-away Oregon, next
month, will not concern Dr. Brroas alone
nor principally. It will iovolve the future
of the whole Presbyterfan Church. The
probable, If mnot Inevitable declsion
agoinst him will make him the leader
and the Unlon Theological BSominary
the expoment of a powerful party
of the Presbyterians standing out In
revolt against it. Either there wlll be a
large secesslon from the Church or the
former divislon betsveon the Old Behool and
the New Bchool will be revived, with the
causes of separation far more radical, and
with no chance of belng healed otherwise
than Ly the complete destruction of the
arguments of ono or the other party. The
battle must be fought out until Dr. Bricas
or his enemies are vanquished.

Bridging the Hudson River,

Benator BLACERTURY has introduced (n
the Benate, and Congresseman COVERT in
the Housa of Represontatives, a blll “to
authorize the New York and New Jersey
Bridge Companies to construct and maln-
tain a bridge across the Hudson River
between New York city and the Btate of
New Jersey:" and the House Committee on
Commerce has reported the bill favorably.

The Btates of New York and New Jersey
having granted the right to construct this
bridge, It would seem to be but reasonable
that Congress should recognize the act of
these States, and grant the powers needed
to give affect to their demnnds.

The Commissioners for the Btatas of Now
York and New Jersey would scarcely lend
thelr names to an enterprise of a merely
scheming npature. We are sure that the
men who have already subscribed for more
than o million of the stock of the company
have done s0 1n good faith.

Terminal lands have been purchased on
both sides of the river and ground broken
for the work.

Important financial and railroad Intoresta
have asked Congress for the nceded legis-
Intlon, This hos been promptly granted In
slwilar but less important cases all over
thie country.

Congress should enact the Lill In ques-
tion, and the quicker it 18 done the better
for New York's future. No public man can
afford to put himself against this great im-
provement. The wholo subject of locating
the bridge and approving tho plansis left
with the Secretary of War, and thus every
public interest is thoroughly protected.

A Presentment.

*Owing to public and genernl charges

Though the Gruod Jury
Liave not precise evidence sulllelent to jus-
tily an Indictment of the vlergy, they sug-
gest whother such a state of thioga ocould
vxist It & body of men so able fulfilled the
duty to which they profess to have dedicated
thomselves, and were really working to eas-
tablish the spirlt of CHRIST among the peo-
ple, sod to Lring sbout obedience to the
Uhiristian law.*

The Geany Auti-Chineso bil Is now In
the hinnds of the Senate Committes on Forelgn
Relations, of which Senutor BHERMAY is Chale-
man, and it I8 supposid that this committes
will do something with it to-duy, Mr. SuEn-
MAN I« opposed to thone provisions of the bill
that nre in violation of our treaty obligations,
though he favors Chinese exelusion. He him-
self, on the Oth of Fabruary last, introduced
to the Henate nn antl-Chiness 11!l which, he
waid, had been propared at tho Trousury De-
partment by an inspector of Chinese iminl-
gration, and which was not destructive of any
treaty with China, but this bill was reported

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ndopted the bill which was Introduncsd by
ator Dovei of Oregon, and whish bears a close
resombiance to the Baxasax bill

Thus the cnse now standa The Benate
adoptad the Dovem bill, which was rejeoted by
the House, and the Houss has adopted the
Urany bill, which ls now Lefore the Benate.

of it. As Chairman of the Senate Committes
on Forolgn Relations [t will bs Benator BRER-
MAX's duty to do his part In upholding the
honor of the United States by resoclutely ro-
fusing co sanction any mensure which abro-
gates our troaty with ths Chinese overnment.
and which authorizes that Governmont to nct
accordingly.

The quarrelsome and acrimonlous splrit
that has been displayed In the New York and
Brookiyn Conforoncesnfthe Methodist Church,
and {n the New York Presbytery of the Pros-
byterian Church, has had o disturbiog influ-
ence on the minds of the members of these
powarful denominations. The plain people of
the Churches aro racked by tho conduct of
thelr rulers, who are not only at loggerheads
about questlons of theology., doctrine, and
polity. but who have had to deal with clerleal
scandals of a very grievous kind. The accu-
sations of corruption and foul play that Meth-
odist ministers brought ngainst each other in
the New York Conference were cortainly more
discreditable than the charge of unfair elec-
tionecring that has just been made In the
New York Preabytery. but still it must be sald
that very bard words passed between the
claricnl leaders ol the last-named body. How
ean such things happen in thess two Church
councils, both of which clalm to be under
Divine guldance, and the members of which
ars upright men, governed by the religlous
spirit, representing religlon, and legislating
in ita behall? By way of contrast. behold the
spirit and tho vrocedure of the Apostolio
Council of Jerusalem, A. D. 50,

after in the campaigns in Africa

sldes {mposing structures, thev are putting
up a large number of modest housos for poo-
plo of limited menus, who will own thoem and
the lots on which they etand. This |8 an ex-
cellent sign of popular prosperity. It I8 also
on evilence of the prevalenca of sounl eenso
among people who have o little money. It is
& good thing forn man to own the house he
lives In; aud It i not very, very hard fornn
industrious, careful, and successful man to
ralse, in courao of time, the monoy that will
procure it for him. A man feels all tho bettar
it heis the owner of A homo for himeell and
family, even if tho home s not a swell mansion.

As he laughs best who lanughs Iast, the
British have a declded advantage just now
over the citizons of Tambl, in West Africa,
Tawmbi is o large town on the Gambia River,
whose people, never buving scennnything blg-
ger than their metropolis, decided last winter
that they didn't eare o continental for Quuen
Vioronra, and that they wouid fill any English-
man with lead who had the impudence to
travel up the river to trade, Thoreupon the
Dritish sent a small foree Inland to ndmonish
the Tumbinns, The scldiers thought it was a
sort of hollduy excursiop, but n fortoight later
all that was left of them arrived at the coast
with tho news that thoy had Luen beantfully
trounced, that the Yemblans woere regular
black devils, and that nothing bu cannon
would subdue the town.

A fow woeks ago the Dritlsh started Inland
agaln, fu Imposlog arrey and with o good
showing of artillery, This time they were
more than & malch for the saucy oatives,
and proud Tambl is now In nshos, and 25,000
black citizens of Afrios aro of tho epinlon that
the British llon {s o formidable animal when
ho gots real mad.

OPENING NEW LANDS

The Prulll.nl.'t Froclamation Threwiag
4,000,000 Acres Open to Mettlement.

Wasnixarow, April 12.—The Prealdont slgnod
to-day the proolamation opening to sottiement
on Tuesday, Avnril 10, at noon, the unallotted
portion of the Cheyenno and Arapahoe Indian
reservalion In Oklahoma, embracing nearly
4.000,000 acres of Iand. Thisland was oeded
by tho Indians to the United States in 1880,
Each momber of the tribes has received an
allotment of 100 acres selected from any part
of the reservation, except the land now ocon-
pied for milltary purposes, agency, school,
school farm, religlous, or publlo uses, or in
section 16 or 30 in each Congreasional towns
ship. Each settier on the land opened, before
making final proof and recelving & certificats
of entry, must pay $1.50 an aore, one-half of
which must be pnid within two years

The proclamation glves notice that no per-
son will be permitted to enter upon the land
provious to Ita lawlul opening undor penalty
of arrest and rellnquishments of all rights to

mnko entry. The proclamation names King-
fisher and Ohlapomn City as tho land ofce
wns. All the lands lylng north of the town-
#hip line between tawnsh?nthiﬂ.&an and four-
tean north, aro attached to the Kingflshar
oftice, nnd those Irlim south of the township
line, betweon townships thirteen and fourteen,
to the Oklshoma City ofMce,
valuhouahoma. April 12—A deapatoh
from Gov.
