Reports havo nppoaretl In tho newspapers
for a yo.ir p.ist that "large numbers of Jews
nro returning to the land of llielr fathers."
Peoplo on tlio ground, however, havo loo'ted
In valu for any large Increase in tho Jewish
population of Palestine. Thov say that Pales-
tine Is not ready for tho Jews nnd thnt the
Jows nro not ro-id- for Palestine, nnd thoy
discourage the cITorts ot colonlzntlon com-
panies and phllniitliropla Hebrews to sond
poor Jows to Palestine. Mr. Merrill. ourConstil
nt Jerusalem, r.ays thnt only about 50.000
Jows nro Iu Palostlno. of whom halt reside In
Jerusalem. Within tho p 1st yearn numbor of
woll-lo-d- o Jews hno gone to Palestine to in-

quire Into the price of land nnd tho prospocls
for business, but almost nil ot them have re-

turned to tholr former home. Many of the
native Jows of Palestlno nre eager to get uwny
from tho country, nnd they look longingly
toward tho United States us a place where
they can hotter their condition.

Palestlno had a curious land boom early In
1801 on account of repotts.that a very largo
.lowUh immigration was coming nnd that tho
uoweouiets would biing ill largo sums of
money, which would stiuiuhrto liustiu-s- and
usher In au era of good times. Tho result was
lirl-- k speculation in laud Iu Jerusalem and
other cities tiv.illlng that which Is a feature in
tlm early life if many Western towus.

a- - many thousands.

There was not however, a particle of basis
for tlio speculation. No now manufacturing
interests Irid boon established, no mines hud
boon opened, and tho stnrirsof large immigra-
tion were llctitlous. The only fuct un whloh
thn boom could rest was tho building of tho
railroad between Jerusalem and the sea.
which, however, will not bo completed for a

ear. and is not likely to much mora than pay
its oxpensos. A sudden check wns given to

Information That the Iteht-ln- Be a Commis-
sioner Nenleeted to Obtain.

San Francisco, April lti. Major Williams, an
agent ot tho Treasury Department rocontly
camo toSnn Frnnclsnoon 11 conlldontlal mis-
sion, tho nature of which hns been tho subject
of much speculation. Mr. Williams has not
mndo his business public, but being in search
ol Information, he could not conceal his pur-pos- o

from tho persons to whom he had to
npply. and It Is now known that he wus sent
out hero in a hurry to do tho work that ought
to havo boon donobytho Atnoilran Commis-
sion that went to Alaska to investigate tho
seal flBhorlos. Tho Amorlcan Commissioners
wont up to Alaska in great style, strutted
around. looked wlso, nnd knew less
nbout pelagic sealing when thoy camo homo
than thoy knew whou ftioy slutted. Thollrit-ls- h

Commissioners attended stilctlyto bus-
iness, and Went homo loaded with facts.

When the Governments of tho United Statos
and Great. Hrltnln began tho recent negotia-
tions the former found unable to discuss
tho sealing question Intelligently because tho
report ot tlio Commission contained no Infor-
mation that coulil bo relied upon, whllo the
Urttlsh Government was londad to tho muzr.lo
with facts and figures. Tho authorities in
Washington didn't discover tho weakness of

I found that at first the
hunters were disposed to brag of
their skill and to overestimate tholr suc-
cess in securing tho skins of seals shot at I
havo heard men say that they killed aud re-
covered ninety por cent of all the seals they
llred at. but on examination ottho accounts of
the schooners on which they had been em-
ployed I discovered that more than ton rounds
ot ammunition had boon used for every skin
thnt tho vossol brought home.

"As a result of that investigation in the
Retiring Hea and North Pacific, and the In-
vestigations made subsequently. I discovered
that 05 per conr. of all the seals killed in
Retiring Sea are females: that for evory three
sleeping seals killed or wounded In the water,
only one Is recovered: of every six travelling
seals killed, only ono is recovered: 1110105 por
cent of all tho female seals klllod are either inpup or have left their newly born pups
on the islands whllo thoy have gono
out to sea in search of food. If the mother Is
killed, tlio pup on shore will Inevitably die.
All of tlio schooners hunt around tho banks
where tho fcmalo soats are foodlng, und sel-
dom attempt to Intercept the males on their
way to nnd from the hauling grounds. Many
of the sohoonors employ Indian hunters, who
use only tho spear and never attempt to kill
n travelling sen). The reports of tholr
catches show thnt all of their captures aro
fomolos. Tho destruction of seals in
the North Pacific Ocean as well as in thollhrlng Hea. Is largely confined to females.
Tho reports of mon who handled tho North
Fncillc collection up to and including the yoar
1H8!) all agreed in showing that the skins
wero nearly nil from females. Therecan
bu noquestlon that if tho seals nre not protected
and this tremendous slaughter that is now
going on In tho sea is not Immediately
stoppod. thoro will be a total destruction of the
herd in a very short tlmo."

The ncent has also obtained a copy of thereport made by Mr. Williams to the Alaska
Commercial Company, containing a record ot
evory sealskin over taken in tho Behring Hea
up to 1889 and tho prices at whieli they wore
sold, the numbor of vessels employed In seal-
ing and their vuluo. outfit advances nnd trip
expenses, etc. The report shows that tho first
Retiring Pea skins handled in British Columbia
were taken In 1KH1 bynn American schooner,
and the itritish Columbian seal Industry In thn
Rehring Hen began in 1K8-)- . In 1880 gome of
tho vessels, owned one-ha- lt by Americans, wero
put under tho British Hug in dellanco of tho
Merchant Shipping Act. Mr. Williams says in
his report:

" 'There are twenty-fou- r Canadian schooners
engaged In sealing in th Rehring Hea: total
tonnage. 1.404 tons; totul value. including out-
fits. itTJ.'JM; whites employed. Ml; Indians
employed, 3.15. Of thoso
sailing under tho British ling live are owned
half by Americans. These Ilvo schooners Ille-
gally under the British (lag aro worth j:tU,500.
leaving an actual Canadian Investment of
Ji:0,750. Rut there is really not one dollar
actually invested In tho Rohring Hon sealing
for theso reasons: All tho schooners are
engngod In other business, such ns
hunting and fishing down the west coast and
in tho North Pad lie. It the sealing business
were stoppod entirely tho sohoonors would
not depreciate a dollar lu valuo. Tho sealing
business requires no special plant weapons,
or utonslls. The schooners are common
schooners, the boats common boats, and thoguns common guns, which will bring their
value at any tlmo for any other purpose. Less
than one-thir- d of a sealing tchoonor'b cruise
is In the Rehring, and only one-thir- d of tho
ileet s value can bu said to be Invested in
the Rehring hea sealing. Thn actual cash
Investment of nil tho Camillas in this trafllu is
therefore one-thir- d of i:itl.7&0, or the

Theso are only a fnw of the facts contained
In Mr. Williams's affidavit and report, which
cover more than thirty typewritten pages.
Probably this Is the most complete and ex-
haustive statement secured by thn special
agent, but ho has many other affidavits and
will bo able to supply to the Government
much of tho Information necausary to intelli-
gent negotiation, which the Commission failed
to obtain.
