Mr. E. A. Maund. one of the plonoor explorers
of Masbonaland. gavo at the Boval Colonial In-

stitute the other night an extremely Interest-
ing account of tho present position of that vast
African territory which, in the opin-

ion ot dispassionate observers, is dos-ttne- d

to become one of England's
greatest possessions. Mr. Maund has
invosted his fortune In the country and has no
doubt of the result Tho earlier reports as to
the gold prospects of this country were very
conflicting, but there is no longor room for
doubt that Mashonaland will pan out well in
this respect Tho immodiate prospects of the
country are entirely dependent upon the es-

tablishment of quicker communications. At
presont the cost of fi eight from England to
Fort Salisbury, the capital of Mashonaland, is
botweon seventy-fiv- e and eighty pounds ster-
ling per ton, so thnt It doos not pay to send out
machinery except to the very richest reefs.
Tho railway from tho east coast to Fort Salis-
bury, less than 40O miles long, will alter the
whole position, and as the difficulty with Por-
tugal has just been arranged tho work will be
taken In hand soon.

Tho British Soutn Africa Company, to which
Mashonaland belongs, has not been Idle. Fort
Salisbury, which a year ago was only a name,
now has brick hotels, clubs, billiard rooms,
stores, a hospital, a church, newspapers, and
a prison, and is in telegraphic communication
with Loudon: but Mr. Maund is not altogether
satisfied with tho progress made and contrasts
it with the work ot Americans in much less
favorable circumstances.

"Had Western settlers." he says, "occupied
Mashonaland and found the long southern
route strangling tho enterprise while there
was a short easy route to tho sea eastward,
though It ran through Portuguese territory. I
believe they would have bought or fought, but
anyhow thero would have been a railway In
course of construction long ere this."

For the moment the future of Mashonaland
is discussed almost exclusively from the gold
point of view: but on the great plateau, where
whit nion can live as comfortably as at home,
there aro said to bo vast tracts of land well
watered, well wooded, with rich soil and mag-nluco- nt

grass, toward which shrewd Boer
farmers aro already beginning to move from
the Transvaal. Tho big boom will'probably
not commence before the construction of the
railway has made some progress. Farmers
who can get on to the agricultural land beforo
then will make more money than the gold
soekers.

Cocll Rhodes, the South African Premier. Is
having a much quieter recoptlon here this
year than he bad last season, when he was a
society lion. Us is here primarily to seek
medical advice for the Injuries whloh he sus-

tained a few months ago In being thrown from
his horse: but business in the shape ot further
South African exploitation is not to be forgot-
ten. Bo far he has not appeared in public but
be will see both Lord Salisbury and Lord
Knutnford whon they return to London after
the Easter roccss.

It is worth while noting, too. that Mllbank
remains neutral with regard to the question
between Borrowo and Fox and Oohlltree, as to
whother the latter were, auUorie,6Uo publish
the. correspondence concerning the duel that
did not occur. Borrowe told Tux Boh corre-
spondent In whose presence Fox received per-
mission to make the lotters publlo In a certain
contingency, that the idea he (Borrowe) In-

tended to convev was that the letters should
not be published until Drayton had made a
publlo statement This Fox absolutely denies.

To support his contention that Itowland It.

Madrid. April lft-- A terrible tragedy is re-
ported as having ocourred at Anglesols,
Father Marti, the priest was performing the
Good Friday services. A large throng ot
worshippers was present Suddenly a cry ot
warning was heard from the audlenoe. The
warning was addressed to the priest but be-
fore he oould turn to save himself a madman
was upon him, sword In hand. The murderer
gave a fearful blow, nearly severing the
priest's head from his body. Then, while the
worshippers were still paralyzed by the spec-
tacle, the assassin repeated the blow, just as
his victim fell forward.

Just as tho people were about to selzothe
murderer ho turned toward them and fired
several shots. One bullet killed a woman In-
stantly, and other hullets wounded different
people.

Ilo was eventually raptured, however, and
proved to be an insane man who had a homi-
cidal mania, and a particular hatrod of priests
and ecclesiastics generally.

Tho will of David Gregg, a mllltonalro mer-

chant of Pittsburgh and Allegheny City, was
filed for probate yesterday. It bequeaths
a large amount of roal eslato In tho tworltlos
to his widow nnd to children and grandchil-
dren. Tho testator provides liberally for tho
children ot his son. the Rev. Dr. David Gregg
of Brooklyn, but ho cuts oil Dr. Gregg with a
bequest of $10, "to bo paid on demand."

Dr. Grogg Is tho pastor of tho Lafayotto Ave-
nue Prosbytorlan Church in Brooklyn, having
suocceded the late Dr. Thoodoro L. Cuyler in
Decombor, 1800. The trouble betweon father
and son over financial matters dates
Vack to tho year 1887. when Dr.
Gregg left tho Scotch Covenantor or
lioformod Presbyterian Church to accept a
cull to tho Park Street Congregational Church
In Boston, whose orthodoxy has becomo so
firmly established that the sito upon
whloh It stands Is often referred to
as "Brimstone Cornor." The elder Gregg
during his entlrollfo was Identified with tho
Scotch Covenanter Church, and at tho tlmnof
his death two wouks ago was ono of tho oldors
of tho Central Church of Alleghany City.

Olton ho had told his son that In case ho loft
the Covenantor Church tho amount thnt he
should othorwlso bestow upon him as patri-
mony would go to the Covonantor Church, to
compensate It for tho loss It would sustain in
being deprived of his services.

This gne Dr. Gruug n chanco to sea what he
was worth In his father's estimation. He finds
it to bo about $1.')0.()U0. which In the form or
real ostato fa lieMUeHthcd by tho Pittsburgh
millionaire to tlm church with which ho wus
so long Identified.

Thoilov. Dr. Orepc wns born n Scotch Coven-
antor. Ho entered tho ministry in 1870. nt tho
age of twenty-thre- e. Ho beeamo pastor of tho
Tiilrd Reformed Presbyterian Church In West
Twenty-thir- d street this city, nuccoedlng tho
ltor. Dr. J. 11. W. Slnano. But he was too
liberal to endure tho restrictions Im-
posed by this body.

Thetwln-scro- steamship Normnnnla finish-
ed her flr6t voyage of thu season yesterday by
demonstrating that two propellers nre better
than ono, even though that one churns under
tho counter of tho finest of tho slnglo-scre-

racers, the swilt Etruria. Tho Normannla
came from Hamburg and Southampton and
the Etruria from Liverpool nnd Queenstown.
Tho big ships saw nothing of oach othor until
about 8 o'clock yesterday morning, when
tho Normannla materialized over tho
bow ot tho Etruria, apparently six or
eight miles ahead. Thsofileor on tho bridge
of tho Gorman ship saw and recognized tho
sharp-bowe- d Briton. Ho touched a lever con-

nected with one of several signalling machines
fiund. and the Normannla leaped forward
with a throbbing that Indicated that the engi-
neer had heard tho signal. The molugruph
showed the officer that tho propellers were
doing better work.

Bomothlng similar to this may have hap-
pened o'n tho Etrurlu, though they don't ac-
knowledge it There woro ovor a thousand
passengers on each boat and most ot
them understood thnt there was a race on.
The Etruria had little hope of overhauling tho
Normannin. but hor commander doubtless
thought ho could at least prevent tho gap
Iron' increasing, nnd that lie might oven re-
duce it. That both vessels wore run nt
top speed is shown by their lime from
Hro Island to bandy ilnok lightship.
This last lap of ocean racers is nccountml
about thirty-fiv- e land miles, which the Etruria
covered In one hour nnd a half. The Norman-
nla bent this timo liy only a few minutes. I.Ike
tho provei hint stern chase, that nf the Etruria
was a long one. But she did nobly, and wns
only twenty-thre- e minutes behind tho Ham-
burg packet in getting abeam of the
lightshlp.which the Normannla passed at 2:10
o clock, about six hours alter her engineer got
the signal to run at full speed. Tho .Norman-
nin Is not equal to thoFilrst Bismarck as a
flyer, but is a trillo better than the Etruria.
