The Captain armed himself with a huge wisp
of horsehair, it kind of substitute for a baton
of authority, and tho Lieutenant wined a long
spear from which hung a horsetail, tho stand-
ard if the brigade.

Tho Captain and Lieutenant
wined their horsotalls and shouted, but they
knew nothing of lighting a llro. Tho writer
says ono American engine company would
have put out tho Urn. or stopped Its progress,
in nn hour.

An officer
must use his judgment about such thing".
Whon a lire engine Is coming nt full Brood,
which very seldom hnppens. tho proper way is
to keep tlio foot lasscngors back till it has
psssod. Ineorhao any troublo nboutninll
wagons: thero aro mnny unavoidable delays
in a crowded street, and It is only when tho
mall wagons nrn purposely delayed, without
sulllciont cause, that there is any difficulty.

Apatlonthad just boen admitted to ono of

tho wards of tho Now York Hospital. Tho
houso stood by tho patient's bed-
side. On tho other sldo of tho cot stood tho
hoad nurso of tho ward, roady to tako notos
nnd carry out any suggestions tho doctor
might mnko.

"You had hotter clvo him tho oold bntliB
evory threo hours nnd put him on a rallkdlot
as usual," tho doctor snld, as ho and tho nurse
turnod nwny.

The patient hnd appllod for admittance at
tho offlco of tho hospital about an hour boforo.
All that ho know ot his condition was that ho
felt sick onough to bo In bed, nnd as ho had no
prejudices against hospitals, but wns decided
ly prejuaiccu in tnoir tavor. no nan conoiuuca
thnt a hospital was tlio best placo for him. A
young physician had plied him rapidly with
questions, felt of his forehead, examined his
pulse, and assigned him to tho ward. A male
attendant helped him to undress, nnd, much
to his own relief, ho wns soon in bod. His

was 101', showing that a high fover
was raging. ' 1,

Aftor tbo nesurnnco from tlio house phy-

sician that ho was thoro for a lopg time, the
pntluut turned his attention to his now quar-
ters. Tbo cots woro In two rows, numbering
twenty or more. Sovor.vl of tho patients woro
conversing with friends who sat by their bod-sld- c.

A very fowof thopatlouts woro nolo to
bo up and dressed and to walk around. Tho
four nurses, dressed in blue plaid costumes,
with dainty white caps, woro attending to the
wants of tho patients. Thoro was an air of
wholesomo clcnnlinoss nbout the plnco and of
constdornto onro on tho part of tho nursos nnd
physicians thnt mndo the nowcomor feel as,
though ho had fallon into good hnnds.

When tho now patient was put to bed. ho.
woro n nightshirt and hnd a sheet a blanket
and a counterpnno for covering. At the end of
fifteen or twenty minutes tho countorpano was
removed, afterwnrd tho blanket nnd finally he
was deprived of the night dress. Ho began to
wonder it they woro planning to ireczohlm
out But that wasn't a clrcumstanco to what
wns coming. About 5 o'clock In the afternoon
blstemperatuio was taken again. Its registry
evidently meant something, for ono of
tlio muses told an ordeily to mako tho
toninorntiire of tbn wntnr 7ll Tliprn wnu n
suspicious looking bath tub between tho pa-
tient's Lcdsido und that of his nearest neigh-
bor on tho left.

A libcial use of the ico brought tho
temporaturo down to 71. us indicated
by a thermometer which ho placod
In the water, und ho concluded that that was
near enough. A nurse biought tlio Datienttt
drink of rather weak hot whiskey, tlio orderly
ealied in all assistant from tno noxt ward, and
then enmo tho bath. Ono orderly grasped tho
victim under tho arms, another grabbed him
by tho feet, ulid in ho went. To say thut a cold
shiver went through him would express It
mildly. A cold plungo at any time is some-
thing of a shock, to the system, but when any
ono has a high fever it is doubly to.

The attendants began to rub their victim
vigorously, ono dialing his arms and chest
and the ottier hi . los.

"How long do iou keep this sort of thing
up?" the submerged patient asked when tho
cold shivers began to run through his frame.

"Oh. for fifteen minutes." answered the or-
derly at the head of the tub.

Eifteen minutes! It was not live then, and
the victim was shaking as tbougli-h- e woro g

bathed in tho Arctic sea.
"Iou aro not cold, are you?" the ordorly

asked sympathetically. " We'll have to givo it
to you ut lio' next time."

At that point the orderly took n smallpitcher that ho had previously filled with
cracked ico and water, and poured the water
over tho patient's head. The sensation thatono oxperlouces on 11 winter's day, with the
thermometer at below ?ero. is warmth Itselfns compared with tho terrible chill that fol-
lowed this doming with lee wator".

The only consolation that rnmainod to tho
rntient was tlio thought that after the bath ho
would bo rubbed vigoiously with Turkish
tnwols nnd then wi.ipped In warm blankets.
Ho supposed thut would follow us a matter ofcourse, but ho was denied even that muchcomfoit. When, to his lullnlto relict, a nursobad announced Hint tho fifteen, minutes hadelapsed and dliected that tlio patient should
bn tuken oi.t of the bath tub, the at-
tendants tossed him on to the cot nnd
wrapped a blanket about htm without touch-ing him with a towel. The screens weio re-
moved, nud tho patient was loft to shiver untilIt seemed ns though the Mesh would uo shakenfrom tho bones. In 11 few minutes, ono of thenurses brought a drink of hit milk, nnd por- -

Almost Immediately nfter tho bath tho pa-

tient's temperature was taken nualn. Thencomo 11 nurse with cotton cloths, rrno of whichsho sonkod in iipall of ico water and spreadout the patient s chest. She culled the clothscompresses, mid said they wero used betweentho baths. If after tlio bath tno tempeia-tur- oregistered lot or over. Tlio com-presses wero changed overy ilftoen iniuutus

The reporter asked a
nurso whnt had become of him. und was told
that he was doad.

But amid tho scenes of sickness and death
nro others loss gloomy. Lato onouftornnona,
middle-age- d man arrived Innstatoof coma.
Tho particular kind ot coma from which ho
was suffering was caused by too free Indul-
gence ln Lad whiskey. At daybreak he bad
recovered consciousness. This man missed
his vocation ln not becoming a comedian. To
look at him was to smile. Downs of ponder-
ous build, nnd ho hud a head iib largo as two
of the ordinary size. Before long he wns thu
butt of tho ward. At brenklast time
when nourishment wns brought him no
spurned it Ho said lie wanted whiskey, nnd
when it was refused ho offered to pay for it
and showed somo small change in proof of ills
ability to do so. Ho was reminded that tho
hospital was nnt a grogshop. Ono of tho
nursos. speaking ono day of tho humorous
side ot hospital life, said sho could write n
book about it If sho had the leisure. Then sho
related an Incident. A horse jockoy with a
broken leg hnd been brought In. Ono day tho
doctor asked him how bo was. Ho leplied
thnt ho was all right, except that ho coughed
a good deal.

"Do you raise anything when you cough ?"
tho doitor nsked." Yos doctor." honnswerod. "when I cough
I always rnises my leg."

Ono of tho most noticeable things nbout hos-
pital llfo is tho unceasing devotion of tho
nurses. Amid duties that aro extremoly ardu-
ous nnd trying, and sometimes dangerous, tho
nurses show 11 devotion thnt is wonderful. For
nny pationt with nny disease, the nurses nro
painstaking In the.r care. Don't get sick: but
if you bnve to go to n hospital lie suro thnt tho
nurses will pull you through It thoy can.
