M'Iicm Does Europe Knd?
For m.'.cy ysdts geographers have not

ngieed as to the natural boundary between
Durope and AUu. Various writers, worthy
of attention, havo eoa&ldorod tho question
will: widely diCoring ic3ult3; and that iho
question i3 not settled yet is choir n in tho
latest edltlcn of that authoritative publica-
tion, "DIo BevOlkeiuug der Ei do," which
giua threo determination-- ! of tho total
area of Europe, according as ono dividing
line or another 13 accepted as tho Europeau-Af-latl- e

boundury.
School children aro usually taught that

the Ural Mountains mo tho dhldlngliua
between eastern Europo and western Asia.
This may piiba as a rough dcllnltlon of-th-

boundary, though the Ural Mountains ex-
tend neither to tho IcoHoain tho north nor to
the Ciuspluu in tho south; nor aro tho Urals
accepted by homo gcogrnphois for more
than halt of their extent as the proper
boundary. Young students, howovor,
should not bo confused by tho disputes of
geographers; but how does it happen that
lu somo of tho best ntlascs, liko " Andreo's
Hand-Atlas,- " llttlo attention is paid to tho
Urals as a natural boundary between Eu-
ropo and Aslu ?

It is because somo geographers prefer to
follow tho political rather than tho natural
boundaries. For administrative purposes
Russia has Included in tho European Gov-
ernments of Perm, Ufa. and di on burg a
largo region east ot tho Urals, and it has
also placed tho country of tho Ural Cos-
sacks, went of tho mountains and proporly
in Europe, under the govomor-gcnoralshl- p

of Turkestan; and In somo ot tho best
atlases tho boundary between Europo and
Asia Is mado to conform to thoso political
accidents, though thn bet authorities in
Russia discountenance tho ideu, and say
tho boundary is liable to frequont lluctua-tlou- s

if it must needs coincidu with tho
limits of ndmlulstrntlvo districts.

Most geographers now aceopt the eastern
boundary of Europe as It Is laid down on
tho maps of tho Russian Qovornmont and as
it has becu described by Gen. Stiielbithk.y,
tho best Russian authority. This boundary
follows tho Kara Hlvor from Us mouth In
tho Kara Sea to Ita head streams In tho Ural
Mountains; thonco south along tho water
parting between tho Europoan and Asiatic
rivers in tlio Urals to tho head waters of
tho Ural River; thonco along the Ural River
to Its mouth lu tho Caspian Sea and thu
westehoroof tho Caspian to the city of Baku.

The question ot tho touthoaat boundary
ot Europo is a mora debatable one. Somo
BoograDhois. headed by Becmjb, Insist that

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the remarkablotaanytlsch depression north
of the Caucasus, whose almost stagnant
watcru flow sometimes oast and Bometlracs
west, Is tho natural bouhdary between
Europo and Asia. Rectus says that the
a8poctsi)f tlio country and peoplo south of
the Manyllsch depression are distinctively
AMatle, nnd ho treats the wholo of Cau-

casia, Including tho lofty Caucasus Moun-

tains, as a part ot Asia. Other writers re-

gard tho whole of Caucasia as belonging to
Europe, whllo tho Russians, under the
leadership of Steklbitsky. huvo llxod upon
a line pasdlug uvor tho tops of Iho Cau-

casus Mountains as the proper boundary
between Europe and Asia from tho Caspian
to the Black Sea.

It may bo said that tho loading German
expeitsagroo with tho Russian vlow, and It
Is noteworthy that, while " DIo Bevolkor-tin- g

tier Enlo" estimates tho at ea ot Europo
In accordance with all throe of thoso hypoth-

eses on to Its touthcastcrn boundary, it
counts all the peoplo living north of tho
Caucasus as European and those lllng
south of the mountains as Asiatic.

This Is a point upon which tho geographies
used in our schools do not agreo; but our
teachers may instruct tholr pupils that tho
Caucasus Mountains aro a pnit of itho
boundary botwoen Europe and Asia with
the nssuranco that the weight of authority
Is lu favor of this statement.

Discriminating Against the Druggists.

Under this provision, if the Hon. James
WrsrciiEsTEit Husted. tho Pcekskill Cin-

cinnati's, should bo walking down Broad-
way upon a hot summer's day, and, blinded
by the glaro from his own unequalled
cranium, should blnk to tho sidewalk and
bo carried thence, amid tho weeping ot a
city, into a drug shop, and. reviving a little,
should cravo a finger of brandy, ho might
pino and tlio If no physician were at hand
to prescribe In mystical hieroglyphics, the
proper amount of tho water of life. AVo

mention Mr. Husted's case because we no-

tice that ho voted agulnst the Exclso bill,
and we have no doubt that this was his
reason. Doubtloss ho may learn to carry a
pliyslciau's prescription In his pocket, but
tlds is an unnecessary formula In Cortland
township, we suppose; and, besides, his
wink Is powerful and persuasive wherever
he Is known.

But, seriously, a provision of this rigidity
would bo not merely an unwarranted dis-

crimination against druggists; it would be
foolish, unnecessary, and against publlo
policy. Tho drug shops of Now York and
Brooklyn are. as everybody knows, tem-
porary hospitals. The injured and those
seized with Illness or falntncss in tho street
aro carried to them, and to foibld the drug-
gists from having any other license than
ono upon tho preeiso terms allowed by the
passago which wo havo quoted is unjust
to the public ns well as to the druggists.

Wo don't care whether this provision In
restraint of druggists arises from a puri-
tanical objection to all uttering of strong
waters or a virtuous dosire upon tho part
of saloon keepers to restrict tho solo of wet
goods to saloons: it ought to bo stricken
out or amended.

Dr. PAitrtnunsT in his dotoetlvo explora-
tions Is tho injury which he inflicted on the
young man, EnviNO, whom he, his pastor

To tub EpiTon or Tn Boh Sin I havo
purposely loft my "Book" to make Itaown
war with tho rending public, and to tako care
of Itself ns well as it may do without defending
any portion ol it as regards the crllleltms
upon Its many Imperfections, for two reasons:
Flint, becausci If the "Book" cannot take euro
of Itself nobody can take care ot it. for It

verification of everylmportnnt fact
with It In the notes and appendlcos. Secondly,
becauso thoro has been no suggestion ot In-
tended or nctun! falsification of nny of iu

statements thus fortified. Indoed. tho
kindliness with which It has boen noticed by
the lending pross of tho country has loft It

In a far greater degree than I could
have hoped.

For nearly tho third of a century I have boen
Personally tho tnrget of a fow Ignorant, Irre-
sponsible, mcrcennry news writers, whoso
malevolence-ha-s oxhaustod the vocabulary of
vituperation to misrepresent nivnelf nnd my
nctlon, which has been poured upon mo, so
unnoticed by mo that some of them have
complained that I seemed to be coverod ns
with a duck's back on which dirty wator mado
no Iraprosston.

Ono writer, however, who has devoted his
criticism ot the "Book" to the task of showing
my ignoranco of the affairs which are dealt
with In it, nnd of tho English tongue. In which
I havo sot thorn forth. I think doservos to have
his motives and his deficiency In knowlodgo of
tho subjects of which ho wrltos oxposod. and
especially of English, which it seems is not his
native tonguo.

" Larry" Oodkln- -I know him by no other
narae-w- ho has taken part In a newspaper
called tho Xation. and also tins somothlng to
do with tho New York JErmfni; liit. published
In those two papers the eanio abusive matter;
and tho fact that It was put In tho latter news-
paper, onco edited by William Cullen Bryant
(what a fait Is there), loaUs mo to ask a fow
linos In Tiie 8u.v In which to deal with him.

Godkln has been writing against mo for
nearly a quarter of a century. Ho has had one

Tho account In the " Book " is as follows:
" Turning again to the Captain of the vessel.I said: 'Captain, what depth of water have weunder us t" ' I don't know.'" Well.' said I. ' got your dlparjead deepseal and come forward with ,me. We eeem tohave struck forward.
"Wo went forward together and met themato. and upon sounding found we were Infourtoen feet ot water. We.ttere on a sandbank which seemed to bo quNb a round bank,just abor; the foremast. The vessel drewelghteeu feet of water."
Godkln 6ays: " We put behind us tho ques-

tion what was tho need of sounding." Ho
evidently doesn't know the answer; but I shall
not deal with all he doesn't know, for the sum
of that is infinite. I will tell him: When a ves-
sel is aground and is to bo got off it is quite as
nocessary to know how IiMe water is under
tho vessel as how murrft. Wo knew we had
less than eighteen feet, but how much less wo
hnd and what was tho formation and character
of tho land under the ship must bo determined
with great accuracy, and can only be deter-
mined by tho use of the dlpsy lead. Godkln
ought to know that Captains ot seagoing
stoamshlps do not shoulder or carry a dlpsy
lead or any othor. The leads aro in charge of
tho first ofTleor. and when neoded by the Cap-
tain aro produced by him. What is known
teehntenllv ns a dePDira. nm IhaI mnn- - i....
dred pou nds weight, sometimes thousands; and
cntlroly impossible to be used by hand. Tho
dipsy lead is ono weighing twenty-fiv- e or
thirty or more pounds, and Is used, dropping
it on tho bottom, to determine tho solidity and
form of the shoal; and by putting tallow upon
the bottom of tho load, for which there Is a re-
ceptacle. It will bring up with It a portion of
tho bottom, and upon examination of it. and
comparison with tbe bottom as shown by the
chart, will aid In determining the position andbearings o( the vossel from tho points of land
in fcight Now, by sounding I dotormlnod thatnt tho bow ot tho ship thore was mora thanelghtcon foot of wator. Coming aft every fow
feet, I found that tho lead did not go down into
tho snnd, showing it to bo compact and tho
action of tho load ehowod that wo woro on a
bank, the rolling side of which was toward the
bow. which bank shelved nff fnvrnr.i v, ..
of tho vossol after wo had passed tho foremast

Now a curious llttlo misprint had occurred
in tho book which will show how little Godkin
know of what ho was criticising. My " Book"
says: "Wo woro on a sand bank which soomod
to mo to be qulto a round bank just above the
foromast"

My "Book " was written from dictation, and
tho stenographer In transcribing road tho word
nbaft above. Abaft the foremast means just alittle toward the storn. This mistake was not
dotcctod by me on hearing tho proof road orby the proofreader, who didn't happen to
know any moro about navigation than doos
Editor Godkln. who himself did not detoct theerror. What did Godkln suppose was meantby a ship boing on the sand adore the fore-ma- st

?

Those soundings detormlaed us, when re-
ported to tho naval onicor who came to our as-
sistance to endenvor to lighten the ehlp and
force hor ahead to got her off the bank, which
wo fortunately did do and were saved.

I submit whether I know what I was doing
or what I was talking about In what I said of
the position of the bottom of my ship.

Let us try Godkln's knowledge upon norialn
other statements of facts In thu " Hook " which
lie orltfcibvs;
