Thedebate showed that the opponents of
a strong naval defence Jdo not understand
the neads of the sountry, Ona of them took
the gronnd that *the greatest bulwark
of American independence {5 in the happy
homes of the people;” yet happloess must
rest on -:-.‘e'.:rlt}'.nnd without an adequate
ravy the lomes on vur sealoard would be
exposiod to destruction. The Kansas Repre-
sentative who suggested this substitute for
a navy should also reflect that even Kansas
homes, a thouzand miles and more from the
ranee of o hostlle fleet, wonld no longer Le
Lappy with the great coast citles lald waste.

Apothier speaker proposed a different bul-
warlk., *“Let us see whethor wa have to
fear England,” heeald. ** Gentlemen speak
about coast defences, about armored ves-
sele; but when frem the hand of the Al-
michty was poured out three thousand miies
of ocearn, there was erooted for us, frve of
cost, to ba maintained forever, the securest
bulwark from Eurepean attack.”™ Surely it
s familiar history that the war of 1512 had
to be fonght with Erngland on this same
stretch of ovean, and that, in spite of the
groat victories gained thore, Lecausa we
kad, for those davs, aline pavy, England
was able to tuke and burn tha verveity in
which this discusslon of homes and seas as
bulwarks has been going va.

It is well known,” said tha Georgia
Representative just quoted, **that these
monster war ships cannut even come acToss
the Atlantic or the Pacifle without the great-
est diffculty.' referring to thelr conl supply.

Heal kililng Pending Arbitratlon,

Wasmrxotox, April 12.—The agrecment 1e-
tween the United States and Great Dritalin for
the rencwal of the existing rmodis ricendi
In Behring Sen, signed in Wasliington yester-
day by Secrstary Rlaina and Sir Julian
Pauncefote, wis ratifled by the Senate in
geeret sesslun this afternoon, and the injune-
tion of s2erecy wns removed. The Senata de-
voted nearly two hours to the consideration of
the agreement behind closad doors. but the
detata was almost perfunctory, for it was o
forvigone conclusion that the agreoment would
be rutified, There was some objection to artl-
ela 5 about the allotment of damagnsto Brit-
{sh sealing vesscls, becausa of interruption to
thelr Lusiness, in the event of the decision of
the artitrators going against the TUhited
Btates, Lut this objection did not assume for
midable proportions, and died away before the
appeals of SenatoraShorman and Morgan and
other membters of the Commitiee on Forelgn
Helations for the ratifieation of the agreement.
