Thers are now thirty-four clties In Now
York. Theeo thicty-four eities, nocording to
tho State census of 1803, contain 9,977,454 In-
babitants, The State outalde of the cities
has a population of only 2,583,708,

This means that of the total papulation of
Now York 60.52 per cent. Is urban and 50.63
por cont, Is rural.

In 1460 thero wore thirteen coitiosin Now
York. Thess thirteen citles contained
1,540, Inhabitants, The total population
of the Stats, acecording to the Federnl
conwus of that wvear, was 5,880,715, The
rural population was 2,800,082,

This menns that {n 1850, of the total popu-
lation of Now York 30.00 por cent. was ur-
ban, while 60.07 per ¢ont, wus rural,

This remarkable  change has eccurred
durlug n period of time covered by the
moemory of nen still young.  In forty-two
yoars the relative proportions of urban and
rurn! Iulibitants have been revorsed.  The
pereontage of people dwelling In clties has
fuercasml from #0993 to 6042, The perecnt-
age of poople living outslde of tho cities
has fallon from 60.07 to 30.69.

To expross the samo great and gignifleant
ohango In o dilferent way, the rural popu-
lation of New York has Incfpased only
201,776, or a little more than a quarter of n
oilllion, during the forty-two years. The
urban populntion during the same period
bas Increascd 2,877,051, or more than two
milllons and a quarter; and tho urban
population alone now excecds the cutire
populntion, both rural and urban, as it
was in 1450, In other words, the urban
growth has beon almost ton times tho rural
growth in the Ewmpire State sioee the
widdle polnt of the contury.

Curious us are tho numerical eolneldonees
of the great reversal to which we call atten-
tion, they are much less important and fm-
prossivo than the genoral Indication of
drift and tendeney, lovolving important
questivus of political control.

Will Not Irishmen Unlte?

1t 1t bo Impossible to bring about betimes
& comploete reunion of the MeCarthylite and
Parnellite factions, is it not possible to ar-
rango a truce which shall at least prevont
a rulnous division of the Irieh Natlonallgt
voto at the coming generanl eloetion? This
18 a question which the friends of Irsland
should ponder in view of certaln ominous
fucts which we now lay before them.

In spite of the groat galng made by the
Gladstonlans in London, the Unlonists are
looking forward with confidence, and even
elation, to the contest for the control of tho
next House of Commons. There has beon
in this respoet an extraordinary change
during the lnst few months in the tone of
their chief apeakers and newspapoer orgens.
It 1s not long since thoir more candid lend-
ers admitted that a home ruyle bill for
Ireland would pass the Lower House of the
next Parllament, and thelr sole hopa was
that the Houso of Lords would throw out
the measurs and compel a second appeal to
the constituencies. To-day they deny the
likelihood of a home rule project's ever
reaching the Upper Chamber; for, althpugh
they eoncede to the Gladstonfans and Na-
tionalists united o majority of the Lower
House, they believe that it will be too small
and too discordant to effect Mr., GrLaD-
BTUNE'S purpose,

Wlhat is the cause of this signal change of
the viow taken by the Unlouists of thelr
political prospecta? There is only one
ecausoe; the rupture of the Irish Nationallst
party and the persistent refusal of the fac-
tional leaders to sutwrdinate thelr personal
ambitions to the welfare of their country.
By this rupture the Unionists expect to
profit in two ways: First, by materially
lessening the number of Nationallst mem-
bers for lreland, and secondly, through the
diffienlty of adjusting any home rule bill to
the divergenot oplulons of different sections
of the (Hadstonians, fortifled as theso will
be in thelr divergence by the conflicting
viows of the Natlonalist factlons, If Ireland
is to oblain a satisfactory home rule meas-
ura, she must spenk with one volee and a
full voice. Thus only can sho lmpoee her
will upon n party of heterogeneous mate-
rlals which It has tuken Mr, GLADSTONE 8ix
years to lift out of wenkness into strength,

The grounds on which tho Unlonists be-
lavo that they can cut down the noumber of
Natlonalists in the pext Parliament are
sufliciently obricus. They have unlimited
command of money, and they mske no
pecrot of their Wnteatlon to contest every
Irish constituency. We have pointed out
before, and we ropeat, that this programme
will impose sovere pocuninry racriflces on
tho frieuds of howe rule. It will compel the
Nutionalist eandidate in every one of the
eighty-five Irlsh constituencles carried in
1844, to pay down the statutory costs before
bis nue ¢an bo placed upon a ballot, Theas
statutory cosets, which do not by any means
represont ull the permissible and necossary
expenges, rapge from $4,300 in boroughs to
3,000 In counties. ‘The burden thus lald
upon Irish Natlonallsts will be, of course,
griovously Incronscd If Nationallst candi-
diles compete agalnst each other for a con-
slderable numboy of seats, To the frittor-
fug of the purty's resources must bo added
the frittering of Its votiog strength. At
prosent o mojority (17) of thoseats nllottod
to the province of Ulster are occupied by
Nationalista; of those sevontonn there are
some lu which & Uplonlst s abso-
Jutoly cortain of eleotion wunless the
Notlonalist voto s to the last man united,
and there are many others in which he
would have a bright prospoct of succeas It
the Nationallst vote were split with an ap-
proach to evonpess hetween two Homeo
Rulers. Thore are sovoral districts In
Leloster of which the samo thing may ba
sald. Thus far we have only Indicated the
mlschievous copsequunces of o disruption
of the Natlonallst forces, although each of
the factions should in good fuith repudinte
suy combination with the Unionist onemy:,
It s certain, however, that the Unloulsts
all over Ireland will try to effoct a scoret
coalition with whichever of the Natlonallst
factions happens to be the weaker lo o par-
ticular constitueney. Buccess In such a
maucsuvre would be shameful, but the true
way to avert the shmme {8 to arrange a
truce between the Nationalist factions on
the fundamental condition that in no single
instance shall McCarthylte and Redmond-
ite candidates be pitted agalnst cach other.
Certain seats may be freely conceded to Mr,
ReoMonp and his followers, while others
are reserved for Mr, MoCanTHY and his
friends. It should be easy for the factional

leaders to arrive at such an agreemeut, un-
legs thelr patriotism is a sham.

1t a soparato Government for Ireland is
not the outcome of the approaching gen-
eral eloction In the United Kingdom, the re-
sponslbllity will largoly rest upon the
friends of Ireland In the United States.
They could have compelled long ago n ro-
unlon of the Natiopallst factions, and If
they shrank for any reason from coerclon
for that purposo, they could at oll events
havo forced the leaders to arranges L0
upon some such terms as we have indivated.
Theycan do it uow; but will they ? That
Is for them to decide, and according to their
decision they will be judged by history.

Chandler on the KElection of
Unpited States Senators.

The nonsense of the proposition to elect
United States Senatora by popular vote was
exhibited last week by the Hon, Winnram
E. CraxNDLER of New Hampshire In one of
the ablest and wittlest spoeches which the
tennto has heard In modern times. Mr.
CHANDLER |8 pretty well known a8 a Hle-
publican of incandescent partisanship; but
on this question wo give him credit for
thoroughly Democratle ideas coucerning
the syatom of goverminent which the au-
thors of the Constitution establisbed more
than ono hundrod years ago, and which the
cranks flourlshing at the tag end of the
nineteenth century are eonstantly trying
to change ioto another and radically dif-
ferent form of government.

Two joint resolutions have been Intro-
duced at the present sesslon proposing a
constitutional amepdment reqguiring that
the eleotion of Seuntors shall be by direct
vote. The first was put in by Mr. MrrcHELL
of Oregon, a Republican, and the second by
Mr. Turrieof Indians, a Democrat. Both
resolutions were referred to the Committes
on Privileges and Elections, nnd again by
that body to a sub-commiftes consisting of
AMr. Mrrcuein, Mr. TURPIE, and Mr. CHA¥D-
Len, Mr. MircHenn and Mr. TurpPIE have
blended their two mensures into a new jolnt
resolution, proposing as the Bixtesnth
Amendment of the Constitution & provision
that Sanatora shnll be elected for six years
by direct vote of the people, the quallfica-
tions for electors to be tha same as for
members of the most numerous branch of
the Btate Legislature, and the power to ap-
polot in case of vacancy resting with the
Governor untll the next Congress election,
Thia resolution Is now before the Benats;
and Mr. CHANDLER, 88 & minority of the
sub-committee ot three, opposes it vigor-
ously in the capital speech to which wa
hove already referred.

His first objection to the change Is that it
will be certain to reeult in the adoption of
a Federal election law; that Is to say, In
the paasage of 8 Force bill. It may sesm
o little strange that Mr. CHANDLES should
use this argument, but It must be remem-
bered that he is addreseing his remsria o
Democratic Banators as well as to Republi-
cana, and that eome of the Democrats
in the Benaie are In quite as much
need a8 thelr Republican collsagues
of fortifiration mgainst this proposed
folly. With polite and dalloste lrony Mr.
CHANDLER procesds to brace up the Democ-
racy of these webbling Democorats. He in-
forms them that the extension of the sys-
tem of populsr elections to the oholoe of
Benutors is sure to lead to the tuking pos-
fusdlon of the Federal elections in the States
by Federal officinls appointed by the Fed-
eral Government, and even to a atill greater
aLworption of powers now resting with the
Swstes, That he {e right about this no clear-
headed person will doubt., His azgument is
as adrolt as it ls Jucid:

*1eall the attention of Senators to the fact that the
swetidinent which b now propossd lmmediately ex-
tends  the Fedaral power over popular slectioas in
the Htatox 1o an extent which tbe Constitution docs not
vow permil.

which ho so disintercstedly opposcs. He Is
also sound In his opinlon that If Senators
of tha United Btates aro to be olected by dl-
reet vote of the people ** wo shall be brought
face to face with the proposition that
the President and Vies-President shall
also be olocted by tho people: and
whonever the President and Vice-Presl-
dent are chosen by popular elections, It
will be entirely poesible for ono State, by
enormously swolling its vote by fraudulent
methods, or by other unfair means not ab-
solutely fraudulent, to wholly omronmg
the exact and honest votes of other States.
What Is the Inevitable result? ** There will
be of nocessity B national election law
which will not only fix the qualifieations of
the clectors of Representatives, Senators,
and Prealdent and Vice-President In the
noveral Btatos, but will also take complete
poaneasion of the electoral machinery therein.
And our Representatives, Benntors, Preal-
dent, and Vice-Prosident will be chosen at
eloctlons ealled by Foderal officials, with
tho voting liste made up by Federal officials,
and with the count and the declaration and
certifleato of election made by thom."

How does this pleturo strile the imagi-
nation of political disciples of THOMAS JEP-
runson? Tho warning to the party charged
by principle and tradition with uncompro-
mising resistance to the encronchmenta of
contrallzation is pot the less valunble be-
cause it comoes from this intensely Republi-
can source, Not s Mr. CHANDLER'S reason-
Ing lesa foreible because his remarks to
Domocrats asleep, whon they ought to be
awake, are Impregnated with subtlo sar-
casm, and full of & humorous appreciation
of the strangeness of his postas s volun-
teer flapper to the slumbering or incom-
petent sentinels of Democeracy.

Thon Mr, Cnaxpren proceeds to point
out that the proposed Sixteenth Amend-
ment would be absolutely the first funda-
mental change In the framework of the
Federal Government during the hundred
years of the Constitution’s existonce. Tho
first ten amendments, simultancously ratl-
fled in the years between 1780 and 1701, were
meroly negative; if they had been annexed
to the Constitution when It was originally
adopted, thoy would not have effected an
lota of change In the form of government,
or in the method of goverument. The
Eloventh Amendment is of the same nega-
tive chovacter. The Twelfth makean slight
change by requiring that the vote for Presi-
dent shall be distinguished from the vote for
Vice-President. The Thirteenth abollshes
slavery. The Fourteenth and Fifteenth,
Ilke the Thirteenth, recognlze the resulta of
the war, but do not change tha framework
of government., The first fundamental
change, as Mr. CHANDLER argues, |s in this
proposed Sixteenth Amendment :

“For a hundred ysars we have gone forward im our
national career, and this Constitution, founded with
the moat consnmmate wisdom with the fathers, has
Leen found suficient to carry this people from their low
estate to the grandeur which they have now reached,
1t has proved a Constitution which was adapted to the
wants of 3,000 000 people, anid is ample for the necessis
tes of 65,000,000 people, yot the Sanators profess to

*“ Never Innovate,” says the New Hamp-
ahire State-rights Republican, quoting
Macavray, " except whon some grievancels
felt: nover innovate except so far as to
get rid of the grievance.” Then he turns
to the Republican and Demoeratic advo-
cates of the Innovation and asks them what
grievance there is, what {njury results from
the preseot constitutional method of elect-
ing Sepators:

Rather than poes tho Sixteenth
Amendment, ag proposed by Mr, MrreEELL
sud Mr. TunPig, he would alm directly at
the plutocrats by suppressing plutocracy,
aud to that end he has drawn up a pro-
posed ameudment *for the prevention of
the excesslve accumulation of wealth by in-
dividuals aud corporations,” as follows ;

The Instructed Delegates.

Up to this day ton States of the forty-four
in the Union have held Democratic Convan-
tions, pamely: Indiana, Kansas, Massn-
chusetts, Minnesota, Nebraska, Now York,
Oregon, Pennsylvania, Rhode Island, and
Wyoming, two of these boing doubtful and
tho rest Ropublican. In threoonly have the
delegates been gent to the Democratic Na-
tional Cony®ntion with instructions to vota
for a particular eandldate, namely : Kausas,
New York. and Rhode Island.

The seven others refused to Instruct for
any ono, although in each tho worshippers
of the Stuffed Prophet followed up thelr con-
fldent predictions of triumph with stronu-
ous efforts to get tho delegates nalled to
his coflin. In Minuesota and Oregon the
old CLEvELAND machine succeeded In got-
ting its candldate endorsed without a
groat display of diflculty. In Massachu-
sctts and Pennsylvania the Claimant's
name wus fuvorably mentioned in the plat-
form after an exhibition of such powerful
opposition that the Mugwumps must have
thought themselves lucky to get anything
oven go perfunctory. In Nebraska and in
Wyonming the realstance to the CLEVELAND
attack wns much more emphatic and de-
cslve. In Indinna, where the CLEVELAND
forces had manaeuvred with desperation
that denoted full understanding that there
wias to come thelr death struggle, they
managed to wrest from the Convention o
philosophical declaration that the groat
Mugwump incubus was the Democraey's
“logical eandidate” on  the iesus of
tariff *reform. The delegation to Chicago
recelved one single instruction: to * pre-
sent the name of Isaac P. Gray" as
a candidate for President. 1In the fore-
destined sltuntion of CLEVELAND'S bolng re-
garded as ** inexpedient.” the delegation are
to vote for the man they are already told to
nominate. Io other words, from all thesoe
geven uninstructing States there will go
delegations, not fapatically commissioned
to etull themselves ngnin with Mugwump-
ery and to anchor their party in the val-
ley of disaster listening to the stertorous
moral maxims of a candidate who would
rather sit on the Demoerncy in defeat
than lend a shoulder to it for victory, but
prepared to deliberate upon the vital prob-
lem of seleoting n leader whom they can
hope to make Presldent.

New York's Free Lectures,

One of the potent educationa! inlluences
pow at work in this town s the system of
free lectures In the public schools. The
second and concluding eourse of these lec-
tures for tha present school year ended on
March 81. According to the report of Dr.,
Hexnz M. Lereziorn, Assistant Buperin-
tendent of Publle Brhools, uuder whose
supervision the lectures are given, they
were far more successful even than they
were last year. The number of auditors
Incrensed from 78,315 to 122,243, The lec-
tures this year were glven lo elght public
schools and in the hall of the Hebrew Insti-
tute, In cach of thesa places there were
thirty-two leetures during the season.

In the subjects chosen Dr, LE1PZIiGER
shuwed a broad comprehension of the necds
of thoss to whom the lecturcs wero ad-
dressed. They included physiology and
hyglene, patural ecience, travel, sud his-
tory, and wore Wlustrated with all the
means which recent lmprovements in the
migle lautern, and in the apparatus for
sclontifie experiments, have placed in the
honds of lecturers on such toples. The
Buperintendent reports that the lectures on
Amaorlean history proved particularly at-
tructive, and he thinks this is an indlication
of the great valuo of the course ln spread-
ing n correct knowledge of the political
prineiples of our country, and in Inculcat-
ing n doep sentimont of patriotism,

The lecturrs on other subjects, howaver,
did not lack attractiveness, and in no
case was there o small audlenoe in attend-
avce. The utmost cogerness to hear every
word of the lecturer was frequently oxhib-
Itod, aud thero was at all times o marked
absence of frivolity and losttention. Under
such circumstancos It would have been sur-
prising If no effoct had been noticed npon
tho general intellectual character of the lo-
callties whero the lectures were given. Dr.
Lerpzioes mankes a significant remark upon
this point. *In the light of the oxpericnce
of the last two years,” he says, I thiuk
Itean safely bo sald that the free lecture
course Is n most valuable part of our odu-
catlonal systom. It has already stlmulutod
much mental aetivity, as 18 shown by the
fact that the clreulation in several of our
free Hbimrios has (ner loso quonee
of these lectures,”

He makes o number of suggestions for
the improvement of the course next year,
aud thers seoma to be every reason for pro-
dicting that the rapid increase lu the popu-
larity aud usefulpess of this pralseworthy
effort to found a people’s university of a
new kind, will coptinue to be manifestod,
perhaps with still greater emphasls, during
the coming year.
