Mr. Froude at Oxford.
Tho appointment of Mr. Jamis AsTnoxr

FnocDU to tho Itoglus Professorship of
Modern History at Oxford, tho chair loft
xaeantby thodoath of Edward Acoustcs
Freeman, at first excited surprise nnd a
good deal ot criticism In certain quarters.
Thoro is, howoter, no reason why a great
university should conilno Itself to ono con
ception of the right method of writing his-

tory, nnd thoro is, on the wholo, a disposi-
tion to npprovo of tho selection mado on tho
ground that Mr. Froude, whatoor may bo
his deficiencies on tho scoro of accuracy, is
ono of the grcatost living masters ot tho
English lnnguago. Even the Saturday He
view, in whoso columns appeared many of
Freeman's sooro attacks upon Froude,
considers that tho author of tho " History
of England from tho Fall of Wolsoy to
tho Defeat of tho Spanish Armada " will be
no unworthy occupant of a chair which In
our tlnio has boon tenanted by Goldwuj
Smith. Bishop Stubbs, an d Freeman. Tho
only rival candldato of weighty claims
among Oxonians was SiMum IUwsav
Gardiner, tho author of tho " History of
England Under tho First Two Stuarts," and
of tho " Great Civil War," but Mr. Gardi-mj- i

Is cloven years younger than Mr.
Fi.oude and thereforo can afford to wait.

Ills predecessors. Freeman, Stubbs, and
GoiiDWiN Smith, were all younger than
Froude, and did not matriculate until he
had graduated. It Is an interesting fact
that neither Froude nor his incxorablo
critic. Freeman, succeeded in obtaining
any higher honors on graduation than a
second class in classics, or tho
' Greats " William Stubbs, on the other
haud, got a first class, and GoldwtnSmith,
who graduated in tho samo year with
Freeman, not only took a first class In
classics, but gained the Hertford and Ire-
land scholarships, together with the Chan-
cellor's prizes for Latin verso and for Latin
and English essas. Mr. Smith wns made
Professor of History In 1858 nnd hoW tho
post till 18C0. Xo lectures dellvored in tho
chair of history at Oxford have attracted so
much attention in tho country at largo as
was paid to thoso of Mr. Smith, and the
distinction gained by their author gave
great weight to his earnest advocacy of the
cause ot tho Union during our civil war.
Ho was succeeded by Bishop, then Mr.,
Stubbs, whose relations with Freeman were
peculiarly intimate, and as Thorold Roo-nnsus-

to say, mutually profitable. One of
ItoaEiis's squibs averred that "ladling but-
ter from alternate tubs, Stubbs butters
Freeman.Freeman butters Stubbs." No one
disputes, however, that tho bread In each
caso was worth buttering. Freeman's turn
enmo in 1881. and he remained Professor of
History at Oxford until his recent unex-
pected death. Mr. Gardiner, who, as wo
ha o said, would naturally bo pressed by
ms inenus lor ino vacant place, held at ono
time tho Professorshlpot Modern History
at King's College, London.

It will bo In tho 75th year of his age that
Mr. FnouDE will return to a university
with which he broko off his connection, ono
can scarcely say voluntarily, moro than
foity years ago. Ho became a Fellow of
Exeter Colloge In 1812. and two years after-
ward was ordained adearonln tho Church
ot England. For somo time ho was an o

member of tho High Clfurch party, of
which his brother, Hurhell Froude, nnd
John Henry New m.n (subsequently Card-
inal were the most conspkuous members
In his "Nomesis of Faith" James Amhony
TROUDr. protested against what ho called
tho Hebrew mjthology of tho Anglican
Chuich, and tlio book was soerely con-
demned by tho unheisity authorities. For
this and othor masons his position at Ox-fo- ul

bcc.imo so unpleas mt that he losigucd
his Fellow ship, demoting himself theneo-fort- h

to literal y labois. Wo may add that,
when tho Cloika-- Disability act was passed!
ho took advantage of it to relinquish the
ofllce of deacon. On tho w hole, he hno hith-
erto had cauf-ot- feel that his ama wiufer
has treated him lll.o n stepmother rathei
than with tiuo maternal fouduess. Yet fo
poworful aio e.tily piedllcetions that hoi
tardy locognttlou ot him will porhapi bo
raoiogiateful than all tho othor proofs of
ndmliatlou wlili.lt luwocomoto him from
the English-speakin- g wot Id.

facts a few must bo known boforo opinion
Is finally mado up and engrossed. It is
pretty well known that In Its supply of cats
the city of Now Yoik is as fur ahead of the
test of tho country as Now Jersey is In its
supply of mad dogs. Theso cats ha o been
observed for somo years, hav o been mado
the subject of numerous Interesting mono-
graphs, and havo crented much opportunity
for bcnovolenco. But In Brooklyn tho cuts
havo not hitherto risen to a sufficient

to bo wrltton about ot oven
thought about.

Tho llrst note ot warning was sounded
somo tlnio ago from the direction of

wlicto it was sold that an army
ot cats had arrived and had quartered

without so muih as by your leave, to
tho great annoyancoot tho public, peace.
And now comes a wall fiom tho Hill to
tho effect that its peaceful doorsteps and
neighborhoods.

After a long nnd
careful investigation it may bo said that
the Hill district Is tho vety head and centre
of the army of cats which has sprung up
in Brooklyn: that Its otfts outnumber tho
cats, of any othr Ilkeaiea; and that they
excel In size. In dating, in wlldncss, and in
all points except lcautv, anv cats known in
theso regions Ftiithor. it Is stfo to add
that a eoit.tlii htieet rilled Cntnbildgo
place, betwei-- Greene and Gates, Is in tho
heart ot the storm, having a rat population
of amazing density

For tho Inclination of those who havo
not the tune to Investigate this subject
exhaustively, it may bo well to say that
tho cats wo tefer to aro not thoso which
make up a pat tot every tegular household.
Thoy aro not tho and well-ke-

animals that aro to bo seen in sunny
corners of window sills, or lazily sleeping
boforo grato Hi es. The cats now in ques-
tion aro the surplus, tho homeless, friend-
less, nameless individuals of the tribe.

Surely In oao short block. In a quiet
street, if anywhere, theso nomad cats ought
to bo studied to advantage Thero aro
many special mvateries of life, death, and
birth in relation to theso cat3 which no man
has boen nblo to explain. And here, where

Ur. Parkhurst's Vicious Defence.
Tho Wo aid says that "If Dr. PARKnuRsT

rati bo effectively squelched, no othor re-

That Is tho very
reason why ho must bo offectually
"squelched." Tho Church nnd tho Chris
tian ministry must bo saved from tho
danger of further dlsgraco by posslblo Imi-

tators of his Ho methods.
It Is to the great credit of tho community

that it was shocked by his proceedings;
but now attempts aro mado to porvert tho
healthful moral senso which was manifested
so emphatically. Tho public aro asked to
oxcuso him on tho ground that his motives
wero not bad; that tho end ho Gouglit Justi-
fied tho means ho used.

Jack tho
lllppor might use it to glorify his horrible
cilmcs ns a righteous method of frighten-
ing women from vice. It it was justifiable
for Dr. Paukiiuust to violato to any extent
tho moral law in order to pro o nnd pruvent
tho corruption of tho police, It would havo
been justiilnblo for him to commit
any nnd all crimes for that purpose.
If because his motives wero good, his con-

duct was righteous In hiring and decoying
depraved and wrotched women to exhibit
their BhamelessuobS to him, ho would havo
been praiseworthy If he had lured tho Po-

lice Commissioners into a dark alley and
assassinated them in pursuance of a pious
end. If any evil may bo done that good
maycomo, of courso all ovll maybe dono
with that end In view.

ns compared with the damago
which would bo wrought by tho general

of this dofenco of Dr. Park-hurst- 's

proceedings as sufficient In tho
forum of morals and religion. Tho moral
sense ot tho public would bo undermined
fatally. Already tho moral princlplo of
many renlly good pooplo has beon twisted
and perverted by such devilish casuistry.
They are excusing tho preacher by saying
that It Is necessary to fight tiro with flro, or
to attack tho dovll with his own weapons of
deceit and falsehood.

By putting forward a dofenco so vicious
Dr. Pabkjiurst has become acorruptor of
tho public conscience, and his evil Influence
is the nioro poworful becauso ho romalns in
a Christian pulpit; and oven somo professed
organs of rollglous truth aro engaged In
efforts to pervert the minds of their readers
foi his bonoflt. They are dolug all thoy can
to destroy tho public capacity to distinguish
botweeu right and wrong.

Even so far as concerns tho particular
form of xico xvlth which Dr. PARKnuRST
dealt on tho principle that tho ond justifies
tho means, tho offcLt of his proceedings
will bo only evil lu satlsfjlng his own
cuiiosity as to It ho has provoked the same
curiosity In many thousands of othor men,
and taught them a hypocritical excusoby
which thoy can nssumo to defendlts gratifi-
cation.
