DEEMING'S TRIAL BEGINS.

RIS LAWTER WITHDRAWD BECAUSE BB
CANNOT QET A CONSINUVANCE

Homicidal Manta, M to Puppesed, will bo Hie
Dannee—Many Wilaetetes on the Siand—
The Trial is Expecied to Uloss Teouday,

Mrrpovawe, April 28.—The Judge of the
Central Criminal Court gave his declsion to-
day on the application for a postponment of
tho oase of F. B. Deeming, the mupdérer. The
Judge declded that the trial must go on.
Thereupon Mr. Lyle, sollicltor for Deeming,
withdrew from ths ‘cass. and Mr. Forlonge.
barrister, took charge of the defence, receiv-
Ing Instructions directly from Doeming. The
Iattor Iooked pale and more hollow-cheeked
than whan placed in prison, but he kept up an
appearance of coclness, and glanesd around,
nlmost with deflance, at the arowd that
thronged the court room. Tho decislon of the
Judge refusing postponement was given upon
hearing the testimony of the official medical
Inspector to the effect that Deeming was sane.

Counsel for the Government recited what
the prosecution expected to prova. He sald
the prisoner was accused of the wilful murder
of his wifs, Emily Mathor Deeming. at 07
Androw street, Windsor, on or about last
Christmas Day, The houso had up to the dis-
eovery of the tragedy been waocant for some
timo. On March 3 & Iady called to see the
ownor, Mr. Btamford. a butcher., with refor-
ence to the house, as she deairsd to rent it
Togethar they went at onee to the hounses, and,
as they wore golng through the rooma the
Indy detected a strong odor and ealled AMr.
Btamford's at'entlon to it. He parsad it off,
but his agent, Mr. Connnp, subsrequently find-
ing It 8o fearful as to Indicate that something
must be wrong, traced the odorto & bedroom
fireplace and ront for the police.

The police began their examination in the
bedroom. removing the slate slab covering
the fireplace. Under it, within a space of
elghtean Inohes in longth by twoand a hall
foet .In breadth, a body, literally buried In
cement. was disclosed to vlew. To onable
thom to secure a view of the foaturesof the
victim it was necessary to use the plok to re-
move the cement, which adhered in concrets
form to every portlon of the body. It was
then sean that the body was that of a woman,
and, as far as could be judged from the decom-
poned and disfigured fentures, it was thought
that the deceasnd poerson was about 35 years
of age, rather under the medium height, and
of slender proportions. The womnan rested on
her lpft slde, her right hand saross her breast,
while the laft hand clasped her throat. The
body was doubled up. From investigations
subsequently made It appearead that the poor
ereature hud been struck behind by some
heavy Instrument, a fearful wound being still
observable, while some Injury. the preclse
character of which could not be understood,
had been Inflicted on Lhe neck. The body had
been bullt in with the brick work. which
had first been taken down and them bullt
up again. In so0 exact and workmanlike
a manner was the whole thing performed that
nope but an expert workman could have ear-
ried out the project. It was notioeable that
in the fireplaces of every room in the houss
lotters and papers had been burned. with
what object could not be conjeotured. In the
fireplace In the front room an empty bottle
was found, and it Is belleved to have econ-
tained a chemical fluld of some sort. In a
ecupboard in the room where the body was un-
earthed a loaf of bread, already stale and
moulded, was discovered.

Tha authorities had mscertalned that the
house was taken by astranger a little while
balore Christmas—a man who has slnoe been
fdentified as the prisoner Deeming. He visit-
od Mr. Btamford and expressed his willingness
to pay the rent in sdvance. This was agreed
to and he took possesplon of the housa
Beveral days later he went to the agent, Mr.
Convop, and said, I won't, take that hounss,
after all, it's overrun with cockroaches. I will
pay you auother weak's rent in advanos, how-
ever, as It Is about due, and you can takes
week's notice.”

Up to this time he had not taken any turni-
ture into the house.

The Government would show that the pris-
oner said to Mr. Btamford, in explanation for
mot furnishing the house: “I am taking the
house really beforo I want It. because I hava
moone to putin it yet. I amawaiting the ar-
rivalof a Indy whois coming here ns my house-
keoper, so 1 shall not fetch my furniture from

Bydney until he comes."” On another ocea-
sion the prisoner told the clerk in the smploy
of the ngent that It wos his sister who wan
going touet as hls housekecpor, Before the
expiration of tho sepcond wovk, for which he
bad pald In slvaneo. he went to the sgent and
paid for fonr weeks more In advarece. He was
emindoed jokinely of the cookroacheas, of which

PRIVATE LONENLGAN'S DEATIL

Saloon Eeeper Taggart and Throe Marines
From the Nuvy Tard Arrested.

Private Willlam Lonergan of the Marine
Corps at the Navy Yard spent Monday night
drinking with some companlons in ThomasJ.
Taggart's snloon at 20 Flushing avenue. Hoon
alter mldnight he was earried unconscious by
two of his [cllow marines tothe guard houss,
whence he was removed to his auarters and
placed on his cot. He died at 3 o'elock on
Tuoésday morniog without rocovering con-

sclousress.

The marine's death resulted, It was sup-
posed, from excesalve drinking, and Dr. Brush,
the corps surgeon, refused to allow Coronsr
Ilooney to take charge of the case, and gpade
out a certificnta gsetting forth that death was
caused by henrt filure suporinduced hr aleo-
hol. __On Wednesdny Commandant Erben of
the Navy Yard overruled Dr. Brush's action
and pleeed the mattor in the hands of Coroner

taoney. _An sutopsy wis hald the same night
by Dr. A. W, Bhepard and diselosed the fact
that Lonergan hnd reccived a sevare fracture
ol tho skull, and that his lips wereout and two
teeth knocked oul, ns if by a bluw, Yosterday
morning Detectives Kiernoyand Noonan made
an investigation, and within n few hours hnd
awrrested Tuggart, the proprietor of the Plush-
ing avenuo siloen., on suspiclon of having
caused the marine’s death. .

It is believed that Taggart. In ﬂentlns Lon-
ergnn from tho saloon, knocked him down,
and that his skull was fractured by the full on
tha sldewnlk. Then. It 1s supposed, Lonergan
wus carried into a back room in the saloon,
wrera he was allowed to remain a few liours
without medical attention, hia e(lannlnnu ap-

arently being willing to second the efforts of
&o Tulonn kovper to keep thoe maiter quiet,
