shout;" Keen hor on hor course ngaln. It's nothing
butn bloody Yankoo whaler 1"

Day after day tho weathor now grow poreoo-- itlbly coolor. Hlowly tho old craft ploughod
along till nt length wo passed tho Cape, mid
on lob. 14 wo wero agreeably surprised to
meet tho burl: Atlantic ngaln. Sho had taken
somo 301) barrels of oil. Wo "unmraod" nil
day. nnd I camo away rlchor by threo pounds
of tobacco.

On fob. 17 wo ran. down between ITog Island
nnd tho Twolvo Apostle, among tho Crozet
Islands, whore a fow years before t tin English
ship Strathmorn was wrecked and forty-on- o

persons. Including ono lady, lived ovor six
months on a bnrren rock, subsisting on crabs
nnd iniissols, when tho whaler Young I'hrcuix.
Capt. Qlflord. of Now Bedford, rescued thom.

While our pooplo nt homo woro oolobrating
Washington's Ilirthday, wo wero cutting In a
hugo whnlo which mado ovor 100 barrels of oil.

I shall not attempt to glvo an account of our
drenry crulso nround Desolation Island, but
at last tho Captain gavo orders to hoad for
Amstordam. one of the St Paul group ln the
Indian Ocean, whoro wo hopod to obtain a
supply of fresh llsh. Aftor a favorable pas-sag- o

wo arrlvod ono morning off a low. rocky
island, where tlio kelp was so thick nround
tha shore that It wat utmost impossible to
foroo a boat through it.

The bark hove to and two boats wero low-- ,
ored, equipped with linos and salt pork for
bait. We oullod within a Bhort dlstanco of tho
shore, nnd then threw over our lines.

Ore.it llsh. llsh. lit li of all colors, camo
tumbling In. and occasionally somo hugoll-i-
would ho hooked which would decamp with
thegoar. In fact we lost about all our linos ln
this way finally, but not until we had loaded
tho two boats to the water's edgo. Thoyw-ii-
a treat to us fiesh. but tho hulk ot them wore
saltod for futuro use, and we rosumed our
long voyago for New Zealand with noth-
ing to chronicle of lntoro?t until April
14, when our third mate, who had
long slneo boon roplacrd by Mr. Perry on ac-
count of his falling health, passed quietly
away, nnd wo burled him at sea. Nothing can
equal tho solemnity ot such an occasion, as
the bell tolls slowly tlio ago of adoparted shlp-mat- o

and thn ImpresBlvo words of the burial
service are choktuuly road by tho Captain.
Although Mr. Blaine had boon a very reserved
man and had no Intimate friends on board. I
Bnw many a bronzed face wet with tears of
sympitbyns the body Miot from tho plunk
into tho blue wavos and was lost to our sight
forover.

Tho morning after the funeral wo had a
glimpse of Australia nnd I rocalled tlio books
of adventure I liad read at school of Bendlgo
mines und Koelor. tho bushranger. Wo did
not hnvo a chanco to soo much of the famous
ibland. us a strong gale prevontod our landing
for wator, as was Intended. Ho wo ran before
the gnlo, and on Ma tl, aftor rounding the
north Island ot Xow Zealand, wo met tho ship
California, Cnpt Brightmnu. Sho left homo
tho Docembcr provlous, nnd sovoral of our
crew found letters nnd bundles of "goodies"
from friends at home. Tho Ilrst mnto bought
a bona fldo banjo from ono ot the orow. and I
was inudo tho happy custodian of tho same

I havo mentioned an old sailor wo shippod
in Kiynl named Petor I.oo, nnd also mado ref-
erence to ills lovo fur spinning yarns. Ho had
an ugly scar on the top of one foot, nnd often
regaled us with a tiirilltng talo of how ho
served ln the cavalry with tho Union forces in
tho war of tho rebellion, and ln a despernto
charge upon tho rebelH was woundod in the
foot by a bayonet, whllo at tho same tlmo ho
cut down tho robel with his sabro. Whon wn
"gnminod" tho California wo found nn old
shlpmato ot his, who assured us that
from 'ill to 'J5 they wero both on a
whalorln tho Pacillo Ocean. This openodour
oyes a little, mid In revenge for bolng so un-
mercifully hiimbuggod I determined to make
It my business to get oven with him. Accord-
ingly 1 lottod down every business or trade ln
which hosald holiad beon engaged, together
with tho number ot yoars ho had devoted to
tho samo. uud ono Sunday, when nothing olio
w.ih available for nmiihomont I confronted
him with tho list, which proved him. by his
own eonfosMon, to be 12. yoars of ago. Ho
novor forcavo mo. but In luturo wo heard no
innro miraculous tales of ndventuro.

week from Auckland with thoiimlls
and what llttlu freight thero may bo. Tim
town proper consists of a dozen or more small
housed, occupied by English spttloM, two
stores, a cliundi. and a achoolhoufce. The
township Ineludos ovor forty squaioinlles.

Tlio lialf-c.vst- o Maoris and
natives bring down the Famous cowry' gum
to tho stores where they exchange it for tho
nociiH-nrl.i- ot lire. Tho gum is shippod by
bteamor to Auckland.

for the Ilrst few days aftor our arrival wo
woro busy carrying water casks ashore, lilting
them nt a llttlo spiingtpwingthom alongs de,
and hoisting them on board. Vo took JOO
barrel In this manner (luring our stay, and
wet. cold work wo found it. 1 should mention
tli.it the Captain hnd sont to Auckland for our
letters, directed thoro by his advice.

Wo now had plenty of frosh boot overy day.
and. what pleased me tho most, wo found nn
aoundance of sranll uunhogs. which tlio
native call "pipplos." Jlvery evening alter
work wasllnlshetl the crows of t liu two bIiIiih

Mted freely, and tlio hills echoed to the
chorus of our rollicking sailor songs.

Alter wn had been hero a wool; the Pteawar, ,,

Ionn arrived with ourtletteis, and allrtworW
'Wb UHpeadoi:fr,it6at day. .i had sfvoral
from relatives anajrionds. and an abundance
of Boston papors. which I road and re-

read until I almost know thom by heart. After
1 had read mylctters tho Ilrst time I had an
oppoitunityof watching thoroit u little, and
It wn a sight nover to bo forgottnn. homo hail
rocelM'd pictures of relatives and friends, and
mi ii wo wero all telling each other iilmut our
news, eompurlnj; pictures nnd boasting or
the iimount of mall wo hnd received. J
neglected to btnto that when, wo wero r.t
1 ayal .some of u hnd received lottors, nnd
i no'Iceil that ono lino looUIng young man
li lined Henry North, a native of Trlnco

Island, received no mnll whatuvor. I
asked lim the cause, and he confessed Ills
lainlly wero in Ignorance of his wheieabout.
as liu had left homo tlimo years boforo and
never written to them, I was no saint, but I
told him in my rough way that ln common

A 11UK ARUOItE.

For ft few days after our mall arrlvod wo
woro kept busy painting tho ship, but when
wo had finished wo woro allowod somo liberty,
ench watch going nshoro on nlternato days.
Of eourso thero was the usual rush for the llt-
tlo publlohouso. and as thu California's men
wo io givon llboity at tho same tlmo a large
mnjoritv of tho men woro Boon drunk nnd
noisy. o woro each allowod six English
lings to spend ns our tastes might Incline us,
und. with two ntheis, 1 paid the landlord four
Bhlllings ot mlno to get us up tho best din-- inor tho house alTorucd, nnd wo dined ln
royal stylo on wild game, including Pheasant,
equnbs. rabbit, and duck, nnd topped oft with
n good cigar, nn antlnuntcd copy ot tho Lomim
J'linch, and nbottlo or oxocrablo claret. Tliore
was a piano also available, and I mado out to
bnnc out an accompaniment to the dollghtot
tho host und his family. Toward night wo
hoard a terrible war of words ln front ot tho
house, and upon rushing out to ascertain tbu
cause we foundovoryonohaltnrwholly drunk,
and It appeared that ono ot tho crew ot tint
California hnd struck Peter Loo. whuroupon
an athlotlo half caste, who stood near by,
marched up to the aggressor shouting:
"ou aro n coward to striko thnt old man.

Come out hero on tho green and strike met"
A ring was quickly formed, nnd whon I saw

the Maori square himself for buttlo 1 know tho
sailor bad no chance, but as ho was a quarrol-som- o

man I folt rather glad than othorwlso.
Tlio sailor, whoso name was Maonn. rushed

furiously at tho Maori, but no sooner was ho
within reaching distance than a straight er

sent him to tho earth.
Three tlmos this was ropeatod. until, mad-- 1

donod by thescloneo he could not combat tho
sailor ran forward with his hoad down, nnd.
unmindful or a stinging upporcut succoodod
ln oloslng with his opponent. Tho strugglo
nowbecamo more ovon. and how It would liavo
termlnntod is uncortnln. but nt that Instant
tho burly constable put ln nn appoarancn and
arrested tho Maori lor picking a quarrel with
the sailors, whllo the othor participant was
not molestod. Wo woro evidently expected to
fight and got drunk and must not be Inter-
fered with. So tho Maori paid Alteon shillings
for espousing Peter's oiiuwo. and tho latter
carried a black ovo for a weok, no or falling to
remark that it he had been sober he could
have tlmfhed a dozen like his ussnilant

lla Ing despatched our lottors by the btcamr
and llnlslied repairing ship and taking water,
we loft Mongonui June '2 nnd made u straight
course for French Bock, which wo ronchod in
threo days. From thonco we proceeded to
hunday Island, whoro wo met the whaling bark
Alaska of Now Bedford, and I found a towns-
man of mlno In the cooper, and enjoyed a
pleasant chat of homo and mutual acquaint-
ances.

The alorlous Fourth was much Hko other
days, except that somo onu htjlo a piece of
tobacco which the Captain had e.rul03slvleft
nn dock, nnd wo woro informed that until tho
thiol was found, our allowance of tobacco
would bo stoppod. It is needloss to say ho
Was soon produced.

Wo cruised without seeing flns or flukes"
until at last the old roan bocamo disgusted,
not having taken a whalo for five month, and
we shaped our courso Inr tho Friendlv Islands,
whoio we intended to obtain fresh provisions
nnd fruit Tho weather grow warmer as wo
gradually ran down toward tho equator, nnd I
turned myself Into ship's barber and trimmed
the hair ot most ot thu white nion, for which I
received a stipulated amount of tobacco.

On Aug. 29, ono year from homo, wo raised
an enormous school of whnles, and ulthougn
threo boats had excellent chances to striko,
tho boat bteorers missed lnvailably. and wo
saw tho whale disappear to tho windward,
leaving us Oct. II, nearly eight
months since wo had "greased our irons." wo
killed six small whalos which yielded usnbout
150 barrels, und wo bugau to take courage
onco more.

Again our courso was changed, and now tho
report was we wero bound for tho Chatham
Islands ln lot 48" south, and about GOO miles
southoast ot Now Zealand.

In a fow days the weather grow coolor and
wo began to boo numbers ot albatross, or
"goneys." as tho whalor calls thom. Wo
caught one with a hook and lino, but ho be-
came seasick in a few minutes nnd wo set him
ntliborty again. Ho measured over ton feet
from tip to tip. and was unablo to riso from tho
ship's deck. Soa sailor seized the tip ot each
wing, and, with a 'one, two, three," swung
him up over the bulwarks Into the wind, when
ho ut onco regained control of his movement
and sailed majestically away to toll, perhaps,
ot his miraculous escape, which was owing to
tho Captain's superstition or

i never know which
A favorite amusoment with us was to tlo a

piece of pork to either end of a fnthom of
manlla ropo yarn and throw It among a flock
ot theso monstrous birds. In nn Instant ench
piece was swallowed by different birds und
they would attempt to fly away. Of courso
tholr flight was suddenly arrested, and either
ono or tho other would Involuntarily disgorge
his share, which would bo almost Instantly
swallowed by nnothor ravenous "troney."nna
the pioees of pork would bo swnllowod and
rosurrected many times boforo tho rope yarn
Anally broke und allowed tho lucky possessors
of the pork at that particular instant to retain
tho choico morsel.

In Novenihor wo ngaln had nn opportunity
of striking a largo whale, but tho mate's boat
stoerer mlssod with both irons and a gonernl
gloom settled ovor all hands at our continued
HI luck. As for tlio mato himself. I will not
sully my pages with tho profanity In which ho
Indulged, but he wound up by shaking Ills list
undor tho poor fellow's noso anil saying:

"Look hore. you clumsy lubbor. If 1 had nn
old grandmother. f0 years old. thai couldn't
throw an lion hcttor'n you. I'd tlo her hooK to
her head and drop her ovor tho storn and be
d to you I"

Tho samu ill fortune nttonded us until at
last wo started for tho land, aud on tho Ilrstday of January. 187K wo dropped anchor atBig Chatham Island, a lnrge. dreary-lookin- g

plneo. with no harbor or decent land-
ing, and began foiling trees for fuel. The
wwd was of a hard, yellow kind of which I
could notascortaln tho name. Wo cut thu fail-o- n

troes into coul-woo- d lengths and ptlodiUo

THE LOST LEGION.

The Story of a Raid in India.

When tho Indian mutiny broke out nnd a
llttlo tlmo boforo tha stogo of Delhi, a regiment
of nativo Irregular horso was stationed at
Poshawur. on tho frontlor ot India. That
roglmont caught what John Lawronco callod
at tho tlmo "tho provalont mania," and would
havo thrown ln its lot with tho mutlnoors had
it boon allowod to do bo. Tho chance nover
enme. for as tho reglmont swept oft down
south it was hoadod off by a romnant ot nn
English oorps into tho hills ot Afghanistan,
and thoro tho nowly conquorod trlbosmon
turnod against It as wolves turn against
buck. It was hunted for the sake ot its
arms and accoutrements from hill to hill,
from ravine to ravlno, up and down tlio
dried bods of rivers, and round tho ehoul-dor- s

of bluffs, till it disappeared as water
sinks ln tho Band this ofllcorless rebel rogt-mo-

Tho only trncoleftof Its oxlstonce to-

day is a nomlnnl roll drawn up in neat round
hand nnd countersigned bv an officer who
called himself "Adjutant, Into Irregular
Cavalry," Tho papor is yellow with yoars and
dirt but on tho back of It you can still road a
pencil note by John Lawronco to this effect:
" Sco that tho two natlvoofllcors who remained
loyal aro not doprlvod of tholr estates. J. L."
Ot 050 eabros only two stood tlio strain, nnd
John Lawronco. in tho midst of all tho agony ot
tho Ilrst months of tho mutiny, found time to
think about tholr merits.

That was moro than thirty-si- x years ago,
and tho trlbosmon across the Afghan bordor
who holped to annlhllnto tho roglment nro
now old men. Sometlmo a grnybcnrd speaks
of his share in tho massacre. "Thoy camo,"
ho will fay. "across tho bordor very proud,
oalllng upon us to rlso and kill tho Engllfli
and go down to tho sack ot Dclht. But we. who
had just boon conquorod by tho same English,
knew that they woro ovorbold. and that tho
Government could account oasily for those
down-countr- y doss. This Illndustaul regi-
ment thorofore, wo treatod with fair words,
and kept standing In ono placo till tho rodcoats
camo nftor them vory hot nnd angry. Then
this regiment ran forward a llttlo moro
into our Hills to avoid tho wrath ot tho
English, and wo lay upon their flanks watch-
ing from tho sides ot tho hills till wo wero woll
assured that their path was lost bohlnd them.
Thon wo camo down, for wo dostrod tholr
clothes, and tholr bridles, nnd tholr rlflos. nnd
their boots moro especially their boots. That
was a groat killing dono slowly." Horo tho
old man will rub his noso. aud shako his long
snaky locks, nnd lick his bearded lips, and grin
till tho yellow tooth stumps show. " Yen. wo
killed thom because wo noodod their gear, and
we knew thnt tholr lives had boon forfeitod
to God on account ot tholr sin tho sin
ot troachery to the salt whfoh thoy had
caton. They rode up and down the valleys,
stumbling and rocking ln tholr Eaddlos and
howling for morcy. We drovo thom slowly
llko cattlo till they woro all assembled ln ono
place, tho flat wide valley of Sheor Hot Many
hnd dlod from want ot wator. but thoro still
wore many loft and they could not mako any
stand. Wo went among thom. pulling thom
down with our bands two at a time, and our
boys klllod thom who wore new to the sword.
My share ot tho plunder was Buoh and such
so many guns and so many saddles. The guns
wore good ln those days. Now wo steal tho
Government rlflos and despise smooth bar-
rels. Yo, boyond doubt wo wiped that reg-
iment from off tho faco of tho earth, and ovon
tho moinory of tho dood is now dying. But

At this point the tale would stop abruptly

and It was Impossible to And out what nion
said across tho bordor. Tho Afghans woro al-

ways a secretive race, and vastly proforrcd
doing something wicked to saying anything at
all. They would bo quiot and for
months, till ono night, without word or warn-
ing, they would rush a police post, cut tho
throats of a constable or two, dash through a
village, carry away throo or four women, and
withdraw In tho rod glaro of burning thatch,
driving the cattlo and goats boforo them to
tholr own dosolato hills. Tho Indian Govern-
ment would become almost toarful ou these
occasions. First it would say. "Pioaso bo good
and wo'll forglvo you." Tho tribo ooncornod in
tho latest dpredat!ons would collectively put
Its thumb to its noso nnd answer rudely.
