Fiain Lasgwage, and the Jury, of Course,
Findo the Andren Woman Sulliy.

A member of the family of John Langdon
Erving, the young roan whoss health has
broken down under the strain of visiting dis-
ordorly houses with the Rev. Dr. Parkhurst
and telling In open court what he saw and dld
in tha housen, was at the District Attorney's
oflleo eatly yesterdny morning. and told Mr.
Melntyre that Mr. Erving was In s state bor-
daring upon ecollapss, and that both his
phyaical and mental safety depended upon hia
rotiroment from the ordeal Into which hia
friendship for Dr. Parkhurst had forced him.
Farly in the morning he had been taken to
Iiye, whera his parents aro. His mind wna
very much disturbed, and fears were entor-
talned that ho would mot recover completo
mental balanea. These reports croated areat
sympathy for him {n the erowdod court room
yosterday when Marie Andrea's trial was ro-
sumed: and the Rov. Dr. Parkhurat, whon he
appeared as the first witness of the day, was
gazod at with more than eustomary Interest.

Mr. Frving's case was tho subject of officlal
notlea whon tho evidencs wns all in. He
was to have nppeared and concluded hin eross-
examination. but did not come, 3Mr. Molntyre
annnunced that he was sick., Mr. Brooke then
moved that the young man's tostimony of the
dny before bo stricken out on the ground that
thon dofonee had not completed ita cross-ex-
umination. Judge Fitzgorald sald that he
wishad to be informed further ns to Mr.
