wasnrsaron, May 12-The House to-day
sontinued the econslderation of the Bundry
Civil Appropriation bill In Committes of the
Whole. When tho proviso (added to the light-
house section by the Committes on Appropria-
tions) which provides thatall articles imported
for the use of that establishmont ahall be ad-
mitted free of duty was reached, Mr. Burrows
(Rep., Mich.) moved to strike It out, onthe
ground that It was not germnane to the subject
matter of the bill, having relation to the rev-
snues of the Government, a subject of which
the Committes on Appropriations has no juris-
dietion. It waa, it seamed to him, an effort to
rovise the tariff law on appropriation billa

Mr. Holman (Dem., Ind.\ Chairman of the
eommittee,defonded the provisoonthe ground
that it would reducs expenditures. inasmuch
as certaln articles used by the lighthouss es-
tablishment can be purchased only in France,
and It the dutyis mot remitted the United
Btates murt pay 45 per eent. additional there-
for. DPriorto the passage of the McKinley law,
¥Mr. lolman sald, the tariff act containeda
general provision for the free Importation of
all articles used by the Government. and this
simp!y refinacted that provision for the benafit
of tho lighthouse service. He quoted from the
Fortifications bill of last year to show that it
contalned a provision authorizing free impor-
tation of material to be used for fortifications.

Mr. Burrows argued that, aside from the fact
that the proviso was not germane it did not
raduco expenditures in the manner prescribed.
5o us to bring It within the rule. and It also
changed existing law. To make the proviso
ecome within the rule, he sald, the Chairman
must role that the removal ot duties Imposed
by the Tarlff act on a number of articles In gor-
mauo to tha Bundry Civil bilL

Mr. Breckenridge (Dam., Ky.), sald the pro-
viso was gormane. It did not change existing
Jaw, and did reduce expenditures. It waa
praetically an appropriation of the amount of
the duty to the amount appropriated in gross
for the articles.

Mr. Burrows insisted that if this proviso is
nllowed to stand, tho way Is open by amend-«
meonts to appropriation bills for an entire re-
vislon of the tarif.

Chalrman Lester ruled that the prdviso was
repugnant to the rules of the House upon all
three pointa raised against [t—that it was not
germana, that it chunged existing law, and did
not reduce expenditures as required by tho
rule inorder to admit it The polnt of order
was thereforo sustuined.

Mr. Breekenridge sald he would not appeal
from the declsion of the Chalr, but desired to
Inform the committes that LI the proviso were
omitted, the amount carrled by the item
($370,000) would not be sufMaient for the pur-
poses of the lighthouss establishment.

Mr. Reed (Rep., Me.) moved to inocrease the
sopropriation from $370,000 to $408,000. the
amount that would be reqnired to meet the
demands of the establishment. He urged the
House to support the recommendation of
the Appropriation Committss, sanstioned by
the Chairman thereol.
