Murphy dlod nt her home, on West 3Ialn
stroor, on last Wednesday, and in nccord with
lior dying request nor children appointed her
funeral for Saturday nlternoon. Mrs. Jlurphy
was a well known and esteemed resldont. and
had peculiar views, one of which was an In-

tense desire to bo buriod in tlio afternoon, al-

though it is ono of the strict rules of tho Cath-
olic Church here that all burials must bo mndo
In tho forenoon. Ono of hor sons, William II.
Jlurphy, undertook to carry out his moth-
er's wishes, and trouble came nt once.
There was a spirited mooting between him
and the licv. Father Konnedy. pastor of tho
Itomnn Catholic Church In Norwich. Father
Kennedy declined to permit tho romalns of
Mrs. Jlurphy to bo burled In tho nfternoon, ex-
cept on a certain condition, to which Jlr.Jlurphy was unwilling to conform. Then cume
a conflict of authorltv between tho latter and
Father Konnedy. Jlr. Jlurphy engaged two
laborers on Filday to dig his mother' grave In
her lot In tho cemet-ry- , and thoy had noarly
completed It. when Deputy (sheriff Jacob Ji.
lingers and Coustablo Gardner, netlng accord-
ing to Father Kennedy's unlets, ilrovo thogiavedlggers nway, took possession ot thocemetery and locked the cemetery gates.
Then other laborers for the church shoeJlud
the oaith hack Into the grave.

Mr. Jlurphy then engaged State Senntor and
Attorney Chillies F. i hayer to take charge of
the interment. "I will meet tho funeral pro-
cession." said Jlr. Thayer, "nt the cemetoiygates at 2 o'clock on Saturday nfternoon."

It had been another wish of Mrs. Jlurphy thatshe should be hurled in the same grave with
her husband, who died many years itgo, and
thu Church also forbade that undertaking, for
tho reason, it is claimed, that to permit It
would bo to violate a law which requires thatevery body shall be buried six feet the
surface of the ground. To meet this emer-
gency, Jlr. Thayer obtained a disinterment
permit from tho town, empowering him to dls.Inter Jlr. Jlurphy's temulns. his legal theory
being that the remains were no longer a body,
but oust. Ills Intention was. after dlslntering
the dust, to bury both husband und wifo In the
some grnvi.

At 2 o'clck yosterday afternoon tho lone
funeral train with Mrs. Jlurphy's body woundup to tho cemetery gates, which were loekod
and In chargo ol tho Sheriff and constable,
llui pall bearers took the coflln through an
entranco for pedestrians that is never closed
and boro it to tho family vault Thoso in at-
tendance wore astounded when they found
that the crae had been refilled. Thoro was
no clergyman to olllelato. though one of tho
curates of the church In company with the
ofllcers watched tho proceeding from a short
distance. Jlr. Jlurphy promptly called on his
griiNcdlggcrs to reopen tho grave. Thoy de-
clined tu dlrobcy the mandate of the Church,
whe-eupo- n stalwart nail bearer! Jlr.

who wore n mourning baud on his
arm. took u shovel, strode to tho grave, and
be'an to dig. Then ono of the dend
woman s son, with another spndo. went to his
aid. and for nn hour and a half they digged,
while the large company of mourners stood
and watched thorn. Tho crnvo was exca-
vated to a depth of six foct. but was dug In a
slanting direction nnd to tho foot of her 's

resting place. Then Jlrs. Jlurphy's
body was lowered Into it, There was no in-
terference. Alter the reinnlns had been de-
posited In thn grave William II. Jlurphy gavo
a signal and nil fell on their knees nnd prayed
silently for Ave minutes, after which the pro-
cession loll thn grounds. Senator Thayer was
piesent prenarea for action In ease of trouble.

1 saw him talking with n young l.idvou
Saturday noon, and aftor she had left I asked
him whosho was. ' Ah! that's Jliss Fr.t.' ho
said. ' She came to toll me that she was ready
to turn over tho $10,000 to mo. She give mo
this for pocket money.' and he pulled out nroll
of bills. We oountea them together and theio
wns just $100. I enn't understand what's come
ovorStnrkey of late. He doesn't net thn s,imn
as he used to nnd is constantly contradicting
himself.

'Ibis lump has
five rull-s- o llizures representing imgels hold-
ing nloft globes or v.iriooloied glass, while
Horn tot, coronal of tho lamp hangs a silver
doss studded with npnleseeiir gins.

The cither feature is an Innovation In uliuich
fiirnl-liiiig- s. The familiar e.iglo lectern is
supplanted hvtho ltill-si- e llguru of nn nngel
in limn?,', with arms uplifted supporting n
desk plate. This serves tlio double puiposo
of rending desk and pulpit When It Is used
as a pulpit a poitable structuto. consisting of
