Tho
great projectiles, weighing about a quarter
of a ton each, had not boon ablo to crack tho
plato. They wcro thrown completely back,
onn of them being broken up.

A projcctllo of Aniorlcnn manufacture also
won n ttlumph In tho trial. In Commodoro
Fomikr's lust report It was said that "a
dcllnito progress In Improvements in tho
quality of tho projectiles received undor tho
contract with tho Carpontcr Stool Company
has boon distinctly apparent slnco tho
commencement of deliveries, nud It
Is gratifying to bo ablo to uoto that
this Is duo to tho suggestions of tho
contractors t hem selves, who havo in a ninas-ur- o

abandoned tho formula furnished by
tho fotelgn firm from which tho Flrmlny
methods wcro originally purchased." It Is

said that in tho trial of Saturday two of tho
shells wero Imported from Finril of Shof-llcl-d.

whllo tho third was an American shell
rnado by tho samo process; nnd that tho
American projcctllo roboundod intact,
whereas ono of tho Imported sholls was
brokon up. Thus tho trial further showed
that satisfactory armor-plorcln- g projoctlles
can bo made In this country.

As for the armor, it is not exaggeration
to say that that of which a samplo was
tested on Saturday. Is by far tho best lot of
plates over nrcoptcd lu any country. Tho
trial, accordingly, affords n furthor demon-
stration of tho fact that our navy is making
tiio best ship armor In tho world.

An Outrageous Proposition.
Tho courso of Commissioner Lummis In

oppobing In tho Bonrd of Education tho
outrageous project for tho erection of a
new and costly building for tho college in
Lexington avenuo shows that ho Is a faith-
ful servant of tho peoplo. When a reso-
lution looking to that end was introduced
Into tho Board a tow days ago ho refused
to lend nny old to a schomo for throwing
away millions of tho publio monoy for tho
erection of a spacious building for an insti-
tution from which loss than a hundred pu-

pils would bo graduated annually. Ills
protest was unavailing, however, and tho
resolution for tho preparation of a bill au-

thorizing tho expenditure was passed.
Tho proper resolution to havo passed

would havo been ono directing that a bill
bo drafted abolishing altogether this uso-lo-ss

oxcreseenco upon our publio school
system. Tho concern is of no bono-l- lt

to anybody except its corps of
profossors. Every Btudent grnduatod
from It could havo secured a better educa-
tion elsowhere, whethor ho had tho monoy
to pay for it or not. Not a single young
man In Now York who is fitted for a collogl-at- e

courso. and can spare tho time for
It. would bo shut out from its pursuit if tho
building of this Lexington avenuo institu-
tion wero torn down and its educational
machinery destroyed utterly nnd finally,

Columbia College, for instanse, has now
purchased an Incomparable site, to which In
a fow years It will romovo its educational
plant, whero it can cnlargo and extend
greatly both Its collegiate and university
facilities. It will havo room for tho
accommodation of evory young man
throughout this metropolitan district
who desires to follow a collegiate courso
without going to a distance With a vast
and constantly increasing endowment, it
will always havo at Its command the means
to furnish its students with tho bost facili-

ties for education obtainable at tho period.
It aspires to glvo them ovory advantages for
general and special study afforded by tho
greatest universities of the world. A
young man can outer into Its academic
department and continue under its benef-
icent direction and tuition until ho has
been usherod into a professional caroor as
a doctor, a lawyer, an engineer, an archi-
tect, an oloctiiclnn, a man of letters, a
scholar, a teacher, a man of science, a
studious and original investigator. Etery
assistance and all tho Implements and ap-
pliances ho neods as ho proceeds on his way,
will bo provided for him.

Evory studont. moreover, gets and will
get this as uu almost free gift. If ho pays
his tuition foes, ho will pay only a small
part of tho actual cost of his education to
tho college to say nothing of tho Interest
of tho vast Investment in tho educational
plant. Ho can pay for tho Instruction with
his gratltudo only, howovor rich ho
may bo, for flvo Mines tho fees ob-
tained from Its students would not
provide sufficient financial support for such
a university ns Columbia.. A great ty

is essentially a philanthropic insti-
tution. Its efforts and aims are altruistic
and not at all selfish. It Is run to spond
monoy for tho general bonoflt. and not to
luako monoy.

To pretend, theroforo, that tho ono-hors- o

school In Lexington avenuo Is peculiarly
and distinctively tho froo collego of tho city
is absurd. All collego education Is of tho
nature of a gratuity. Its eobt to tho stu-
dents Is chiefly In tho tlmo which thoy must
expend upon it, and tho support which thoy
must have meanwhile. Hence very fow of
tho boys who enter tho Lexington avenuo
institution can nfTord to ronialn tbiough
tho flvo years of Its courso.

If tho city is to bo taxed for tho col-
legiate Instruction of boys, tho most ex-
travagant way of expending tho monoy is
on such a concern. For a small part of tho
6um Columbia Collego would recelvo all tho
students tho City Collego can graduate.
Tho cost of founding what is called a schol-
arship in Columbia Is $.000, The paymentof
thut sum entitles tho founder to " huve al-

ways ono studont educated In tho collego
free of all charges fur tuition." Tho annual
cxpendliuio upon tlio Lcxingioii nvouuo
institution is nbout $1M,000. Accordingly,
tho cost of keeping It up forahlnglo yoar

ould provldo for tho free education of
60venty-flv- o studonts lu Columbia Collogo
for all time. Doubtless tho city could
mnko ovon bettor tonus with tho trus-
tees of Columbia, oud, without any
doubt at nil, tho young men would
got n far better oducatlon than thoy
now recelvo. Thoso publio scholarships
could lio niado prizes for which pupils in tlio
grammar schools would contend; and win-
ning such a prize would confer distinction
on a youth. Instead of loading him with an
uncomfortablo sonso of obligation. Their
numbor could also bo Incroosed it tho dcslro
and tho worthiness for moro woro mani-
fested. As compared with tho cost of kcop-In- g

up tho LoNlugton avonuo collego, tho
outlny would bo inslgullleant. Tho monoy
would bo paid once for ull tlmo, and It would
lo uo more thun a single yoar'8 expendi-
ture on an inferior institution.

structed delegation for Hill Is an over-

whelming indication of tho nomination
and election of Issh's Defeated.

Ono argument lu support of this paradox
is said to bo tho fact that whon Tildes was
nominated lu 1870 tho Tammany delegation
protested vigorously. Thoy proseutod also

"a manifesto slgnod by prominent Demo-

crats from all parts of tho State certifying
to tho Impossibility of his election;" yot
Mr. Tilden was chosen, and ho carried Now
York. In 1880, wo aro told, thoro was
"perfect harmony" In tho Now York
delegation, and Hancock was " nominated
without u protest." yot ho was defeated.
In 188. again, Tammany fought from tho
start against tho final cholco ot tho Conven-

tion, but Cleveland was nominated, and
tho cold record shows that ho pulled
through. In 1888 thoro was harmony for
tho groat Mugwump, and ho foil.

Let us put tho simple record of thoso four
Conventions by tho sldo of tho assertions
with which this Mugwump agent under
takes to pro6clyto tho Ignorant into v. lp

of their Idol.
Mr. Waiineh's statement regarding1 tho

Convontlon of 1881 Is sqtiaroly and unquali-
fiedly tho opposite of tho truth. In 18S0,

instead of being for Hancock tho Now York
delegation, who first cast a ballot forllENltv
B. Payne of Ohio, after omorglng from
its uncertainty with refcronco to Mr. Til-den- 's

candidacy advanced to tho front with
tho namo of tho other great loador of tho
Democracy, Samuel Jackson Randall, and
Judge Peckhaji formally mado that nomi-

nation. Such was tho situation which this
dovotco of tho Claimant, feeling llko hint
emancipated from all thousual obligations to
accurcy, describes as perfectly harmonious
for Hanxock. Tho lattor's nomination was
folly and his cause was hopoless; whereas
there was no combination of political cir-

cumstances concolvablo that could havo
prevented tho election of Randall. Ra-
ndall had behind him tho full and enthusias-
tic strength of his party, tho prestlgo of
peerless leadership and of lifelong alliance
with tho statesman whoso election four
years earlier had to bo vindicated.

But perhaps, after all. MrWARNEn's effort

to build a Cleveland boom, undor tho
present circumstances, upon tho attitude
of Tammany Hall In 1876 and 1834 is as
astounding In Its practical mendacity as is
his troatmont of tho Convention of 1880. In
1876 the New York State delegation was for
Trv.nRV nnd In 1R84 It was for Cleveland.
Tho delegates from Now York city on both
occasions wero a faction, unablo to con-

trol tho representation of tho State In 1876

tho " manifesto signed by prominent Demo-
crats " opposing Mr. Ttlden'h nomination,
was far moro threatening In its character
than any possiblo result of tho Cleveland
bolters' opposition to Hill. Y'ot tho wish
of tho Emplro State delegation was re-

spected fully by tho delegates of other
States, and tholr candidate accepted, and

this Is something for chronic Mugwump
slanderers to digest tho forces of Tain-mad- y

woro both times turned unflinchingly

Very largo are tho sums of money
that our citizens havo contributed for
tho eroctlon of thoso works during the
past quarter of a contury. fiuroly it is
finer for a man to be thus honorod
through popular generosity, at the prompting
ot gratitude undur tho appreciation ot

than by means of an appropriation
from tho Treasury. Buroly the city thnt is
adorned with Images thus paid for will bo
prouder ot thoro tlmn if they hod been oroctod
by tho legislation of Congress.

Let us, thon, always resort to this method of
obtaining tho moans of sotting up memorials
ot tho men who may have morlted I horn. Lot
tho peoplo ot all tha fitatos of tho Union adopt
tho earn 0 method. And lot Congress positively
refuse to appropriate any part of tho millions
of dollars required by tho many bills before it
for tho erection ot monuments aud statues
and such things.

Some mcdlclnos that wero onco considered
quacklshby tlio profession, now Mand well iu
tho regular books, and many pinctltlonerB
