street enjoys tho distinction of being the only
stroot In tho thousand streets In Now Yoik
nnd Itrooklyn where it is not absolutely safe
foi man to go day or night and unnrmod. It is
a llttlo stroot loss than a half a doren blocks
long, hut with concentrated cussednesdonough
to mako it worthy of a place in the tough end
of Chicago. Tho gnng that hangs out thero Is
worse than tho Whyo gang that flourished in
New York. Jt is mado up of crooks of every
character and of thugs. They don't stop at
anything. Crimes of violence are their spec-
iality.

Tho
people of tho borough swallow lends ot Illicit
rum dnlly. nnd whon a citizen remarks to n
friend thnt Mr. Is " loaded." ho doen
notmonnthathoisdrunk.butthatheisnnortof
portablo bnrroom. who will yield rum in al-
most nny quautity to topers and others known
to bo discroot. A good deal moro tough rum
is sold hy bold lawbreakers "out of a holoin
thownll." The Illicit doalors buy tholr wares
In neighboring liconse towns, smiigglo them
Into Willlmantic undor cover of night, nnd
thou secrete thorn In odd places about their
Imusohold with a cleverness thnt puzrlosnnd
often delles tho rural detectives and other
otlleersof tho law.

Tho oflleers nro sharp, too. and in tho past
tlireo months have unearthed on tho premises
of law violators demijohns of whisky hidden
betwoen houso wntls. burled in cellars, hung
by a cord in houso chiranoyB. and secreted in
tho comment chest. In hnv stacks, and hollow
trees. In ono instance n lawbreaker buried a
flask of wot goods under his kitchen floor, nnd
from its mouth n siphon curved upward into
tho kitchen sink. All day friends kept drop-
ping into that gentleman's house, trod lightly
Into tho kitchen, frequently tiptoed to tho
sink, bowed themselves before it, and then
there was n touud, us of n purling trout
stream. One day n ferrot-noss- d officer
stopped quietly Into tho kitchen, tested
tho siphon, smacked his lips, and said:
"Pretty good stuff for rum:"
and his testimony was instrumental in
mulcting tho siphon owner, out of $20 and
costs of prosecution In n Justice's court next
day. As n rule, tho oflleers raid tho promises
of suspected dealers in Illicit Honors three or
four times n week. Sometimes thoy get evi-
dence against them, but moro frequently they
get left.

Ono of tho most Interesting and successful
raids was made a day or two ago bv Deputy
SherltT Newell, who knew well enough that n
Frenehm in. Itu.iul Hlanchette. was dealing in
ardent liquors, hut doing it so craftily that no
ono had been abloto detect him. Itlnncliette's
home Is in Jackson place, and offlcors had
searched it half .t dozen times for rum.
Newell said: "I'll givo him just ono moro
whirl, and I'm going to nnb the boy
this time." The officer's eyes were very wldo
opon nnd bright, and ho sniffed tho air like n
toK hound ns he went over ltaouls house from
cellar to garret, but in nn hour's search not a
drop ol aqnn tortfs did ho scent. The slick
and breezy Prench Canndlan trotted nlong at
Newoll's heels, grinning at the officer's dis-
comfiture, chuckling and commenting, and
pointing out "likely spots" In tho house
vvhero n " real able officer might expect to find
something it ho was tit all smart." Finally
tlio ShorilTpenotratod into llaoul's bedroom,
nnd noted that the Canadian's face fell about
n sixteenth of nn Inch, and he was
by no means so chipp and Ironi-
cal. It took tho oflb-e- r less than for.
seconds to pitch tho clothing off Knout's

Tearl street and Franklin Rquaro. Chorry
street begins its tortuous way through tho
Fourth and Sovonth wnrds totlie Fast lilvor.
The street from Franklin square to lloosevclt
sticethas n pronounced Incline nnd fifty or
more years ago some ono bestowed on tho lo-

cality tho name of Cherry Hill. Tho short
block has a history In the lower wnrds. At 20
Cherry street was born a man whose unwrit-
ten epitaph Is: "Howus good to tho poor."
That man was William M. Twcod, who. In tho
days when ho juggled tlio city's millions, did
not forget tho ft lends of his voungor days.
The foundation of tho bridge anchorage Is on
tho spot whero Tweod's chair factory was, and
wfiero ho worked as a mechanic.

Cherry Hill lins other prominent sons.
James Oliver nnd his brother.

Frank, were born nt 18 Chcny street, next
door to Tweed's birthplace. In tho house at 28
Chorry street Hilly Scnnlon. the sweet singing
netor, confined now In llloomlngdnlo Asvlum.
Ijvod In his younger days, nnd whon ho was on
tho vaudeville stuo with Tim Cronin his Inim-
itable portrnval of Irish characters was nn im-
personation ot the goniilno article on tho lilll.
Old Hllnd Dan Murphy, whose daughter nmilo
ntonsntlonnl marriage with Justice Dlvver's
sou: Owen Henley, an old School Commission-
er, and Dlok Hollywood, n puglllt, were prod-
ucts of Chorry Hill.

With tho clU'sprogress, particularly In tho preservation of
order in tho lower and somewhat lawlos
wards, eamo tho decadonco of Cherry Hill.
The Italians, who had overflowed Crosby unit
Mulberry streets, populated Llttlo Italy in
Harlem, colonized South iifth nvouuoaiul ad-
jacent streets, began to oncroneh on tho Fourth
ward.

A snnltnrv policeman came along
with a bundle nt complaints, and the Italian
housekeeper voltihlv promised to have tho
walls whitewashed In a tew days. The police-
man said the department was constantly re-
ceiving complaints about tho Italian", and tho
colony kept him busy. Ho didn't hustlotlio
Italian, howovor. To that condition has cherry
Hill, for fifty ytars nn Irish stronghold, been
reduced by Italian colonization.
