Ban Fmsasco. May 30. The tourist who
wishes to visit Death Valloy and experiono3
tho hardships of a dosort journey has a choice
of two routes ono from tho south and ono
from the north. In winter both aro not alono
practloablo: torn hardy traveller accustomod
to camp llfoin tho open air thoy aro delight-
ful. In Hummel, no matter which ho takes or
what his experience in outdoor life mayhavo
been, tho (ourist will wish ho had taken tho
other. If he lives to return to ci Hired homos
be will wonder how in tho world ho evor hap-

pened to take either. Hut there Is ono reason
if no more why ho should take tho northern
roulo at nny season, nnd that Is that ho may
boo tho Carson and C ilorado Hall road.

In a journey mndo among tho borax deposits
of tho TacHlo coast I llrst ontered tho ctoat
desert region In which all but ono of theso
bods aro found iu a car of tho Carson nnd Co-

lorado Railroad. Tho tourist who travels that
wayi3 not unllkoly to wonder which Is tho
moru Intel ostlng, tho road or tho dosort re-

gion. Ho lb not unlikely to wondor. too. what
tho road was built for until ho is told sorao-whnt-

tho ways of Nevada loglslatois and
lobbyiFts, when ho will coneliido that It was
bulltfortbe subsidy. It Is said that tho roid
cost 8,000 per mllo to build and that tho
subsidies much moro than paid tho cost

Tho Carson and Colorado is in ono respect
unlnuo and in several respects romarkablo.
It does not start at Carson, neither doo It
torimnate in Colorado or at tho Colorado
lliver. Its initial rolnt is an arid mountain
ride, so arid, Indeod. that water for uo in the
llttlo sottlomont thoro has to bo Imported In
big tunlt cars built for thj purpose; tho road
runs thonco 300 miles to terminate at n sal-s.o-

lako In California. Tbo settlement at
ono end is known as Mound House. Ormsby
county, Novada. That at tho other is Keeler.
on Owon's Lake. Inyo county, and it is In Inyo
county that Doath Valloy lies.

A cassongor train, n freight train, and n milk
train run each way ovor tho northern division
(from Mound House to Candelaria) ot this road
ovory day, but in ordor to cconomizo ono en-
gine is mado to pull all throe trains. Tho pas-
senger train includes ono coach and a com-

bined bmokor. mail. milk, baggago. and
car. Tho freight train is not unllko

other frolght trains, snvo in length; it Is a
short train. I left Mound Houso In a coach
ono bright morning In Xovombor. Thoro wore
llvo passongors in nil bosldos a newsboy whom
tho conductor called Toanuts. l'oanuts car-

ried a bundlo of 8nn Francisco nowspapors
ono day old, u basket ot fliio red apples, and a
box of Chinatown cigars. By tho time ho had
reached Cleaver, whoro wo mot tho train
bound north, he had sold two panors and ono
apple on the train nnd had r.nioked ono of his
own cigars. At Cleavor hn boarded the othor
train and foind not a single passengor on it.

Tho tialn stopped for dinner at Wabuska.
and Wubusku Is a station loeutod on an oasis.
It is iu a vulloy that Is novel In the topography
of Novada, for It is well irrlgatod. Hero wo
aunoxed tho milk train perhaps It would bo
moro accurate to say annexed tho milk outfit.
The tnnchora In Wabuska run somonhat to
tho dairy business, und bupply the vlllagcsand
cumps along tho railroad as far an Ciuidolai la,
about 100 miles away, with fresh milk.

ticularly to the pooolo of tho motropolis. The
tourist fiom tho I'ast has. tboreforo. no dllTJ.

Rhodes station Is interesting In other ways.
Tho main bulldinglhoretsncombtnod pason- -

waiting room, freight depot, salt mill, and
ornx factory. Tho boilers and maohlnery

used In mnklng borax from tho crude material
and in grinding for tablo ubo the salt, also
found on this marsh, aro In tho building used
for railroad purposos.

There Is a novelty about tho locomotives on
this rond not readily noticed by tho tourist.
Jt is a spout with a band Milvo on ono side of
tho tender. Tho tourist will surely seo it at
Rhodes. howeor. for as the train rolls into tho
station a lot of Indians will bo seen running
from tho wlckeups. all carrying palls or big
square euns. Kon before tbo englno stops
they roich tho sjiout. nnd. trotting along
hesideit, bejrln tn draw wutor from the ten-
der. A flowing well supplies wntor good for
somepurnosesat lthoi'es Marsh, butlt is not
good to drink. Tho Indians want water to
drink. The water on tho locomotivo is taken
from very good springs.

Anothor interesting sight at Rhodes, though
ono in no way connected with tho Carson and
Colorado Railroad, is an abuond-oye- d Piuto
baby. A number of Chinamen uro employed
about tho station. Tho whltos expect that
babv to develop Into a very tough cltlron.

Among tho natural fonturosot lntorest along
this road is Walker's Lako. It is a picturesque
body of water, full of the salts that mako
Rhodes and Tools and tho Columbus marshes
In tho same county interesting. Tho geology
sluiri.s say that theso marshes wero onto lakes
like Vnlkor's. but tho sun nnd tho snnd got tho
best of them because they had no stream like
Walker's River to back thorn in their struggle
for existence. The lako is especially in-

teresting to a tourist who knows sport when
ho scus It. for thousands of wild fowl
may bo found thero in the migrating seasons.
It has plenty of too. including salmon of
largo aire, it is said. A number of precipitous
mountains rise along the west sidemoun-
tains that aro full of cold and silver which tho
white men cannot nnd tho red men will not
get. for they are in the resenation. If tbo
toutlst is lucky ho will puss this loko when a
sudden miuuII comes out of tho mountains.
The way tho wind pounces down on the wate.-an- d

whirls It nlott iu eddies hundreds or foot
high is a sight that alono counterbalances
eion the discomforts of a day's rldo on tho
Caisou und Colorado.
