Important New Phases of Submarine
Wurfare,

Two novel and suggestive triala of Amer-
fean devices In snlbmarine warfare are now
In progress, and their real purport and
eepecially their real relation are perhaps
not generally understood,

The experiments with the Destroyer's
gun aro still golng on, nod the latest
shot 18 a great Improvement over the first,
in point of effective results. Tho eccen-
trle movements of the projectiles, both ver-
tically and Interally, have of course been
Burprising: wyoet it {s gcon that the subma-
rine gun hing a good degres of aceuracy at
300 feet, aud a totnl range twlee as great,

The other experiments, slmultaneously
going on, have boen with the BARER sub-
mnring boat at Detrolt, This is only one
of severnl Ameriean inventions of the sort.
Tive yvenrs ago Congress provided for bulld-
ing n steel submarine torpedo bont, and
not quite four years ngo Socretory WHiT-
SLy, under the saggestion of the Burenu
of Noval Ovdpanee, publishiod a elreular de-
sertbing [ts requirements and Inviting pro-
posals for 1t Spesid, certalnty of direction,
invisibility, sl safety from the r-m-n‘fy's
e wore sald to e tho greatest necids in
stch o craft, But In order that loventors
mhght not be discouragzod the Nnvy Depart-
went made the following provision :

A pood mony things wers sugzpestd In
the recent trinls of the Daren boat at De-
trolt, although she was not gulte suecessful,
It shoultl be noted that Si1ms, with his elee-
trically directed torpedo, has recently com-
pleted In England o series of guccesstul
expeviments from n boot in motion, That
is tospy, ot aspecd of elght or nine knots
he lannehed Lis torpedo, which earries n
reel of wire, aud sent Itat aspeed of from
fifteen to twenty kuots ahead of him, ot
distauces over nomlle, under complets con-
trol as to direction and speed,

Now, it s perfectly fensilile to-day to
subimerge the Bagen boat until the connlng
tower I8 only nlout ono foot ehove the
witer: sl ft minkes vory Hitle diferonen
whether there I8 o heavy sea or not,  Ae-
vordingely, It would be practicalle to earry
i Sous torpedo alongshle such o partially
submerged boat for o distaves of 8 milo
from an enemy's blockading fleet, wul Ly
weans of ravge lights on the torpedo float
direet It with absolute aceuracy townrd o
Lostilo shilp.  The charge of the torpedo 18
S0 pounds. It §s unlikely that any net
could ba devisod syfilviently strong to with-
stined the blow of suelt & torpedo,  We un-
doretand that the Navil Oednance Burean
tegainds thils us o perfectly foasible plan,
anmd thnt be will sevorend the aequdsition
of o triud Sivs boat for this purpase,”

In tho voxt plaes. tie sy limarine hoat mny
Lo cousidered with u view to o utilization of

the submarine gun. This, hitherto, Is un-
deratood to have been what the Naval Ord-
nance Bureau wanted the boat for. Inthat
case, howover, total submergonce would be
needod, Taking what hins already bean ne-
complished s a gulde, wa have heré b pro-
fectlle  torpedo welghing nearly a ton,
anlmnted with a velocity of probably forty
miles, and possessing, therefore, energy
enongh to break through any defensive net.
Thia torpedo also earriea a hursting charge
of 500 potinds. Thia guggests asecond feasl-
blo applieation of the gubmarine boat, and
una of very gront defonsive valuo,

The necessity for tha development of a
fgood submarine boat {o this country Is
very grent. na wo oare far behind France,
Spain, nnd Haly in this partioular. We can-
uot, of course, rely solely for defensiye pur-
poses on gnch weapons, but they are sns-
coptible of belug developad Into most val-
unble adjnneis of our naval resources, The
gun on board of tho armorsd hattle ship
maintaing Hs preddnent Importance, but
for harbor defence purposes the snbinaring
boat, with weapous now unier develop-
ment, must very goon find Iis placo as no
Important susillary.
