Tologrnms by tho sooro havo boon hurled nt
him evidently asking for somo en-

couraging word from tho great leader, but ho
did not answer them. Whon tho mossago
en mo that Prosldont Harrison had boon re-

nominated on tho llrst liallot Mr. Blnlne
really looked pleased. Ho nctod ns though a
heavy burden had been rolled from his shoul-
ders, nnd ho scorned moro thnn over llko tho
James (1. Rlaino ot old.

If Mr. lllalno really vvantod tho nomlnntlon,
thoro was no traco of disappointment olthor
in look or word or action. Mrs. Rlaino oould
not conceit her feelings ns readily as did hor
distinguished husl nnd. fiho wns vexod about
something, and was overheard to say:
