TosAwvsns. June 13. --Tho air was full of
war talk hero this morning. Tho Twenty-fift- h

Company Is at tho armory ready for duty.
Sheriff F.nslgn and fifteen deputies from Lock-po- rt

arrived this morning. I'ullyslx hundred
strikers wero In socrot mooting at their hall,
and tlio streets swarmed with pcoplo oxpect-ln- c

to sco an enc,ouutor. Tho strikers say
thoy will resist any nttompt to put non-unio- n

men to work on tho docks. Tho mills h.ivo
boon closed, and tho proprietors say they will
put their moutowork on tho barges under
protection. Btovodoros carried guns to work
this morning.

This nttornoon non-unio- n men wero nt work
unloading barges at lloblnson's dook. Thoro
was only a small forco at work, and slow
progress was mado. The Twonty-flft- h com-
pany Is still at tho armory drilling and expect
to bo called out at nny tliuo. Tho lumber
denlors say thoy must havo their vcssols un-
loaded, ovon if they get assistance from out-
side, it Is roportod that 2Wi mon will bo
brought from builnlo. Tho strikers are furious
over this report, and say thoy will drive tho
mon into tho rlvorlf thoy come horotowork.
At tho striker' meeting this morning a vote
was tnken to hold out until their demnnds
wore granted. Tho meeting was nddrespe.l by
union organizer John Hnckonnrd of Buffalo,
who spoke for nnliour and was very bitter In
his denunciation ot tho lumbermen, who. ho
said, trcntod tbolr employees llko dogs.
advised tlio men to hold out at any cost. Ho
was wildly applauded.

Tho lumbormen say they will not recognize
the union tinder any ctrcumstuncos. nncl will
fight it until thoy break It up. Thoy nro rendy
to compromise with their men 011 tlio wages
question, hut wilt not deal with tho union.
Doth sides will present their case to tho Btnto
Hoard ot Arbitrators when thoy arrive. The
sheriff and his doputies nro making a number
of arrests but hno not yet entered tho
strlkors' camp to arrest tho ringleaders. Tho
ton rlotors nrrosted ou Saturday woro biought
hore this morning.

Policeman Klngsley, who was shot on Satur-
day, is ln n critical condition. He is un-
conscious, and may die at any minute. Secre-
tary ltoeweroftho V. M. C. A., who addressed
the strikers' meeting this morning and coun-saile- d

peace, has just announoed that tho
strikers havo adopted a resolution to do no
more fighting, nnd to carry out tho struggle
on peaceful lines, but thoy will not arbitrate
unless tho lumbormon roeognlze the union.
