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TORNADO IN MINNESOTA.

SHR DESIROYER SWEEPS THROUGH
BQME OF THE SOUTHERN COUNTIES,

From WMitty te a Huandred People Helleved
8o Mave Been Killed, Though No Targe
Yillaas Was Tounched—Mant of tle In-
mates of a Schiolhonse Rilled—-Tralns
Deluyed by Mansssof Debrinon the Track

Mawxato, Minn, Juns 108,—0ne of the worst
disastars that evor visited southern Minnosota
poeurred Letwoen O and 4 o'clock yesterday.
A tornado lald wacte scorss of happy homes
and killod ftarty or fifty peopls, The sxtent of
the sountey damnged wan greater than ever
known In tho history of the State, and It was
fortanate Indesd that no consldorable town or
willage Iny in tho toroado’s path

Starting near Jackeon, on the asutharn
Minnosota divislonof the Chicago, Milwavkes
and Bt Paul Raliroad, the tornado swept oast-
ward and passed four miles south of Minne-
pota Lake, and then took n broad cirele to the
pouth, and pasesd mouth of Wells sounty,
Considerable raln  had fallen during the
afternoon, and about 0:30 o'eloek the
atmosphors bhocame almost suffocating.
Curlous-ahaped  eclouds  began to form
In the southwest, and many peoplo gazed in
wonder at the sight. About H:50 I M a wind
sprung up, and off to the weet a elreling biack
oloud was sorn raphidly advanclng and demol-
{ahing evarything in 18 courns. It passed two
miles northwest of Sharburne, and It I8 re-
ported that it struck n district school houss, In
which were the tonclior and sightosn scholars.
The bullding was demolished and the teacher
and fittaen scholors wore killod,

At Easton. thros bullidings ware deatroyed
and ssveral peopls Injured. Lindon wna vise
fted and many houses wore torn from thelr
foundntions. One family, consisting of a man,
his wife and ehild, were killed and othors In-
jured. A largo grove of trees was completoly
uprooted. The storm passed on eastward,
destroying farin houres, barne, and, in facl,
eversthing in lts path. At Wells, sldewnlka
were ovorturned, store fronta Llown in, and
other damngo done. Hovernl men were blown
down by the foree of the wind.

Four mllea south of Minnesota Lake five
frame houses and other bulldings wereeaught
In the storm and demolished. Four people
waro killed here. The Lody of Johin Brown
was tnken to Minnesotn Lake this morning.
His wife, hired men, and a school toachor were
also {njured, sHeetion men euffored sovers
fnjurfes.

Workingmen In s German Street Assnnited
by m Moldier,

Beavix, June 1'L—Tha ponple are greatly ox-
elted by another murderous deed on the part
of the Emperor's eoldiery, showlng that the
rewnrding und promotion of Luoeeck. the sentl-
nel who, almost without exeuse, shot two
cltizens, In having Ita offect In ineclting to
other deads of violence, The imporinl guards
wars returning to-day from n review. They
wars marohing through Belle Altranie square,
when some workmen atlempted to eross be-
tweon the detpchmonta,  This was in violation
of militnry rules, but wnder ordinpry cirenm-
stances would have pamsed without notice.
Bergeant Brovimann, howsvar, leaped from the
ranks and elubbed the workingmen with his
rille in the most bratal manner, Blood gushed
from thoe honds of the victims ns they foll

wrostrato on tho ]illwemonl. nni notwithstand-
ng the formidable nepoct of the gunrds, the
Eanpln who saw tho cruel spectacle could
ardly bas restrained from attacking the Ser«
geant.

The worklngmen nlu?m‘d to thelr feot and
triod to make thelr way to the sidewalk, Dut
tho Sergeant was ready agnin with his pille,
and brought the butt end down with terrifla
effect un thedr heads, his superiors looking on,
gome with indifMerenev and others with asmiie,
The wnrkluﬁgnun foll prosteate, this time an-
consclous. The guard coolly marched over
the prostrate bodles, and, nftar they had pass-
od, tho vietims wore earried to a hospital.

Guarding Against the Spread of Cholera,

Loxpon, Juna 10.—Ths negotiations bo-
tween tha powears, looking to eoncertad actlon
to guard against the cholera, are still in prog-
ress. The powers aro alming at tho catab-
ment of an international quarantine at Suoz
Mennwhile the disease Is sprending wostward

in Persin. Tho Lancet doclares that the situa-
tion Is one threatenlng grave rlnu{:or to Eu-
rope.. The number of denths in the Meshed
(Perdla) distelet I8 hundred dally. The
Lancet warng ho varlous countries of Furope
to propare for the possible emergeney. nnd
warmly commends the precautions alread
taken by the Hussian Government, which
has notad for (s own protection. without wait-
ing for the cotperation of other nntlons.

Capt, Bakker's Sentence Mednced.

AsarEnpay, June 1.—Capt. Dakker, who
was convicted of manslaughter for killlng s
firoman on Loard the Obdum, and who ap-
poaled from the sentenco of ono year's lm-
prisonment to a higher court, has had the
sontence roduced by the Appellate Tritiunal
to threa months' impriconment, On behall of
Capt. Bakker it was argued that he was only

roserving the discipline of the shilp, nnd that
he fleoman killed was bunt on brenking ap
digelpline on board. The court helid substan-
tially that Capt. Bakker had used more vio-
lenes thun the oceaston demanded, but that
the sentence of the lower court wis excessive,
The friends of Capt. Biakker wlll probably ap-
peal to Queen-Legent Emma for o pardon.

He showod an irrssistible tendeney when yet
vary younis to selzo any artlels which attraet-
ed his attontlon, and nlgo exhibitod o decided
disinolination for lubor, As he progressod in
yoears ho also developad a homieldal tendoney,

ch wins particulnrly strong when anybody
stood intha way of his gerting what he want-
erdl. At prasent, Lavachol's enunsel contends,
he (Ravachol) s netually suffering from moad-
ness, and 16 getting madder every day.
