Ciacaao, June 20.—Gaov. Flower lwas heen tha
ploturesque igure of the Now York delegation
to-day. Moreover, his bearing has beon such
as to pleaso strangers.  Ho has bosn the ehlo!
misslonnry to-day for Senntor Hill, Ho started
out woon after breakfast, and has made
gpoeches constantly nll day. He has met and
talked to Domaernts from the Weat, the South,
the East, and the North, and In evory word ho
has safd bo has sounded the praisos, of Bena-
tor Hill. Hehas insisted thot Mr., Clovoland
eannot under and clrenmstaneos earry New
York Btate, Tho Mississiopianajthought to
have fun with tho Governor. Ajnumber of
Clovelnnd men in the delegation interrupted
his speech, and tricd to make things unpleas-
oant. The Governor, though, was good natured,
nnd he guyed his tormontors until they were
ready and glad to deslst. Gov. Flowor's clear-
cut nnd business like spoeches have done n
grent deal to-day to eonvince people thut the
Cloveland sentiment {8 but a sentiment, and
that the Democratle party must hnve a man
who ean win at the polls.

Botwean his viglta to the delegations Gow,
Flower has had conferences with Chalrman
Murphy, Lieut.-Gov. Sheehnn, liehard Croker,
and all the Llg Democratic fighters of the Em-
pire Btate. These fighters propose to ham-
mer It into tho Intellect of the Demoarata from
Republican Btates that they cannot folst
Cloveland on the Democratic party with safety,
1'his has beon the whole talk of the New York-
erf to-dny.
