OIFAS UP 10 IT ALL

Me Underwelghed Goods for Cash and Me
Got §9,000 Fram One Kmporter Alone—
Mecharged for " Inefelency "~ Von Fane
fow Fuld by Check to Bearar.

Carl Von Pustow, importer and Custom
Tfouss broker, his partner, Otto Schnelder,
and John Fortmnn, thoir shipning elerk, woro
arrested in April eharged with paying Edward
Himons, an asalstant welgher in the public
storen, to undorwelgh n largs importation of
Nrocenckars which arrived on the stoamship
Austrin on Nov, 20 Inst. Von Tustow was on
trinl yestorday befors Judge Denedict anda
jury In the United Btates Clroult Court.

The Nrat witnoss called by the promscution
wansJohn Fortmat, the shipping clork, who
gota $12 A weok, Ha enld that he mot Bimona
In ths etroct a few dare befors tho arrlval
of the Austrin and lad some eonversation
with him. Bimons broached tho subjeet of
undorwelghing tho 4.4 packnges of fire-
crackers,  Eimonn Intimated that he would
unlerweigh the goads It tho right thing were
done by him. Fortman reported this eonver-
gntion to Mr. Yon Pustow, who made no reply.
Bimons had glven Fortman a memorandum
allp on which wna written the true welghts of
a portion of the packnges of frocrackers and
the “allowances” he wonld make In welgh-
ing them. Fortman afterward destroyed this
Papar,

Huxten, June 20.—The proprietors of the
Catukill hotels In Greone county have beon
having n tusslo with the Execlse Commission-
ers of the town of Hunter this epring. The
township, Iying in the ¢entro ol Groane coun-
ty. Includes the Catsklll hotel and boarding
house roglon; among tho hotels Are the Kanat-
ornkill Mouse und the Mountaln House. A
good part of tho profit of thesa houses comes
from tho bar trade; notthat the drinking Is
excesslve, but that many people who spond
thelr summers there are accustomed 1o take
wine with their dirner and an oceaslonal
cocktall beforohund. The proprietors expect-

thia yenr, becauso at the town eleetion, whon
the Exclse Commissioners wore chosen, the
lleense men defeated tha no-licenso men, anid
the Exciso DBoard as slocted were in favor of
granting lleonses, It after they woro electod,
and bofora tho applientions wers granted, a
majsority of the Doard were converted ut a ro-
Hatous rovival, anid not only stopped drinking
themselves, but declined to grant licenses to
anybody to sell anything Inmxlrnling. The
nearest ploeo wheroe o drink eould be obtained
wis the ndsolning town of Catskill,

The ling belwoen Catskill and Hunter s
drawn at tha foot of the mountains on which
the Kanterskill and Mountaln Houses aro,

hore is, however, such a differenee In holght
betwpeon tho two towns that the Ilaw
eoulid not he evadod by setting up hars inside
the Catskill town line, where sales could he
made with delivery af the hotel tables, Thers

comed no way out of the difficulty except to
vy Lhe dividing Hue altered so that it would
runuptothe top of the mountaln, In whirh
case the hotels could get licenses from the
Cat<kill Danrd. The people of Catskill were in
favor of this move, which would have brought
viluable property Into thelr town without wd-
ditinnal expense, roducing their tax lovy and
Ineroasing the income from lHeensos, Hut at
tiio throat of division the taxpayers of Hunter
venmo wluemed nnd brought a pressure to
bear on the Exeisn Commissioners. which ro-

The declslon of the New Jersey Court of
Errors and Appeals In the cases of the Jerany
City ballot box atuffers was handed down
yosterday. The court aMrms their convietion
and sentenco,

The decislon, although It has hesn expected
for some time, ercated a sonsation among
Jorsoy City politielans last night. Nextto tho
defendants themselves thelr bondsmen felt the
greatest nnxiety. The Election Board, whosa
caso was taken up on appenl to determine the
legality of the conviction, consisted of Jacob
Moscholl, J. Thiomns Du Raneey, James [Tart,
and Thomas Fallon. The declelon will apply
to all the other electlon ofMcers who have Leen
eonvietod,

The frauds were committod at the full oloc-
tion in 1880, The ballot boxes were stufled
with fraudulent ballota Indiseriminntely and
without any attompt whatever to cover up the
erime. In the lower part of the elty tissue
baliots were prepared, put through the top of
a patent ballot box, which stamped and pune-
tured them o 08 to givothem the appearanes
of belng genulne, and were dumped Into tho
rogular boxes on election day. It was the
most bungling oleco of politieal eraoked work
ever attempted unywhere, so bungling, in fact
that when the perpetrators woro rboutto be
tried it was eatirieally suggestod that thiey
might esecape conviction Ly setting up s plon
of Insanity.

Dead moen's names were voted on, and votoers
woere registered from stouo yarls, ehiurehes,
foctories, nnd vaeant lots,  The rogistry lists
wore awellod to enoermous progortions  In no
inatunco did the numier ol gaees recordmd on
the poll books ngree with the ntimbor recordm]
an the dial of the pitent ballot hox, As nn
example, In one  precinet (G votos wore
recorded on the dinl and only 292 on the poll
book.
