of Ireland is, it seems, already framed and
has beon examined by certain members of
tho McCnrthyito party, as well as by Mr.
Gladstone's principal English supporters.
In several features of capital Importance
tlio revised plan differs from tho project re-

pudiated in Parliament and by the peoplo
of Great Britain six years ago.

Tho rumor turns out to have beon un-

founded that Ireland, once endowed with a
Legislature of hor own, would bo denied
representation in tho Imperial Parliament.
Thero was a provision to that purposo in
the bill of 1RS0, but it figures no luugor in
Mr. Gladstone's programme. On tho con-
trary. Ireland is to kcop tho 103 scats in tho
British Houso of Commons which sho now
holds, until tho wholo electoral system of
tho United Kingdom has beon reconstructed
on tho "one man, ono vote" principle whon
nil Inequalities In tho eizo of constituencies
nnd consequently In tho weight attached
to slnglo votes will also bo removed. The
reasons for nnd ngainst tho rotention of
Irish mombcrs at St. Stephen's have boon
ropeatodly rovlowod, and we need only re-
call at tills tlrao tho difficulty of defining tho
regulations by which Irish mombors will bo
prevented from voting on questions exclu-
sively connected with tho local affairs of
England, Wales, or Scotland.

Tho threat of tho Orangemen to organize
reslstnnco to laws mado at Dublin is ef-

fectually parried by a claubo of the now
bill. The solo pretext for the threat was
that tho Irish Parliament, being dominated
by Catholics, would legislate against the
interests of Protestunts. But Mr. Glad-hTON- i:

now proposes to rcstiict tho powors
of tlio Dublin lcglblnturo oven moro nar-
rowly In respect of religious matters than
ho wished to do In 18S0. Tho legislature Is
to bo oxpirscily prohibited from interfering
with tho endowment of religion, and from
Imposing disabilities or conferring priv-
ileges on account of religious belief.
Safeguards satisfactory to Protestants nro
also provided with regard to denomination-
al education. In view of such guarantees
embedded In tho orgnnlclnw, nothingcould
Uimoro ridiculous than tho Ulster talk
about abandoning Protestants to porsocu-tlo- n

nt tlio hands of a Catholic- majority.
While religious llbertyls thus to bo socured
nsllrmlyasltlsln tho Constitution of tho
United States, ndoqunte measures will be
taken to enforce tho lawmaking authority
of tho Dublin legislature For that purposo
tho olnuso of tho old bill relating to tho

has been modified, and not only
tholiibh police, but tho military forces of
tho United Kingdom stntloned in Ireland,
will bo nt tho disposal of the Irish exeeutlvn
to maintain tho law.

Anothor noteworthy feature of tho now
bill Is tho arrangement mado for Bottling
tho disputes that may ariso as to Juris-
diction botwoen tho Irish Legislature and
tho imperial Governmont. The knot, It
seouia. when ono occurs. Is to bo untied with
judicial doliborntlon, not cut by tho sum-
mary oxorclso of a revived voto pnwor. Tho
tribunal organized fordoallng with conflicts
of authority was undoubtedly suggested
by tho United States Supromo Court,
though, under tho circumstances, tho pat-tor- n

could not bo exactly followed, Tho
old bill, rejocted In 1886, providod, It may bo
romcmboiod, that tho Judicial Coramltteo
of the Privy Council should docldo constl-tutlon- al

questions relating to tho powors of
tho Irish legislature. To this pro-
vision Mr. Parnblii assonted with the
utmost roluotance, on the ground that in
tho Judicial Commltteo of tho Privy Council
tho Irish pooplo wero unrepresented. Mr.
Gladstone now proposes to moot this
reasonable objection by the appolntmont of
nllxod number of Irish Judges to Bit with
tho Judicial Committee whon Irish ques-
tions uro dlsouseed. To appreciate tho valuo
of this innovation ono must bear in mind

, thaf, after tho Irish Government has been

put In working order, tho Irish Judges will
bo appointed by tho Crown, ou tho ndvlco
of tho Irish executive, which lis Itself re-

sponsible to tho Irish lcgisla'ture. Buch
Judges could undoubtedly bei trusted to
uphold tho Interests of Ireland.

Theso nro tho only importAn t partloillars
in which the bill of 1880 isaltorcd. Wo do
not think that any disinter tstod porson
will deny that oach of thoso changes is an
improvomont. Wo do not see with what
