A KNOCKER IN WIST TKNTH BTBPET.

Tho old brass door knookers ot New York,
scarco as thoy aro. survive In unexpected
places. Ono of tho most graceful forms in
knockers has tho sugar-bow- l shape that was
a favorite In andirons belonging to the early

Thoro aro afewofthoBo
eft in tho quarter west of Broadway and

south ot Fourteenth street, nnd ono still orna-
ments a commonplaco doorway ot tho far east
sldo German quarter. Ugly cast-iro- n knockers
still cling to a great many doors in tho east
sldo. Doubtless the brass knockers that d

thom wero elihor sold or stolen.
Now Yorkdoor posts ot fifty years ago wero

modelled upon various styles of nrchlteoture.
Ferhaps tho favorite was the Corinthian with
modifications. Tho region 1) Ing immediately
south of Washington square has many such
door posts. Somo ot thom scom to have a traeo
of Egyptian Influence as shown In tho lotos
rotnTs of tho capital. Several door posts In
West Washington square havo capitals almost
oxactly like those of the Templo ot tho Winds
in AtheoB. There is a plaster modol of this
torn pie in tho Metropolitan Museum ot Art.
Oroenwleh street has a row of old brlok houses
with Dorlo columns for door posts. The Dorio
is unusual In thfdoor posts of old New York
houses, though it llgureshero and thoro on tho
east side in ovhii more soero form than that
shown in tho Oreonwich street houses. The
canines on many of thesy old door posts aro
half hidden beneath coats
of paint. They somewhat lost their old-tim- e

distinction when cheap cast-Iro-n Imitations
wero setup in tho doorwas ot now houses.

BL'GIE-EOW- L KNOCKHIU

There has been a revival of tho old-ttm- o dec-
orations in some recently oioctod housis on
the west side. Perhaps the most interesting
of those houses is one In West Tenth stroct.
between fifth nnd rllxth avenues. It is a plain
threo-stor- y brhk bouse, perhaps fifty yo.us
old, with doorway and main window iiiiido
anew. The window is ot stained glass. Thu
door is a beautiful piece ot mabogiiuy. with
plain panelling, and with nxtiemely graceful
avals in tho trausom and fanlights. Tiny
horned steers skulls are placed nt legular

door and window, and connected
by wreaths of flowers in the style popular In
l.tto colonial times. An admiratile wrought-lro- n

railing, tipped at tho ixisti. with brass,
climbs the outer steps and guards the area.
Tho at ea door is a lattice of wrought Iron.

Tho unique feituioof the house, however.
is tho knocker, a greut bnui7o cockatrice,
struggling as in tho grip of nn enemy. This
pioce is admirably executed, nnd it Is by far
tho most olahornto and hoiutiful knocker In
Now iork. Tho whole effect of the house is
charmingly klmnle nnd elegant, nnd It 11 ts
harmoniously with Its Immediate noighbors,

Ascension l'urish liuusc, l'J W'ost r.lronthstreet, has a doorwayth.it Is worthy of west
side traditions. It Is arched, with a fanciful
iron grill enclosing the transom. and at thu
base oCtlie latter is nn oaken beam hearing nt
each end a boautltully canod head of some-
thing that mny bo either llsh, llosh, or fowl, or
perhaps all throo in one.

Nnw Or.i.KAN. July2.-Arao- ng tho bills In-

troduced before tho Louisiana Loglslaturo this
session which eocmed certain of passagowas
ono prohibiting the tntermnrrlago ot negroes
and whitos. This wns tho law up to 1HCJ8,

when tho first ltepubllcan Legislature abro-
gated It. ni 1870 an attempt was mado in tlio
Btnto Constitutional Convontlnn lo prohibit
miscegenation, but It wns voted down by the
Domocrats by a largo mniorlty. Another
attempt was mado this jear. with every
probability ot suocess. It Is ndmlttod
by all that tho nntl-negr- o scntluiont
In Louisiana is stronger y than
It has beon since tho war. This was shown in
tho passago by tho Inst Loslslaturo of tho Hep-nrn-

Car law, which prohibits negroes from
riding In tho tamo cars with whitos. and by
other similar legislation. In several pnrlshoi,
moroovor, movoraonts havo been started In
opposition to mlscogonatton, nnd in somo
masked mon havo rlddon nround. nttor tho
fashion ot tho Whlto Caps In Indiana, to whip
all whlto mon and negro women living In
concubinage, for tho othor kind ot miscegena-
tion is practically unknown In Louisiana.

It seemod a singularly approprlato time,
theroforo, for thoso who nro opposed to tho In-

termarriage of tho raora and to miscegena-
tion gonerally to pass a law against It. and its
success was novordoubtod: but tho law. llko
so many on this subject, has died a natural
doath. and nccroos nnd whitos can intermarry
ns formerly. The defeat ot this nnd similar
tncasuros has always coino from tho whitos
themselves, n matter which has caused some
surprise, as tho public sentiment among tho
whites scorns to favor such legislation.

Tho Oiifailn: tho negro paper here, glvos a
rtrnngo but plausible explanation of the op-

position raisod to this bill
among tho whitos. According to it: " Wo nro
so intormlxod iti Louisiana that It would bo
barardous to mako a law that mlcbtin ttrao
bo tho cause ot testing tho eocrots ot filiation.
Tho magnanimity of tho known to bo colored
peoplo hns been productlvo of so much cood
for supprossod origins that no ono but tho

can fool surprise nt tho defnit ot
laws on tho provontlou ot lntermarrlago be-

tween tho races In a Louisiana Legislature.
Wo do not know what tlio romoto future will
develop on that score: but at this time, whon
oven oral ovldence can be had on mysteries of
birth, it would bo llko imposing ongood naturo
to make lutcrmnrrlago between tho races a
'malum prohibitum.'

Thero Is no difficulty In understanding this
nlluslon here, that thero Is a great doal of
negro or mt.xod blood nmong tho families In
Louisiana claiming to Lo nuro white, and
thcreforo that n law prohibiting lntermar-
rlago botween tho races would bring out tho
fact of their origin, slnco they also would bo
nmong ttio prohibited clnsses, and that tho
colored origin ot many of theso families lb
woll known among the negroe".

Tho chargoof nmod blood amongthowhites
Is by no means new. It has frequently boon
made boforo. and a number ot libel suits havo
turned on this Issue both before and since the
war: and It Is known that a number ot papers
and pnmnhlots giving tho early history ot
sumo nt tho parishes and ot families living in
thom have boendostroyed because they traced
sAmo of the latter up to colored ancestors.
"Tho subject of Intermarriage Is a delleuto
one In Louisiana." the Crumilrr savs truly,
and it suggests that the matter would not
have been stlned up bv the legislators from
the northern portion of the State had they
known tho condition ot affairs In New Oilcans
und south Louisiana.

This assault of tho Cruvnilrv has stirred up a
largo number of whlto. who Insist that tho
challenge thus thrown nut bo accepted nnd tho
law against lie p issed. no in.it-to- r

whom It nfTocts. The hill, howover. will
nlmost certainly be defeated, but whether
from tho cause assigned by the Otisoifwor
some other It is Impossible to detormlne.

This is tho first time. howeer. thot tho col-
ored people (the mixed lacelbai threatened
that If any race legislation Is dirnctetf against
them thoy will reveugo themselves by betray-
ing secrets banded down to them by their
mothers, nnd pointing nut that there nro many

WAsnixoTov. July 2. Henntor Allen of
Washington Rtnto has had tho pleasuro of
sondlng a sold modal granted by tho Unltod
States Government to Mrs. Martha Whlto of
Copalls. Chehalis county, on tho Pacific coast.
The medal bears tho inscription, "In testi-
mony ot heroic doeds inrosculngthrco men
from drowning."

The granting of medals to clllzons for deeds
of braery Is authorized under tho laws of
1874 nnd 1878. They are known ns

medals of tho first and second class,
tho one of gold nnd tho other of silver. Tho
medal of tho first class is glvon to per-

sons who perform g acts of
and heroic daring, und tho sliver medal

to those whoso deeds aro not sufficiently dis-
tinguished to dosene the medal of tho first
class. During tho eighteen years of tho oper-
ation of tlio law .'170 persons have received
modals, tho l.itost bolng Mrs. Whlto. In her
ease, ns In all tho others, the record of her
heroism Is spread at length on tho flies ot tho
Treasury Department nnd forms tho evidence
upon which her tillo to recognition is based.

The official letter to Mrs. Whlto tells tho
story of her heroism ns follows'
