A Nomestrad Parallel

Bupposo a farmor has ten farm laborers
In his smiploy from nonth to month. He
oonnludes that he must reduco the mouthly
wages of ench Ly n dollur,  Upon this
anuounesmoent thry doeclive to rerve lilm at
the decreasod raute of componsation, and
Quit work, What are their vights?

They have s right to express their opin-
fon of their employor's couduct, If they
think he Is small-minded, anid mean, and
selfish, they are at liberty to say g0, They
may also properly endeavor, by penceful
moansand moral and futellevtual suasion, to
Induce others not toenter into hils serviee,

But will any sensible man contend that
they have the right to take possesslon of
their employer's farmhouse and barn. and
granary and felds, and by foree and nrng
exciude from his property not only other
laborers who are willing to work for him at |
the reduced pay, but algo the owner of the
premlses himsell ?

Wae thiok vot.

Buppose, howover, that they shonld sue-
ooed thusin holding bis farm buildings and
his farm by armed ocenpation, what reedy
would be avallable to il under the law?

He would have no legal vight to kill or
endeavor to kill in order to rogain posaes-
alon of his premises, although of course he
oonld lawfully use any force necessary to

protoct his own life, His plaia duty would
be to call npon the anthoritiea of the State |
to put him in possession of hisawn: and |
the State ought to do it, If it required every
copstable, sherift, and regiment availalle
for tho malntennuce of urder aud tho en-
forcement of the law.

A Record of Shume and Danger.

Homestead presonts the most appalling
record ever put on the books of business |n
& civillzed community. Here it is, us near
as the facts exhibited withéut contradie-
tion ean make it:

At the CaARNEGIE works a dispute arose
about wages between the compnny and the
employees, This dispute Involved be-
tween three and four hundred men,
the total number employed being sov-
eral thousand. The men belng as firm
&8s the company upon the disputed
polnt, and acting in a solld body, stopped
work. The Homostead employers constl-
tuted substantislly the wholo town, and
they surrounded the mills, plaeing their
own deputles on guard, snying Lhat they
would keep the works gafe, but allowing no
one to enter. The company called upon the
Bherifl to give their property back Into
their possession, The Sherlf thereupon
went to the works, which were In a state
of capture, and the people of Home-
stead met him with Indubitable evidence
that the life of f]imaﬂ!r and his followers
would not b safe if he attempted to por-
form his dutv. The Snerilt withdrew, after
fallura to extend the protection of the law
over the property, and issued the follow-
ing proclamation:

This wna torn down. During this time
the Bherlfl wus seuding appeuls to the Gov-
ernor of the Stato to sond ald, representing
tho situation as grave 1n the extrome, nud
tho Govownor was fenecing with pettifogging
excuses to avold committing himaelf,

Micnarn Humey, I'resident of the West-
ern Branch of the Amu!gamated Assocla-
tlon, suld on Tuesday, thw day hefo e the
battle: * The nien will dle in their trucks
beforv they will submit either to work
for tho Camxecir scalo or to allow
pop-unlon men to come in." The i wo
need of questivnlng the fact of this nsser-
tlov. The sequence showed thut there was
grouad for it.

The mill ewners hired threo hundrod
men, avmed, with the intention of getting
thamw Into the mill secretly, so thut at
last the promises might Le iu their pos.
messlon agalu.  These mee wore kpown s
Pivgewrox dotectives. They are offensive
to most Amerlean citizeus, to strlkers ns
& threatonlug foe, und to othwis us un
armad forea which the ouergy of the propor-
ly eonstituted offvers of State shoulil never
permit Lo be necessary,  ‘Lho company put

theee three hundied mow lpte barges,
and taking them o the nlght wihen
the peoplo of Momestead wers usloep, Lhey
attempted to take tuem peaceably to the
doers of the works, Dut tho strilkors,
who appear to have heen organized for
fight ws well as for lubor union pur-
poses, hvard of the Pivgentoss' com-
log. They roused themselves out of
thelr Leds Ly slgnn's of guns  and
Bash lights, and sped 1o the river to block
the PINEERTONS' natry, in the eompany's
name, [nto the compauy's works., So de-
tarmined wero the stiikers that they tore
down the company's feace nnd broke iuto
I8 premises, in order tnat they migit con-
frort Its ieprosentutives at wyvery polit,

Then there was murder, The guestlon
who fired lest I+ pot a livetor In dotermning
who committed it. Iwople will assign
the reaponsibllity for murder according s
they think or deny thut the strikors wore
Justifled in vowing w die In thelr tracks
yather than that non-unton wen, men
whom they did not control gnd approve of,
should enter the UARNEGIE works even
upder Mr. CARNEGIE'S guldance. That, of
course, wuk & dochnvation of dJdeath to lo-
truders.  The determination te die under
those eclrewmmstanies  noveesarlly  meant
the resulve to defond thomselves, (o
kill In the cause. If the stithers owned
the works and not Mr. Canxuaie, apd

if they wern protecting thelr own prop-
orty, no one will adeny them the right

to defend It o the last extremity: awd in
that ¢caso the PINKERTON mien dod Ll wie-
der. But it My, Cansrons had (e vight te
euter his works mnd Lo take assistanen with
Ling, and I be hudu't, no man s o rght o
get lnto bis own houso or to ciploy 4 private
wokckinon b proweet iy, thi Tids i, Ul

and drove fhe Prxxmmron men off and
agnin stood guard at the gntes.

After the ago on We nesday moroing
Governor Parrmson recalved this despateh
froma member of his atal who had bern
sgont down to observe and keep his chief
Informed:

SR RRRTAY man have snrrenderad and atrikarahars
Allowed them to land, , Everything In qulst and ne
traubie apprebended (o-night  Your evnrse weels gou:
aralapproval”

Thie was after the SherlM had attermpted
to rogain posscesion of tha worka in hehalf
of the owners and had failed; aftor ho had
gont requests to thoe Governor for assistance
and had faited; and after the company hnd
triod to take [ta own mon In during the
night and bad fabled, the works remaiolng
fn the hantds of the riotors.

Then came Senator Panszer of Hiinols, In
the Unlted States Sennte, to add to the
chaln of amnzement over such develop-
ments in the dtate of Pennsylvania, and
to supplemont the acts of the rloters
by theoretical argument: 1  maln-
taln,”  enld  he, that theso citizons
[the rloters] were right. They had n
right to be there. I maintzin, therefore,
that at the time of the nseanlt upon thesoe
people at Homestead [who had jJumped from
thelr beds In order to provent the com-
pany  from getting  posseesion of Its
works] they were where oy hsd o
rigut to bo, ‘Lhey were upon grouud
thuy lod o vight to defoud, 1 assert that
thore s ulaw which gives to theso woen,
Woo hove been brought up o thess special
PUurguiis, a right 1o dewnud vwploywmeut, 8

Originally tho relation was that of eaptor
to eaptive, or mastor to slave. Superior
power foreed the workman to lahor. The
growth of civilization hins emancipated the
laborer from that bondage, Ho Ig no longer
the slave of his employer. He 8 a
freo man, with tho right tosell his Inbor
and ohargo his own price for it to ¢hoose
his own employer and the sort of work he
will do, Ho can work or not, as he thinks
boat, or ns his necessities require, The greot-
est victory in the lovg battle for humnn
righta hina been this triumph of Individusl
liberty, Except lu a fow countries of the
carth and among tritws still In savagery,
all mankind are now thus froe,

Yot by the very law of nature thev are
still Lound and forced o Inbor., That lnw
18 Irresistible, 1o the sweat of toelr brow
they must earn thelr Lread, or they will
atarve., Manoa does not deop down from
henven for thelr sustennnco.  They are
not  disembodied  spirita Tlving  on
ether, but c¢orporeal belugs who must
bo fed; and all of them nust ongago
fn the business of getting this necesanry
food, No oue Is exempt, Mr. AsTon, Mr.
Vaspennint, Mr. Rockerennes, Mre. Can-
seaie would stacvo If they had nothing
except  gold  and  sliver, groenbocks
and bonds to  llve upon, for thero
I8 no putrimont In them. They must
expend  thelr mowey for the generad
Lbenellt or It Is of o use to them. They
must invest it for the use of other peopla,
Unlees It §8 8o used, 115 of 1o good to them.
They are foreed for solf-preservation to
put It to such ewployment. They must
buy food, and by the huying enable others
to get food, It they 1ok up  Ltheir
money In vaults and keop it idle, It s
worthless to them. They must turn it over
8o that it will gerve the publie.  They must
build huuses, establish ludustrics, ond ns-
slst undertakings necessary for the gen-
oral bonefit, The money must serve the
lutereats of the whole, Lf It is to be made to
serve Ltheir own jodividual luterosts,

Hence, by the law of nature, a man s
stiil n bondsman, whether rich or poor. e
must lend n band to neees=ary human in-
dustry or else sturve. Capital is no more
froeo from this obilgation than lnbor.

Mr. ANDREW CABRNEGIE sturtod out in life
a8 a poor Scoteh boy, Not oue of his work-
men has had Lo work harder than he
worked, In his time he bus employed
many thousands of these workmon,
He has given labor by which they earned
the bread they are compelled to have by
the law of nature. The ecapital ho has gath-
ered hns beeo a fund accumulated by the
help of their labor, doubtless, but it ling
been labor made possible by his abilivy
o urgunize the ilodustry for them, and
by lutor exerted berausoe he had the eapital
for It employment. Workwmen have not
gone to his mills becauss ho foreod
them there. They have gone uunder the
compulsion of the law of niatura. They

wanted the work he gave them, which they |

could not get along without, and which
they could not have bad unless Mr. Cag-

KEGIE's capital, or the cupital of somebody |

else, had furnished it for them, They vould
not have built up the busioess of them-
selves;and if it had not been built up by Mr.

CARNEQIE for them, they would have had |

to go elsewliero to ilud other capital us an
employer. If a man has labor to sell, he
must lind some one with money to Luy It,
or it is of no more use to him than un-
used capital s to Mr.
the man does not like the price of-
fered, he can reject 1t, If the buyer
does not like the price asked, Lo Las the
same liberty, Nelther s obliged Lo necopt
the bargain, though both are under the
sime law which forees men to take what
they can get. [f the laborer does not want
the work longer than ho contracted
to give i, he can  throw (t up,
and the employer kas the saumo right
to  disponse  with the laburer,
workmnn ean choose his employer, and tho
employer can choose his workman, No
Inw can tako away that right from either.
The workman can refuse Lo work und the
employer to hire. Suelils liberty.

These are very simple, self-evident facts
and principles, but when a Senstor gets ap
o tiie Senate to oppose them, and wiivn vile
aud vicious Journals strive to choat an 1 de-
lude the peaple by deuvior them, iLis worth
whilo to repeat them for the geuera! Yenont,

At last M. dovts went home In disgust

Having drreivied at these conclusions M.
Gurrs went back to Germany, arrangoid nt
Berlin to bonrd and lodgo In a Gorman fom-
Ly, aad provailed on them to place thoir
young childreen under Wls choaege.  The
children tanght hlm Germao and he taught
them French, not through books, but by de-
seribing to each other the thinga they saw,
He found that oral deseriptions of objeets
sorn, having onee ecutersd by way of the cir,
were emrraved upon the memory and nover
aftorward became effuced. At the endof a
week he discoverad  that he eould compro-
hend ordinary conversation: his tongus at
the same time was loosenod, aud lke a
child ho bogan spontancously to speak. Like
achilds too, be applied the grawmar intai-
I tively, and his spoechnes at onee lost the
property of making everyvbody laugh. Two
weeks later he not only understood the
professors’ lectures with the utmost ease,
but in a philozophical bout at the Berlin
University was proclalmed victor.

To the query whether the immense
amount of work which he had praviously
done in the academical methods was pot of
considvrable assistaties, M. (uUIN, 08 we
have said, gives wnegative reply, He in-
