Mecrimination In Rates Alleged.

Crroaco, July 13.—The Inter-Btate Commeras
Commission this morning began its investi-
gatlon In Justice llarlan's court room of the
wlleged illogal rallrond combination, by means
of which diseriminating rates are sald to be
granted hlg shippers. The first case called
was that ngainat the Calumet nnd 13ue Island
rond, the Chleago and Southwestern, Jollet
and Pluo Island, Chicage and Kenosha, and
the Milwnukee, Bay View and Chicago roads.
Theas lines aro alleged to be owned by the
lllinois Steal Compnny, through which the

referonidal rntes woro given. W, B. Brimson,
worldent and general manogoer of the rowds
mentioned, woas the first witness, He snfr
that the business of the roads he represented
was switching and nivlntﬁ terminnl factlitles
to various ronds. They did nol do Lusiness
with all shippers. anid  gave rates 1io
ouly such as _ had cootracts.  The 1li-
pois  Steel  Company, into whose plant
the ronds ran, was n  Jarge  potron.
The witness refused to reveal who were thoe
stockl lders of the five ronils he rupressnted
Lt avknowledged that all the money recelve
for curs transferred over the live lines was
padd by the Hlinols Bteel Company, The busl-
nuss dono by tha Ilinols Steel Company
nmounted to 300,000 enrs per year, and the
biciness with outalile conesrns was but GUO
enrs.
