CARE COF THE HANDS IN BUMMER.

Suggestions for Women Who Dislike Tan,
Freekies, and Suaburs,

The young woman who valuos hor smnoth,
roft, white hands lenves silk and lace glovas
behind when she starts on an onting, or rele-
gates thom to boxes contalning house and
evening finery. She balieves that what hands
need most In summer i= protection. They
must not be exposad to the offects of atmon-
phers when moist with perepleation, nur must
sun nod heated dry atre be allowed to parch and
brown them.

Boap is not necossary for oily skins, or for
thin, dry akins. When the hands are soiled,
dry, or even unpleasantly maolst, dip thom in
warm water in which n drop or two of nro-
mntie spirits of ammonin has stood for a few
moments. Unca wot, dip them Ina jar of fine
corn meal. and, turning one within another s
few times, immerso them azaln inthe warm
wator. Then turn eold water over them to
ereate a reaction of gkin. and to prevent pufM-
ness orwrinkling. Dry them with soft linen,
and dust over them fine. pure rice powdor,

The ¢ffect of warm water is to open tho pores
of the skin. thus emitting more oil than is Jde-
sirable, but the rice powder counteracts that
and is among the most harmless agents to
check persplration, unduo moisture and =shine
on the =kin. While corn menl hinms xoftenwsd
them, aromutio ammonia has removed oll and
goll and added totheir whiteness, Hice pow-
dor mav be seented with a wild rose or sandal-
woutdl sachet. Creams. glveerine, or emolli-
onts, preparatiors of cucumbers, and other
intty suletances =hould be avelded by olly
skins. Aclds like lemon, astringents like ben-
zoine, the more harinlesrs powders and ~turehy
proparstions, ary benefleinl to them at night,
when a loose palr of kid gloves shuuld be
drown on,

Home women never exposa thalr hunds to
atmospheric effects In summer. They are ron-
sequently nelther hardened, as the skin of the
fare {8 oiten, by contact ry air, and are
unblemished. not somuch from the fact thutthe
eun In not allowed to shine on them, for It fre-
quently does in the house, as that they are
rpared the action of air on their delieate sur-
faces, especinlly after tho use of water, and [t
is that which works bavoc with the delleacy
and beauty of hande. 1t is so natural to feel
that one must bathe onea's hands svary littlsa
while on the warm suwmmer days to do away
with pereplrntion.

Bathe them as seldom ns possiblo, unleas in
the dry Lnth of menl, reinoved with cliamois
skin. Eventhen dast onsonie simmple powder,
At nlght try o vnste of cornstarch. lemaon, und
allittlo borax, Canndinn girls use it, and it cun
be recommuonded for hrupettes,
