STILL AFTER THAT 85,000,000,
THE WORLIV'S FAIR MFN ROPE 10 RE-
VERSE THE ACTION OF THE HOUSE.

Divecior-General Yavie Says They Need
the Falr from
Fullare—A Large Namber of Well-known
Lobbylsis to Influences Membern.

Wasmxoros, July 21.—No aetlon was taken
to-day with regard to the proposed gift by
Congress of $6,000,000 in ald of the World's
Falr, The conforress on the Bundry Civil Ap-
propriation Lill, in which the gift 1s Ineluded
ae a Senats amendment, have had no mest-
Ing. for tha ronson that they are also econ-
ferrenn onthe General Deflclency bill, which
munst be Nrst dieposed of. The World's Falr
boomera, howaver, have been justas notive
as though the committes wero In ses-
slon, and have worked Industrioualy from
morning until nilght In thelr attompt
to change the ssntiment of memhers of
the House and induce them to favor tho ap-
propriation. Tha House having by a majority
of twelve voted to non-coneur in the Senate
amendment, the House conferreesdo not fecl
justined in Aying in the face of this vote, and
they will not be apt to support the approptrin-
tlon unlesa ther are specifieally instructed lo
doso by the House.

The conferrecs on the Bundry Civil bill are.
on the part of the Senate, Mesars. Alllson,
Hale, and CGorman, and on the part of the
House, Mesars. Holman, Baysrs, and Bing-
ham. The thres Honators and the FPhiladel-
phila Reprosentativo are all In favor of the ap-
proprintion, but Mossra, Holman and Eayers
proposs lo hold out ngalnet itio the end. As
they aro a mnjority of the House conferrecs, no
agreoment can be reached until they receds
from their position. This they will not do ex-
eapt under orders from the Houso.

To tho work of changlog the adverse mnajor-
ity In tho Iouse the World's Falr ropresonta-
tiver and the strong and somewhat disorgan-
fred and disreputable lobby whom they have
omployed are now bending every effort. The
majority against them was twalvo, and they
elaim that thers wns more than this number
of absontecs who are favorable to the appro-
printion. Director-Genoral Davis and Judgo
Altgelt, the Demovoratio candidate for Gov-
ernor of [linols, have arrived here to
assist Prosldent Palmer, Becretary IMekinson,
Commissioner St Clair, and ihe other World'a
Falr managera, who have been In town for two
or three weeks in the Interest of the $5,000,000
appropriation. Measrs. I'nlmer and Davia, ba-
ing Republleans, ares confining their argu-
ments strictly to sentimentsl and business
aapects, while Judge Altgelt is andeavoring lo
convinee his Demoeratic brethron that If the
apiroprintion {s defeated by Demoeratic votes,
as it will ba il dofeated at all, It will vory seri-
ously hurt the party in Iliinois amd through-

out the country genernlly. On this point

WHISKEY BMUGGLER.

Quenec, July 21.~Bloodslied s feared on the
lower Bt. Lawrenos Itiver betwoen the revenus
officera of tho Dominlon Governmant and the
band of whiskey amugglers who have so long
carried on an uninterrupted trade In thae
waters of the Guif of 8t. Lawrence. On July 1
Capt, Josoph Douchard, the recognized chief
of the amugglers, loft 8t Plerre, tha eapital of
the Islands of 8i. Plerre and Miquelon, in a
Inst malling schooner, laden with some $00,000
worth of smuggled apirite, princlpally whiskey.
Four othier large londed schoonars followed
Capt. Douchard, nll aiming for this port. The
Uovarnment erulser Constancs received Infor-
matlon from Et. Plerre of the salling of the
smuggling Meet, and took up her station near
tho mouth of the Bt. Lawrenoce, where it was
hoped to Intereept Douchard.

On July B whe Constanco came up with
Douchard's vessel and ordered the smugglers
to “henve ta” The men on the ernlser wore
bheat fo quarters, but when tha Constance
ranged alongaide Capt. May found himaelf op-
posed to a crew of Afty srougglors, armed with
Winehester rifies, and prepared to offer re-
glstance, Tha smuggler's armament was
greater than that of the crulser, wiich dld not
attempt to enforee its order and put Into
llimouekl, where re-enforcemonts were sent
for.  Aveordingly, o detachment of twenty
men from B Battery, Quebtee, commanded Ly
Capt. Fnrley, nlong with two Aftesn-poundara,
wore deapatched down tho riverin the cruiser
Alert. Intho menn time Capt. Bouchard had
tlipped past Loth erulsers and got Into lsle
Coudre, Nty millos below Quaboe, whare he
fornd means to dispose of his entive enrgo.

Tha crulsars Lo Canadienne, l?onntanco. and
Acadin rondezvoused] at the month of the Kt

mwrenees for tho Tunu.m of watehing the four
veeegls following Bouchard, One of thess ves-
aule, however, oalled at Grindstone Island, in
the Magdalon group, Here she was solzed b
Hevenus OfMeer Jonas unid her cargo, value
at 15,000, conflscatad, One of her eonsorts
wis chinsed out to sca by Jonas and aaca{m‘l.
but was afterward eaplured with another
smugkling schooner at Bersimis, These yea-
wals oontalned $40,000 worth of apirite. The
fuuril, sehooner, the Willle, Capt. Bohin, war
also seized by La Canadienne near Mingan, off
the New Brunswiek eoast.  All thess sclzures
have hesn effected within the Iast few days.

Now the combined forvos of the thros Gove
ernment cruisers aro directed against Capt.
Houchard, who I8 expectod to make & bold
atand. Ilisa schooner is a Nova Neotin bullt
ernlt, and the swlitost of her kind on Canadian
waters, haviog becen bullt expressly for the
smuggling trade, Douchard I:Tmuel Is o des-
perado, and a typical smugeler of tha old
achool. His rotrent at Isle Coudro will at once
bo invested iy tho three cruisera.

! Giovernment tug Florence, with soma

revenus oillosrs, nltoms'-iqd to nrrest Bouchard
at Isle Courdre early this morning, but were
repulred without bleodshed.

be Inspected undor this order of tha Sucre-
tury of Stute was the Oterl hersell. She wns
penrehald  thoroughly in order to discover
whether thers wore any arims or fllibusters
nlonrd.  To pravent these being slipped after
tho Inspectlin, the Uterl was cerortod to the
mouth of the river by the revenus cutter
Bmith.
