Thoy e en led O'Donnell to remark
that ho was having harder work to got I (J to
jail than to keep out of It. O'Donnoll and Boss
enmo to Pittsburgh on a train leaving Home-
stead nbout 8 o'clook. On a trnln leaving
Pittsburgh nt about tho sumo hour Constable
Webber Btarted forHomestcnd to arrest thorn.
O'Donnell and Boss wont directly to the office
of tlioir lawyer on their arrival hero, and Con-

stable Webber went directly to tlio offtco of
tho Advisory Committee on reaching Homo-stea- d.

Mr. O'Donnell was execodingly
and In good spirits. Ho evidently

felt that ho would bo rolansed on bail without
much trouble. He snid ho was exceedingly
gratified with the results so far reached during
his visit to Now York.

When ho heard that a chargo of murder had
leen prefernd ,against him ho returned at
onco to surrender himself as soon as he could
do so niter tlnUhlng his buslnoss. O'Donnell
said that ho Intended to roturn to Now York
when ho cot ball, nnd that ho expected that
tho result of his conferenco with certain per-

sons there would lead to a satisfactory ending
of tho strike.

After making tills llttlo spooch O'Donnell sat
back in his chair and thought ho was ready to
clvo himself up. Lawyer Brennan was not in
his office. O'Donnoll nnd Boss sat around for
half an hour, and then went out Thut'was
tho last heard of them until about 11 o'clock.

TO TUSK AUK J.AnaKLT 1IVK 3 UK
HIIIIKKS AT UOUEHTKAD.

Soatbera Compaalaa to Boors Town Lata
TIave Ball! aad Run Faraaeea Hetmrf.
leaa or PraBI-Th- la Beat rrieaa of Iron
tlona-T- ht HlldlaK W Reale.

Bouthern oompatltlon Is causing a great
change In the Pennsylvania Iron business, nnd
Indirectly Is the result of a number of strikes.
Until tho last fow years the Pennsylvania Iron
men had almost a monopoly of the Iron busi-

ness in the United States. Their furnacos hnd
been In operation for forty years under the
same owners and the same workmen. The
price ot Iron had varied from tlmo to time, but
the owners and tho workmon profltod or suf-

fered togethor by tho variations In prlco
through tho workings of the sliding scalo of
wages. During tho war. and for ton years
attorward. owners nnd workmen mado money,
as Pennsylvania had almost n monopoly of tho
Iron business, and tho demand was large
enough to tako att the supply at profitable
prloes. The furnaoos woro not of largo capac-
ity oompared with the big furnaces in opera-
tion now. and they woro scatterod through tho
Btato Instead ot being consolidated tn small
cities and large villages.

Bomo features of the old-tim- e Pennsylvania
furnaoe corresponded to tho Bouthern planta-
tions of tho slavery days. The family or tho
fow families which owned the furnaco owned
also the ore banks and limestono quarrlos
near by, from which tho furnaoe waa supplied,
and also usually had an Interest In tho coal
mines which furnished the fuel. The furnace
was br a llttlo village near stream, whence
the water supply camo. Tno workmon had
their own housos, with halt an aoro of ground
for a garden, and a large front yard filled
with flowers. At tho head of tho strcot
tho foreman and skilled workmen llvod,
whllo tho superintendent had a honso
and grounds near by, and tho owners
lived on a big farm within short walking dis-

tance. The cost of living to tho workmen was
not as much as it Is now. as thoy raised tholr
ownvogotablos, cbtckons. plgs.and fruit With
their wages thoy bought tholr clothos and
other suppllos which thoy could not ralso
thomselvos. The furnaces had a capacity of
fifteen and twenty tons a day, whllo there are
furnacos now with ton times this dally output

Discoveries ot Iron ore. llmostone. and lnrgo
veins of coal In the Eouth. comblnod with tho
Southern town boom, huvecrowdod out almost
nil theso old-tim- e Pennsylvania furnaces.
Bouthern competition has not Interfered with
tho higher products of manufacture in tho
iron and steel business, as thore nro fow steel
works, structural Iron works, or other works
which turn out the higher grndos of Iron and
steel In the Bouth, a region which has not yet
educated tho workmon to thla higher grade ot
work for which pig Iron Is the raw ma-

terial. The numbor of furnaces was increased
in tho South away beyond the limits ot profit
us has been shown by the frequent failure and
ropeated sales of such properties. Almost all
tho Bouthern town companies thought
that a furnace was tho first requisite for a
town, nnd thnt as soon as a furnace was built
tho peoplo would come, yielding a profit from
tho sale of lots more than onough to make up
tho posslt le loss on the furnace. Thus many
ot the. companies laid out tholr towns with a
furnaco annex. The result was that furnaces
sprang up all over tha Bouth without regard
to the chances ot tholr proving good business
invostments by themselves, and thoy havo
been kept running at a slight profit, or even a
Ins. In order to keep tin the town, whon a
Pennsylvania furnace underslmllarcunditlous
would havo shut down.

'1 hose town furnace companies have pro-
duced so much pig iron that good quality pigs
can bo bought In the Mouth ns low as $U a ton.
a price below the rate at which nine-tenth- s of
theoid Pennsylvania furnacos could afford to
operate. Even with tho facilities nnd the

'cheap labor of the houth. their prices oro less
than many of the companies can stand.

furnaces whh-- h have changed
hands three times in four years. Of tho five
Mieftleld furnuces only ono Is running to its
full enpacit). In places like Dlrminuhnni nnd
tho other Iron towns of tho South, the furnacos
nro either closed or running below tholr pos-
sible production, the only exceptions being in
a few favored localitlep. Somoof the furnaces
thnt are running a-- e making no monoy.

This Southern town boom business was over-
done, and almost allot the booms havo petered
nut. Involving n loss to the people who bought
the lots at the high prices of n few years ago.
Though tho demand for iron has boon greatly
stimulated by tho low prices, it has not

to tho point of nborbing all thu pro-
duction of these Southern furnacos if they
wore to run ut full time. Thon tho failure of
Bonioof tho town companies has nITocted tho
furnaces owned I y the men composing theso
organizations. They need money. and instead
of storing their product nnd holding It for
hotter tlmos. 01 shutting down for repairs and
waiting until the market improved, as the old
I'umsylvnnla companies wero In the habit of
doing, the) havo irowded tholr produetioi
und ronllyil forensh as qulokly ns they could,

Iioth tho nianufiif Hirers and the workmen
adopted tho sliding scale to nrovont con-
stant iHbor troubles. Tho price of iron
and steol products fluctuates greatly, and un-
der n system of pay by tho day or piece tho
workmon weroronstnntlystrlklng.togut high-
er wages when the market prlco wont up or to
prevontn reduction in their wages when tho
jiiatket price foil. Tho workmon did notthlnk
it was fair thnt thoy should bo paid no moro
when tlio pr ho love, an,i the manufacturers
naturally sought to reduce wages whon tho
market price of their product fell. Tho result
was a sue cession uf strikes and lockouts, such
ovonts taking nlncoat almost evory material
alteration In the mnrkot price.

It was thus that the sliding scale camo to ho
adopted, and Uh workings, though by no means
wholly satisfactory, havo boen productlvo of
fewer strikes than the old system. Thero
rarely is troublo when tho market prlco is
high, ns tho manufacturers' profits incroaso at
the samo tlmo tho workmon's wngos Increase.
Itocently tho mnrkot prlco has been vibrating
around tho minimum or tho sliding scale, and
nt tho tlmo of tho llomostoad lockout it was
below tli minimum, so that the workmen
were paid In tho scnlo hlghor than tho market
prlco of tho product. The manufacturers
sought to lower tho minimum so ns to make
tho workmon Rhnre In tho reduotion below the
minimum niuket price of tho scale. This was
onoof the points of contention.

It shows the way tho United Htatos are linked
together that tho town booms In Georgia.

rels of sugar n dny can be turned out Mr.
Knight was tho pioneer in importing molasses
and sugar fiom Cuba. He was intimately
connected with railroad and steamship In-
terests, nnd was tho nt of the
Guarantee Deposit Compnnv. In 1850 he
ran on tho American Whig nnd Keform ticket
for Congress in the old First district of Penn-
sylvania. Ho was for years one of the di-
