A. Hungarian Meet Ills Death a Kail-roa- d

Track la m Suspicion Manner.
Ntacz. July 2L At about 11:55 on Sunday

night lout, aa train BU of tho Erie main line
reached Bterllngton. the conductor nnd train
hands saw the body of a man lying on tho
traok. Stopping the train. It was found that
the man was dead. He proved to be John
Torkovskl, a Hungarian, who had worked at
Tuxedo Park. The romalns were taken to the
tower at Bterllng station, and Coroner Conklln
of Spring Valley was notified. Ho ompnnolled
a jury nnd adjourned tho Inquest to Monday
next. On Wodnesday the following story was
told by Mike Kmlak and tho wife of the dead
man at Spring Volley:

Mlko Krulak and three friends, all Hun-
garians, started from ItamsaTs for Tuxedo
early on Sunday morning. John Torkovskl.
n fellow workman, started for the same place
In tnenftornoon. his mission being to pay S.iu
that he had borrowed thero to pay his wife's
casnage to this country from Hungary, bho
arrived hero about throo weeks ago. Torkov-ek- i

paid the money, and he and Krulak Bturted
to return shortly nfter dnrlc taking the rail-
road track, both bolng pretty well loaded with
bcor nnd whlBkey. Shortly before they
reached Hterllngton. their feot becoming sore.
Torkovskl told Kruliik to go uhend for tickets.
Immediately nfter this an express train pass-
ed. and.Krulnk turned to look for Torkovskl.
He says' he s iw that ho was down on tie
ground, and thnt going back he found him
kicking and gasping nnd about dead.
Krulak went to tho station and found
it locked. He then started on a run
for ltamsaya for help and to notify the dead
man's wife, nnd reached there at about 1

o'clock. Tho wife and some friends then went
to the tower, whero the body had beon taken.
The cne looks very suspicious, and foul play
Is suspected, as JJr. D. II. Van Wngonen. on
examining the body, could ilnd no marks as
tlrough it had been struck by a train. The
only marks were a bruise on the forehead and
marks on the throat as though done with the
fingers of a man. The doctor b opinion is that
death was caused by concussion of the brain.

They
were in charge of five mounted mon nnd no
trouble was experienced until the neighbor-
hood of North Second street and Ilushwlck
avenue was reached.

crowded with factory .hands going to their
work.

X77JC BTlOTTtJtns BALTATT 3IIS8TXO AVD
TVEM CAFBIXHD BOAT JTOTOD.

Thsjf JLsft Ilero Tneedar la Their Naphtha
JLansch, Iloond for JUme Deach-ta- st
Been Battllns with tha Waves Or JFar
nockavray Their Boat Drifts Ashore.

Robert and Earnest Baltau. who left this city
Tuesday In tho naphtha launch Bob. bound for
Long Beach, aro supposed to have beon
drowned, and last night $200 was offered for
the recovory of elthor of the bodies.

They started from a boat house at the foot
of Eighty-sixt- h street in the afternoon to go to
the Long Beach Hotel, at which Robert Sal-tnu- 's

family Is stopping, and about 0 o'clock
that evening two men in a naphtha launch were
sighted from Far Rocknway making for Rook-awa- y

Inlet.
Two long sand bnrs guard the entrance to

the inlet and make Its approach dangerous
to porsons unfamiliar with tho eddies and cur-
rents thore. Tho outer bar is about three-fourt-

of a mile distant from the Inner one.
Those who sighted tho little craft from Far
Rockaway say Its occupants wore apparently
having a rough time.

A strong ebb tide was sweeping oceanward
out of the Inlet at the time, while a nasty
south wind raised big rollers on the bar. The
frail boat bobbed nbout like. a. cork In the
rough sea. tho big waves dashing ovor it at
timos. covering her with showprs of spray.

An experienced sailor would undoubtedly
hnve given up tho attempt to entor the Inlet
In suoh n wind nnd sea. and would novo
sought another harbor. The boat, howovor.
bravoly battled its way through the heavy
sea toward the Inlet. Darkness Bet In. nnd
soon the struggling boat nnd Its crow woro
lost to the watchers at Far llopknway.

Early tho iollowlng morning while Capt.
Van Wlcklen of tho Xpng Boneh g

station was Patrolling the Bhore of Last llock-awa- y

inlet, ho discovered a boat, bottom up-

ward, beating against the shoro. It was the
naphtha launch Bob. Capt Van Wioklon haul-e- d

tho boat up on the bench, and then, break-
ing open the lockers, found n valise.

From tho contents of the valise it was found
to bo the property of Robert baltau. All that
night hlswlfo hnd at at her window In tho
Long Beach Hotol llHtonlng to the pounding of
the surf, and straining hor eyes ocoanward In
the direction In which Bho thought her hus-
band's boat should appear.

Whon the news of Copt. Van Wlcklen's dis-
covery wiib mndo known to her next morning
she became almost frantic with grief, and

to believe that her husband and his
brother hnd perished. She found somo com-fo- rt

in the thought that they might possibly
have beon rescued by some passing boat.

Nothing wns heard from tho missing men
yeterdny. und the wort 1m now feared., Mrs.
baltau is still at the hotel with hor children,
waiting for nows of her husband and brother- -

Thos'e living along the beach say that thore
Is ecarcely a chanoe in a thousand that the
men were rescued.

It Is their belief thnt the hoat was capsized
on the Inner bar. nnd that the two men wero
drowned In the breakers that roll d over the
bar and their bodies corrlod eeawaril by the
ebbtide. Thoy say the wind could havo cur-

ried the boat inside the bar. As the currents
from tho bars all s t toward Far ltockawuy. It
Is predicted that the bodies will bo found near
there Inn day or so.

The launch is about 23 feet long and drnw;
3 feet of water. It was bought by Robert
Baltau sevoral weoks ago. and was called Bob
nfter his boy. Robert fc'altnu was a wealthy
morchant. doing business at 15 t.edar etreeU
He did an extensive trade with China, blnga-por- e,

and Calcutta.
He lived nt 131 West t.

and his house has been closed for the season.
He was an oxpoit swimmer, and his manager.
P. T. Betts, clings to the hope that Mr. baltau
and his brother may have been picked up by a
passing voel.

His brother, Ernest, hnd recently arrived
from Hamburg, nnd it wa Mr. baltau s Inten-
tion to take him to Niagara.

AOAXHtX X.A BEOALOftCITA.

Jostles Andrews Bay Tha tha As Pro.
hlkltlnc Ilsr Danclns; Is t'oaetttatlonal.

Tha constitutionality of soctlon 202 of tha
Tenal Code, under which Mrs. Charlotte Ewer
was arrested for permitting her

"King
Kaliko," at the Broadway Theatre, on JuneO,
has been upheld by Justlco Andrews of tho Su-

premo Court, who has dlsmlssod the writ of
certiorari obtained by Mrs. Ewer. It was con-
tended by hor counsel that tho act In prohibit-
ing children underfourteen years of age from
dancing, infringed on a parent's right to tha
services of his child, and abridged the child's
right to pursue a vocation. It was concoded
that the Btato had tho rlghtto prevontchlldren
from taking pnrtln indecontor Immoral ex-
hibitions or in nny employment whloh was In-

jurious to hoalth.
"Assuming." says tho Court, "that in the

present case nnd In some othor cases young
girls may be exhibited as dnncors without In-

jury to their health or morals, that fact does
not tond to establish that the act In question
IB unconstitutional. Tho Leglslnttirols vested
with the entire pollco powor possessed by the
people of this State, nnd It hnvlng boen deter-
mined that it is for tho Post Interest of the
State and of young girls thnt they should not
bo exhibited as dnncors before they roach the
age of fourteen yoars. its decision is final, and
Is not subject to roview by the courts upon tha
ground that the law infringes upon tho rights
of parents In somo particular cases."

Concerning the contention that the statute
Is a violation of tho liberty ot tho child, the
Court says:

"This claim socms to me to havo no founda-
tion whntevor. In this State, and in every
other civilized community, children are under
many liabilities. In most jurisdictions thoy
oannotmako contracts, their earnings belong
to their parents, to whom also they must rou-d- ot

obedience. They cannot marry before cer-
tain ages. They aro not allewcd to purchase
intoxicating liquors, nor to attend theatres
except In company with adults, and the malo
Infant Is not aliowod to vote until ho teaches
the age of twenty-on- e years. In view of thoso
nnd many othor restrictions which havo been
imposed upon the 'liberties' of infants. It is
certainly u most extraordinary doctrine and
ono which finds no support in our Constitu-
tion, that girls of tho age of seven yenrshavo
nn inaliennblo right to publicly exhibit them-
selves as dancers, of which thoy cannot bo

by an act of the Legislature."
Mrs. Ewer waived examination r.nd was held

for trial in tho polloe court, but was parolod bv
Justice Andrews in the custody ot hor counsel.
