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THE PINKERFON METHODS.

INVESITGQATION OF THEIR FPARY IN
THE HOMENTEAD RIOT.

The Monse Committee Sits In Washington
and Mecelven n Long Miatement from the
Plakerions, ard Then Puis Questions te
One of Them Which Are Muggested by
the Kalghts of Labor—Thelr Wayn of
Doing Business-Care In Thelr Meleetion
of Men and Thelr Siriet Instructions
to Them—-Sworn in as Ofcers Belfore
Being Permitted to CUnarry Firearms,

Wasmxoroy, July 22—=The sub-committes
of ths House CommIittes on Judioinry, oharged
with the investigntion of the Homostoad Iabor
jroubles, resumed its nossions In this olty to-
day. Robert A. Pinkerton of tho Iinkertor
Agoney was tha first witnesa called. His
brothar Willlam, and Messrs, Hayes, Wright.
and Dovlin of tho Knlghta of Labsr wors also
in nttendanca, Before the examination of the
witness was  hegun Mr. Devlin of the
Knlglits of Labor submitted twenty-four quas-
tions, which he wished the committes to ask
thie witness,

The ecommlittes went into secret sesslon to
eonslder the questions submitted by Mr
Devlin and also to consider a statement sub-
mittedd by the Vinkerton brothers. This was
the Pinkerton statemont:

T the dwliciary Camanittee of the Honse of Reprenenbatives ©

“You have asked us to appear hefore you
and testify in regard to the business con-
%m-ted h,l- s under the name of Pinkerton's

ational Detoetive Aeency. The presant in-
auiry by your committes arises from tho re-
cuht deplorable aventa at Homestoad, in the
Atnte of Pennsylvanin, and wo wre informed
that a statement on our part of our connocs
tion with steikes and of the general mothod
of carrying on this branch of our business
will pld the committes in ita investigation.

“Tho ageney was founded in 1850 Ly the
Into Allan Piokertos, and during the list
twonty years it has freanently furnished

rivato watchmoen to protect the property of
rmltvlllunln nnd corporations durlng strikes,

“The men employed by us in thisstrike
work aro solectad with great eare anl only
after n full investigation of their ehiractors
and anteeodents.  Nobt a single instnnen cnn
be cited whore wo huve knowingly crmiployed
unrelinble or untrustworthy men, or whare
uuy of our watohmen have beon convicted of
a erime. Moroover, we have seldom permitted
our witehmoen to carry arms lor the purposo
of protocting property and 1ifo unless they
wore authorized by the :-r-.-r-nr logal nuthoris
ties or sworn in ns doputy sherifls

“Our men have never wantonly or reckloss-
Iy firod n singlo shot In any of thess atrikes,
and have used thelr arnis only as_ the lnst
extromity In order to proteet life.  Wo liave
consistently refused to permit our watehmen
to besr arms withont speoinl logal nuthority
or u8 |!.r-|-utf sherifls, sven when on privite
}.m.wrlr. and we hnd no Intentlon of varylog

rom this rule in the Homostend sirike,

*When ficat requested to send watchmen to
protect the plant und property of the Carneglo
Bteel Company, Limited, we rofusod to do so
unless all our mon wore sworn In as deputy
rherilTs before going to Homestend. Wo wara
then nssured that tho Sheriff of Allegheny
county, 'n., knew that our men wern going to
Homestead to act ns wuatehmen and to guard
the property of the compauy und protect its
workmon from violence.

*We were lurthor assured that the Sheriff
haa promised, immedintoly upon anv outhirenk
or disturbanee, to deputize nll our watchmnoen
as Sherifl's deputlea I It became necessary
for the protectiun of 1ife and property.

* On that condition uply Jid we consent lo
furnish about 300 watchmen., A large num-
Ler of these men were uur regulur smployees,
who eould be thoroughly trusted for integrity,
crudence, and sobriety. The remuinder waere
men whom we employed from Lime to time or
who were known and recommended 1o us,
They did not go Into the Btate of Pennarlvanla
as an armed body or fores, and we should not
huve permitted or nsssnted to this. Thers
waa no Intention or purpuss whitever of arm-
ing them until they ware on the property of
the compony at Homoestead, snd until and
unloss they hud been sworn In ns the Bheriil's
doputies.

The Sherlff'a chie! doputy, Gray, nccom-

fed our men, belng on the tug towing the

arges, and it was Jistinetly understood thut

he had authority to duly deputize them in
case of necessity. I'he hoxes containing the
wrms and smmunition were shipoed from Chi-
ecago, and were to bo delivered atthe Home-
luudlznrdn. The instructions to our men
wore that they shiould not b armed unless
praviously deputized by the Sherifl.

*As o motter of fact, tho boxes on board the
barges wero not opeoed and the arms and nm-
munition wera not distributed nntil after the
strikers had commencad firlug on tho wateh-
men and it beeame evidont that it was u mat-
ter of sell-defence for lif: or death.

“HKlnin had been murdersd by the strikers
and about five other watehmen shot and
wounded befors our men hegan their lire in
self-delence. Even then It was impussible to
altempt to shoot those firing at the bargos,
beenuss the strikers made n breastworks for
themselves by placing womon snd ehildren In
front and firing from behind them. Not o
single woman or ¢hild was Injured by our men,

“When our men surrendered the lenders of
thestrikers solemnly promised full protection
to property nod [ife. They knew that our men
surrendared beeauso the woundii reguired
attention and for the purpose of Baving lucther
loss of Ille.  After the surrendor nll cur men,
fncluding the wounded and holploss, were
brutally veaten awnd robbed by the strikors,
and the lenders mado no real or honest effort
to protect them. Our moen wers robhed of
watehos, |un1mi'. elothing, 1 foact everything,
and thon merellessly elulibed nnd stoned,

“Connora, unable to move or defend hilmsolf,
was deliberntely shot by one of tho strikers
und then elubbied. Edwards, also wounded
and halpless, wus elubbed by anothior striker
with the buttond of n musket. Doth died, and
subsequently another watehman became li-
sune and committed suleldo ns n result of the
tonrful beating alter having surrendored,

*All our men wero more ur less injured. Tho
nots of the strikers alter our men surrendered
would ho o disgrace to savagos. Yot, Leewuss
done in the name of organized Americnn Inbor,
sympuathy, If oot eneourngement, I8 shown for
aueh deods by part of the press and Ly politd-
cal domngoguis.

“Wu do not shirk responsibility fur uny of
our pets in this or auy other strike, The com-
ing trials ought to bring out the truth and up-
hold the law. Our actions will then be sliown
to have been legal from beginning to ond,
Whatever may bo the prosent nrojudice agalinst
our ngency, wo shall pationtly wait the soboer
rollection of the country, in the condoencs that
the eovrmity of the er)!lf and outrage done to
our men at Homuestead will be ultimutely
racognized, nlthough the oxamplo will fin the
wiean time have caused incalealabde injury to
the community,

“The principle Involved 1s ol mors lmpor-
tanou than nee tho merlts of thd pressnt con-
troversy hetweon the Carnegle Compnny and
its workmen, We have no guarrel with or-
ganized Intior, and they hinve no oauso of eom-
plaint ngaiost us, except inso Inras they at-
templ to destroy property and lite, und 1o vio-
lage the law.

It the owners of mills, lactorier, mines,
railronds, and other valuabile rl'l'lltﬂrlf siannot
omploy watehmen to protect life and property,
then wll enpitnl so invested Is practically at the
muerey of searet Inhor organlyations, whose
tyennny and despotism excoml auything ever
snown in the history of the waorld, ) heso so-
ecivtles  intimidate whobe communitivs by
threats of surder. aud are detormined upon

RARON BELLIERE TIRED OF PATYING.

Tie Allows His Heot Mugnr Interests In
Cannda 1o IMa for Lack of Funds,

MoxTtneat, July 22,-Curlous revelations of
the doings of Daron Raymond Sellitro have
been broughtto light through the failure of
tne Farnham Beet Root Bugar Company. The
compnny, which has just collapsed with liabil-
fties of $50,000, had as its founder the Baron,
whosa money was supposad to be at the back
of the econcern. The disruption of this com-
pany ruins ths beet root sugar industry of

Quelisn, which the Government had vainly
%iﬂl'i‘il\tu promote at the instigation of Daron
ellitre.

Earon Relllers, who In Docembar last mar-
ried Mrs. Livermore, n wenlthy New York
widow, was originally the posswssor of great
wealth, having bean begqueathed the sum of

four milllon france. He had n splendld resi-
dence in 'aria on the Champs Elysde. near
palneethe

his sister,the Princoss Bugan, whoss
Anarchists, during the recent Lavavhol riots,
attempted to destroy with a dynamite homb.
The Baron first oame to Amerien In 1588, and
uring his visit epent somo Ume In New York
and San Franolsco. bringing up in Montreal.
Ho boosnme very slek here, and, returning to
Paris, was Incarcerated by his relatives in
the Molupe Insane Asylum, just outside of
Purin, where ho remalned a considornble Lime.
When relensed an examination of hls affairs
dlscloned e fnet that his entirs fortune had
been dissipsted, and he was sent out to Amer-
ies with only o few thousand franes in his pos-
session. He visited Canada In 1880, and, ra-
turning to France promoted & company with
pome 5,000,000 enpital to nnrrr on the best
root sugur industry intho provines of Queboe,
His sister, the I'rincoss Sagan and soveral
Fronch nobilities invesated in the Baton's yon-
ture. o acidred the Farnham Best Root
Bugar Factory at Hertheir, got tho Govern-
ment bounty, and started the business. The
factory did well forn while, nnd lest year the
Baron drow 8,000 profits, 1o the mean time,
hnwever, he had met Mrsa. Livermore, whom
he wedded. The Baron and his bride took up
their reeldonce In 'arls, nnd henesforth his
solicitude for tho beet root Industry declined.
The Farnham factory was run in the name of
Baron Belliire and Alfrod Musey, who camae
here from France in the Interests of the syndl-

cate.

It is alalmed that It was the [allure of the
Baron to advance the money necassary for the
oparations of the factory thut caused the col-
lapse of the company.

FroxteNAc, THOURAND IsLANDA, Tuly 22, —The
managears of Thousand Island Park, the Meth-
odlst assembly on the 8t Lawrenos River, are
in confliot with tha Faderal Government. The
Park Aesociation are at presant doing oon-
slderable work back of the Tabernacle, and
In ordor to obtain workmen as cheap
as possible, F. G, Weeks of ERkanenteles,
Chalrman of the Exeoutive Committes of the
Park Asaoclation communicated with B. Blroh
of Kingston, Ont,. naking him to look up four
men eapable of doing drilling and send them
down the river to the park. Men to do sunh
work In Amerioa are pald £2.50 to $3 per day,
while In Canada there are plenty ready to s
copt $1.50.

Birch accordingly looked up the men as de-
slred, and sent the party down the river on the
Canadlnn steamer Bpartan. When they landed

at Thousand Islnnd Park Custom House OfMoer
Gates questioned thom as to thelr destination,
nnd inquired of them what they were golng to
doat the park.
