IBS AMOXB AT JTRAirKFOBT.

A BIb Aatleae Warmly rcis the isiit.asm BlaKsrs Tksrr,
FBlNTtronT, July 2a-T- he journey from

Stuttgart to Frankfort yesterday wa one of
the most delightful parts of the European trip
of tho Arlonltes, The party stopped over at
Heidelberg for four hours to see tho eastle and
to drlvo atonic the Neckar. They wore met at
the station by representatives of the Heidel-
berg singing societies, who escorted them
through the city.

The party arrived nt Frankfort at 0 T. M
and at the Central station recelvod an ovation
from tho Frankfort slngors not equalled since
their arrival In Vienna. The open space be-
fore the station was filled with thn city's
musical societies, who, through several speak-
ers, extended to tho Americans a hearty wel-
come

This afternoon the Arlonltes cave nn open
air concert at the Talm Garden. About 7.000persons wero present. There was no solo
singing. Tho chorus, despite the fatigue of
the trip from Stuttgart was In splendid con-
dition, and was cheered repeatedly.

JTrsaa Ward's fllsysr Will Nevar ha alaeed
on Trial TJsless the Kspsrt Testimony
he Thrown Ont-T- hls Result Usds Ap-

parent at Teaterday's Bssslos,
Mem-pitis- July 2(V. Alice Mitchell will never

be tried for the murder of Freda Ward unless
Judge Dubose practically tells the jury In his
charge to pay no heed to the medical testi-
mony already submitted. It will be Impossible
for nny other verdict to be arrived at since
the only medical expert summoned by tho
State has emphatically pronounced the girl
Insane, as did his brother, who testified forth
defence. Dr. G. B. Sal of this city, who made
a specialty ot the study of noivousand brain
diseases under eminent European specialists,
was the first witness called His testi-
mony was practically the same as that ot Drs
Turner and 81m, who preceded htm yesterday
and Snturday.

In n the only point scored
bythoStato was that Alice seemed to know
rerfectly well what sho was doing In all her
acts Immediately preceding and following
tho murder. Whoroas the dofonoo's theory
lias been that she did not

Then came Dr. J. H. Callender, Medlea
Superintendent of the Central Insane Asylum
ot Nashville, who was ono of the experts in the
Gultenu eaHe. Dr. Callender not only promptly
gave his opinion that Alice Mitchell was In-

sane, but gavo his reasons very fully, deduc-
ing his opinions from tho life ot the girl from
the time of her making the acquaintance of
Freda down to the present

Taking Into account the presumption ot in-

sane tendency tn tho family, he showed how
such n taint was liable to be transmitted from
mother to child. This Insano temperament so
Inhorited might remain latent thioughout
llfo; it might develop as hysteria, neuralgia,
or some other form of nervous disease, or by
an exciting cause it might at any time broak
out In a violent explosion such as occurred in
Allco Mttcholl's case. With such a subject
a strong girlish attachment for one of hor
own sox, formed at or about the period of
puberty, a critical period with all females,
might develop, and appeared to have done so
In this case, into an intense, ardent attach-
ment such as Is common only between those
ot oDPosito soxos. This love being enlor-talne- d

hecatno a ftxod delusion, leading her to
tho belief that .site could contrnct a matri-
monial alliance with thn obioctof her affec-
tions. Her whole moral being was wrapped
up In this unnatural attachment and she be-
came n true sexual pervert.

It did not follow, the witness said, that such
attachments were proof of Insanity, but tho
fixed delusion that she could marry this girl
and eet up as the man of tho household wns
an insane delusion such as tlie mind eould
not control. Such unnatural attachments, the
witness said, wore Invariably more ardent
mnro passionate than natural attachments.

Then coming to the enforced separation, the
witness described how it worked on the de-
fendant's mind so that it becamo unbearable-Sh-e

became Insanely jealous, she became
melancholy, so much so as to hecome ob-
servable; still tho delusion remained and the
idea arose toprevontln thn most despouite
manner, the possession nt her loved one by
nnotlitr. Miu became -- ecretive. stole her
father'- - razor, possessed with tho imperative
conception that she must tike life. 'J his

conception held her will power in
abeyance and sho was unable to control her
irresistible impulse to kill. In an Interview
tho defendant had told tho witness that her
Intention was to follow Freda to tho boat, and
after killing hor to cut her own throat

The wltnesaaskod her why sho did not do
this, and her reply was characteristic. She
said she had forgotten all about it. Ho found
an utter absence of remorse for her doed. Mio
Beeraed contented and freo from care: she
slept and ate well, nil of whloh further con-
vinced him of her Insanity. From the strong
scientific presumption of inherited Insanity,
with hor unnatural affection for one of her
own sox. her fixed delusion that she could
contract a marriage with her, as well as hor
demeanor since tne homicide, he was of the
opinion that the defendant was insano and
irresponsible.

Her form of mania was generally Incurable
to this extant that while she might remain
harmless the. rest ot her life, yet a groat-grief-

,

a disappointment any exciting eauso might
develop a homicidal or suicidal outbreak at
anytime. He thought her a nt subject for se-
clusion In an asylum.

On n tho witness said ho
saw nothing in her face to indicate insanity,
hut he added that many nn idiot hnd a regular
Wehsterian head. Ho was firmly eonvlneed
that her demeanor in jail was not simulated. It
could not be. since her improved physical
health told that she was not suffering from re-
morse.

This evidence from such a source had an
evident effect alike on the jury and audience,
but the State's Attorney had wore in store for
hun. He had summoned Dr. Michael Camp-
bell, founder and superintendent of the East-
ern Asylum for tho Insane, a Stato
at Knoxville. to examine the defendant on the
State's behalf. On taking tho witness stand
he pronounced himself, if possible, moreemphatically than had his predecessors ot the
opinion that Allco Mitchell was Insane. He
went further. All of the testimony heretofore
had been based on the hypothetical case, or on
examinations hold some time back.

Dr. Campbell pronounced tho girl Insane at
this moment, incapable of discussing her cae
with her attorneys so as to conduct her de-
fence in a crlmlnnl trial for murder. Thoonly brought forth a more
omphalic alllrmatlonof his opinion.

Thin closed the caso for the defendant, and
court adjourned till when Mr. and
Mrs. Vol!; man and perhaps other wltnesss
for tho btato will be put on the stand.

Kveu thoroughly respectable women,
said to have bought whiskey at drug stores for
family use. were examined as possible wit-
nesses.

All last Thursday church bells tolled and
the temperance people knelt In each edifice of
worship, beseeching Divine aid for their
cauoo. Meanwhile their spotters were busily
at work outside. The temperance people this
time played what thoy believed to bo a trump
card. The Hev. Mr. Candee. pastor of the
Baptist Church here, a bright young man
who presides over a fashionable oongrogatlon,
like Dr. l'arkhurst ot New York, had sallied
forth toiii'pirea crime, with the result that
La Prarie was put on trial yesterday charged
with selling tlie cleigyman a half pint of alcohol
on July 1,'i Mr Candeo had raid ten cents for

mocked when the idea of his having tasted
the stulT wak mentioned In court. A lury of
solid business nma returned a verdict ac-
quitting La Prarie.

So the men who soil drink and those who
buy their waius made jolly together last
night, 'Fireworks were sot off. nnd the saloon
men put foith glassosand bottles at their own
expense, f'ulton has determined to be u n re-
generate, nml a univeisal sigh of relief has
arisen from the town.

Her Escort So Drnuk at the Time that no
Dors Nol Recollect It.

The Inquest In tho case ot Miss Emily
Thorno of 122 Jefferson avenue, who was run
over by a Manhattan Beach train at the sta-

tion In Atlantic nnd Nostrand avenuos. Brook-
lyn, on the night of July 7. was held last night
by Coronor ltooney. Miss Thorne was return-
ing from Manhattan Beach with William It.
Huntington of H.'TTompkinsavenue, nnd both
got off the train at this station. As tlie tialn
was leaving tho station Miss Thorne fell off
the station platform undor a car. and one of
her leflte was so badly mangled that It had to
be amputated.

Her escort was so drunk that he
was placed under arrest. He gave a fictitious
name, and nearly two weeks elapsed before
his identity wns established.

He testllled last night that lie met Miss
Thorne at UP. M. on the day of tho accident,
and accompanied her to Manhattan Bench.
They drank considerable, and ho was so much
under the influence of liquor that ho had no
recollection of what took place at the station.
Ono of the witnesses testified that a portion ot
the platform was rotten and that for some
days repairs had been la progress at the sta-
tion. The jury brought In a verdict of death
from accidental Injuries, and two jurymen had
a supplementary statement added, censuring
the Long Island Ilallroad Company for nothaving the station in a safe condition and not
making proper provision for the protection1 ot
passengers during the doparture of the trains.

It Plnnged Playfally Into n Pond After a
Htlek, Crossed the Pond. Ran lint Irrte
on the Opposite Hhore, and Then Re
creased the Pond In a Rnkld Condition.

Charles Klein, the eight-year-ol- d son of John
Klein, a jeweller, ot 247 Greonwlch street, this
olty, was bitten on the arms. legs, and body
by a mad dog nt Hutton Park, West Orange,
yesterday morning. Frederick Mlllor nlso. 10
years old. tho son of the owner of thu dog. was
badly bitten, and both children will be sent to
the Pasteur Institute In this city Mr.
Klein lias a summer house In West Orange,
and next door Uvea Frederick Mlllor. a
plumber, who owns a blooded bull bitch, Tho
dog was given to him when It was a puppy,
three years ago. and he has raised It it was
always gentle, and the children in tho neigh-
borhood havn played with It and taken It out
for runs ever since It camo Into Mr. Miller's
possession.

Yesterday morning at nbout 10 o'clock little
Freddie Miller camo out othts house loading
the dog by a chain. Ho whlstlod forroung
Klein, and when the latter camo out told him
that he was going to take tho dog to Hutton
Park, which Is a short distance up the moun-
tain, to glvo It a bath, Klein got his mother's
permission and started off with him. On tho
way the two boys met Wllllo Ban-

ister, and he joined them. On nrrlvlng at
Hutton Park the boys went straight to tho
pond, and after removing the dog's collar and
chain, threw n Btlckinto the water nnd sent
the animal in after it. Tliore wero a numbor
of Italians at woik in tho vicinity, and they
gatlioiod nt tlio edgo of tho pond to watch tho
dog swim. Instead of going for tho stick tho
animal swam directly across the water to tho
other side. and. tunning up on land, ran
around so vol nl tlmos in a circle ntid then
plunged Into tho water and started back for
his young master. It lauded near where tho
Italians stood, and whon ono of them at-

tempted to pat It on the head It snarled and
Biiniipod nt tho man, who, with tho rent of tho
Italians, then gavo It n wide berth.

Tho three boys laughod when the Italians
fell back, and walking up to the dog. set out
to get it to go into tlio water again. It rofuaoil,
and kept backing away from thorn, Bhowlug
its teeth and snarling. Tlio boys were too
young to perceive the dog s condition. Klein
grabbed It nronnil tlm body, wllllo Miller stood
ready to adjust Its cullar and chain. Banister
stood at n distance. The dog wrenched Itself
loose nnil gripped Klein's leg. It held on
while tho hoy yelled with pain and fright. His
two companions tiled In vain to make the dog
lot go. 1'in.illv Miller hit the dog on the back
with n stick. The animal then let 6" of hloln.
nnd turning on his young muster, hit hlni sev-
eral times on the arms and legs. The Banis-
ter boy took to his heols. and Miller, as soon
us the dog lot bo of him. followed suit. Tho
animal didn't follow olther. but returned to
where tlio Klein boy stood rooted totheground
with fear and attacked him again.

The little fellow was totally unable to cope
with tho animal, and tho latter bit him ngain
and again on the nrms. legs, and body. Ho
fought the dog as hard as ho was able, sorenm-inga- ll

tho timont the top of Ids voice. About
half a mil" away from tho pond two laborers.
Hugh McCartney and Ftniik Chapman, were
ntwoik. They heard the screams, but at first
paid nontteptin.i to them. As the cries kej)t
up. however, tliov loit their work and started
to see what was the matter.

When they an lied at the pond thev snwa
sight which McCartney saisniado cold sweat
Ktiind nut a I over him. The Klein tmy was
staggering around vainly endeavoring to ward
oft the dog's attack". The latter, frntli stream-
ing from 11- 1- mouth, was evidently trying to
get a grip on the lad's thront. It kept spring-
ing nt it. but the boy managed to keep his
ai me in front of his faco and neck. Somo dis-
tance olT stood tlio other two beys, wllllo about
a hundred lards away from them stood the
group of Italians.

McCartney picked up n stono and tried for
Bever.il mlnir.es to get a eh.inco to strike tho
dog with it without hitting tho bov. Ho didn't
get such a chance, however. Things were
getting with hleln. Chapman
picked up a big jagged rock, and thou

gralmed the dog by the neck. Despite
its struggles he held hist. The animal turned
its head to thu right and tn tho leit In an en-

deavor to get hold of the mans hand. Its
struggle didn't last long, however, for Chap-
man managed to hit it a gond blow on tho
head wltn tho stone. This stunned the dog.
nnd before it could rocovortho two mon killed

When they turned around to look for Klein
he was lung In a faint on tho ground, his
clothing was covered with dust. mud. aud
Mood, lie wiu-- removed to nnd the
Miller boy to his. Dr. Leon Tlsler cnutorized
the wounds, and while ho thinks the Miller
bov will recover, he has much doubt about lit

I tie Klein. 'Ibodi'g bit him in ten different
places, I osldes which ho suffered a terrible

Mr. Miller wns greatly affected last night
"I neior thought tho dog would blto. be

said. "I raised him from a pup and ho was
always good tempered and gentle. IT anything
surinus come fiom this 1 will never forgive

Mr. Klein said last night: "I donothlama
Mr. Miller or anybody olse for the affair. It
was one of tho, nceiuents which will happen,
and we can only hope for tho best. Jly boy's
condition is tei rlble. but It cannot bo helped."
