While there Is nn divergence of senttment
orof political conviction among Democrats,
North or South, East or West, respecting
tho obllgntlon of tho Federal Government
toasslst and.

But aa to exciting nny
Influence upon tho coming election, these
speeches will be of vory llttlo value on either
side. ThotarllTls not a decisive or oven a
momentous issuo. What Is to wake up tho
minds and stir tho blood of Americans
Is the Force bill nnd tho question of re
viving Negro Domination in the South. In
comparison with that, thotnriitls almost as
trivial as the silver question nnd tlio civil

reform question, which lmo both
sunk so fnr out of sight that Mr. Ci,r.vi
XiO'D did not onco mention them or alludo
to them in his remnrkablo notification
speech.

So long as there Is danger of Federal con-

trol of all our elections, and of Negro
Domination In sorno of tho Southern States,
tho tarifTis of no moro importance than tho
peculiarities of last year's ban est or of
next year's tides.

It Can Never Be.

That sagacious obsorvor nnd clear thinker,
Mr. Matthew Marshall, is of tlio opinion
that tho present tendency of society is to-

ward " a comploto orgauizatlon of ull woik-lugmo- n

on ono bide, confronting a com-

plete organization of employers on tho
othor," und that the dealings between
tho two forces, vililch muy bo called
lespeclivoly Labor nntl Capital, will
como to lesemblo deallugs between sov-eiei-

nations. "Tlio individual woik-ina- n

will bo reduced to the position of the
individual citizen of a nation, nud liko him
havo to submit to tho will of tho majority,
no matter what may bo his individual
preferences."

Such nn outlook is not plcnblng to tho in-

dependent notions of Matthkw Marshall,
and it must bo repuKlvo to overy man who
loves liberty nnd hates tyranny.' If tho
opposing forces of Labor and Capital bo
thus organized, wo shall havo two distinct
and llxcd classes. Tlio man who works
for wages will not bo an Individual froo to
govorn his own nffalrs, but a member of
tlio class of Labor aud subject to its domi-
nation. Ho may as well bo designated by
a numbor us by an Individual namo.

Belonging to tho class of Labor onco, a
man will bo likely to bolong to it always.
Son will follow father, and tho chances of
advancement which hlthorto havo stimu-
lated ambition and provoked Industry nnd
thrift will bo reduced grontly If not de-

stroyed. Tho tendonoy will bo towurd
class uniformity. Individual onterprlso
will bo discouraged in tho workman. Ho
will bo fastened to tho class of Labor nnd
will havo to submit to Its decisions. As
tlio class of Capital will bo his onomy,
so It will ttuat him as Its enemy.
Neither will havo any sonso of obliga-

tion to tlio othor. Tliero will bo no human
sympathy between thorn. It will boas it
thoracoof men wero dlvldod Into two dif-
ferent and distinct spoclos, the employers
and tho workorB.

Every man will be born Into tho ono
class or the other, and bis classification
will remain and bo distinguishable. It ho
is not a capitalist, ho will havo to join a
labor union In order to get his bread; and
he will bo obliged to submit to Its laws.
Ho will havo no freedom. Ho will bu bound
down to his class.

Can such a stato of society ovor como to
pass In this country aud this ogef Will
the individuality ot men ever Bubmlt to

such extinction? Will men consont
to como under tho tyranny ot Labor,
ovon a3 a romody for what thoy may
regard as tho tyranny of Capital ? Whllo
still subject to tho laws of trade, of domnnd
nnd supply, will thoy also, of their own free
will, subject themselves to tho despotism
of Labof ?

Tho instinct of freedom nnd tho prldo In
Individuality nro too strong among men for
thomovorto go down willingly into such
slavory and such

In 'I lielr Numbers.
WAsntNOTON, July 20. Tills year's Board of

Visitors to tho MIMInry Acadoiny has renewed
the recommendation of Its predecessor that
tho corps of cadet should bo enlarged by tho
legislation of Congress.

It Is questionable however, whether this Is
neoossarr or expedient. There have been
many diverse expressions of opinion on this
subject. (Ion. fliaut once fnld, durhicnvls.lt
to tho A.'ndcmr, thnt tliero ought to bo n thou-
sand cadots there: but this was probably a
hasty expression. Intended to show his nppro-elatio- n

of tho good wr.rk of the biiioal. If
proper menns woro taksn to sccuro ns ninny
cadots for the Acndomy ns the existing laws
nllow, there would not only be nhirue Increase
upon the number now there, but many more
thnn nro noedod for the vacancies In the nrmy.

Tho number of cadets nt tho dnto of Inst
yenr's rejmrtwns 284: the number nccordlng
to tho present report Is 250. But under tho
oxlsllng law thero might bo 1147. Tho stroncth
of the corps Is flxod at one from each Const ess
district, one from ench Territory, one from tho
District of Columhtn, nnd ten from thn United
States ntlnrge, these last being appointed by
the Tresldont. Tho trottblo Is. In the llrst
plnco. thnt somo Conjrrossmen fnll to select
cnndldntes for nppolntment from thnlr dis-
tricts, but, above nit. thnt t hey often select can-
didates who cannot pass tho examination.
Last yonr. for example, thcro wero seventeen
districts from which no appointments wero
mndo. Nino who woro appointed did not r;

nnd out of 120 who appealed for exami-
nation 3!) did not pass. Instend of nn nlternate
in each district, only (It In nil wore appointed,
nnd only 'M out of theso thought It worth
whllo to appear, nnd but sen of these wero
admitted. This Is a simple explanation of
why only 07 endots wore secured lost year to
fill 155 vacancies.

If Congressmen would Invariably make
their aprolntmonts In season, nnd If, as the
present Hoard suggests, thoy would appoint
not one alternate, ns hitherto customnry, but
two, wo should soo. ovon with no greater caro
in selections than now. a largo Increase in
the numbor that pass nnd In the sire
ot the clnssnit. This succestloa of two
alternates is, In fact, one of the best contribu-
tions of the present Hoard to tho discussion.

There Is ntiother point to romomber. With
the eomlng fnll elections tho incrcano lathe
number ot Concresnmeu will raise tho legal
strenuth of tho corps to 1171. Here is nn In-

crease of twenty-fou- r enduts annually made
certnin. Now, under the present system, with
all its deficiencies, there are actually enough
grnduntes every year to till the nc.inemsamong tho Second l.leutcnnnts of the army.
In the Inte assignments it was oten noccssary
to appoint additlonnls in some branches of the
Bervlco. ns tho nctunl vacancies bad been
tilled. Each year, nlso, there is a certain num-
ber of enlisted men to tic commissioned niter
examination for promotion. It is, therefore,
snfo to sny thnt, with the Incrense of twenty-fou- r

to be mndo tinder the next Conuress
moro cadots will tin graduated

each year than can find places in tho army,
unless thero shall bo a cutting down of tho
promotions among enlisted men, which would
not bo wise, or a permnnent inerease in tlio
number of ofllcers, for which no legielatiun
has yet been provided.

Another cause thnt Is likely to operate for
tho Increase In the number of cadets Is the
new system of examinations nt ninny different
plnces through tlio country. It has been seen
that last year nine principals and thiity-fou- r
alternates failed to report for examination at
West I'olnt It must lio evident that by hold-
ing examinations In illntnnt parts of the coun-
try, ns well as nt West I'olnt. tho number of
enndidatos who present themselves will ba
luerenson. especially among the alternntes.
With the chnnce of the failure of a principal,
the only one presented to uu alternate, it Is
nntur.il for him not to Iav out much time and
money in preparation and In trntol, tuttho
new system of local examinations, combined
with tho selection of two alternates, whero
this latter suggestion Is ndopted. must mako a
dlfTerenco In tho successful candidates.

tit 11 nnother menns of bringing up thn num-
ber of cadets to what Is now contemi latod by
law would be that of fixing nn earlier date for
the appointment of cnndldntes, and, on tho
failure of Concressmen to oxercls thnt privi-
lege, to give It to the President or tho Wnr De-
partment. This would Insuro ample time for
preparation, which would mean greater
chnnees of passing the examination-.- .

It should be sahl tliat of Into ye.us opinion
has tolerably well settled upon the plan ot in-
creasing tho number of cadets simply by giv-
ing tho 1'iesldent the appointment ot t- -n

cadets annually. Instead ot ten in four yeais,
as now. This would create nn incrense of only
thirty endets in the mnmlmum. liut tho com-
ing Increase of twenty-fou- r on account of thu
now Cougross apportionment, really seems
ln.e bnottgh in itself at present, smco there
has been no increase in thenuthorled fnreo of
ofllcers for the linn of the army. Altera year
or two of this increased number il will etltiie
