An Important Year In New Jorsey.

The politioal calendar for the next five
months Is chock full of Intarest for tha
Demoorats of Now Jersey. Outaide of the
Presidential canvass, they have a Demo-
oratio Governor to elect, A& Leglsinture
which will choose another Democrat to sue-
oood Rurvs BLopa®rT in tho Unlted States
Banata next March, and Doemocratie Con-
gressmen in at loast six of the cight dis-
tricts under the new apportionment.

At present, Now Jersoy has flve Domo-
erata and two Republicans in the Houso of
Reprezentatives. The effoct of the rodis-
tricting of tha State by the Legisinture of
1891 Is to ennblo the party, with ordinnry
prudence In its nominations and energy in
1ts eampnlgn, to sond slx Domocrats to Con-
groeas instead of five; and besldoe this igain,
It has a fighting chance in the Second dis-
trict, whore o change of slx hundred votes
at the noxt election would upset the Repub-
lican plurality of 1890,

The conjunction of so many Important
esloctions In a singlo year, with so many
private Interests and personal amblilons
pulling in different directions, Incronses
and emphasizes the duty of the party lead-
ers and of the rank nand filo of loyal Domo-
eratle voters to shape the nominations
with & view to the generul result, and to
& harmonious and successful campaign
throughout tho State. The Senatorship
question, the nomination of a Governor to
succeed the Hon., Leox Apnerr, who s
Ineligible under the Constitution for re-
election for the next three years' torm, and
the selectlon of winning candidates in the
eix Copgress districts, which the party
ought to carry, all Involve considerations
of polley and expediency which are closely
interwoven. They must all be token lnto
socount It the Democracy is to loss no
points when It goes to the polls.

«For thls reason we regrot to ohserve on
the part of some of the loaders in Hudson
ocounty and its outlying provinces a dis-
position to force an issuo atonee on the
Governorahip question, and for the benefit
of a Hudson county candidnte. We are
sorry, for instance, to sea thataccomplished
and wily statesman, the Hon, Jonx Rops
xn1o MoPaersoN of Jersey City, lending
his countenance, at least geven weeks in
advance of the State Conventlon, to the
proposition that thero Is something In the
leadership of the present splendid and
eficlent Btate organization, which needs
to be overturned; and that the
proper way to Introduce ** new blood™ Is to
introduce It In the person of a Hudson
county candldate for Governor: Judge JoB
LirriNcorT for talk, Mr. Epmusp F. O.
Youxa of Jersey City for business. Mr.
Youxa I8 probably a worthy gentleman, and
he enjoys the immense advantage of Sena-
tor McPHERSON'S personal friendship: but
at this distance from the Jorsoy shore we
have naver heard him ranked, ns an organ-
fzor of Democratic victory, wjth such lead-
ors a8 LeoX ABBETT and JAMEs SwiTH, Jr.,
of Essex. At this distance, Indeed, the
premature Hudson county movement looks
less like " reformm’ than like selllsh poli-
tics, anti-Democeratic in its tendency; and
tha suspicion as to the motive and probuble
effoct I8 not lessened by the eagerness with
which the Hudson county movement is
commended by the Mugwump newspapers
of New York. '

In view of the importance of this year's
eanvass In New Jersey, and of the broad
considerations already recited, it would bo
particularly unfortunate if anything in the
attitude of Hudson should provoke In
other parts of the State the Idea that the
county which now has one of the two
United States Senators, nnid which has had
the Governor for six years out of the nine
years past, ls excessive In ils preten-
plons or clalms. Such I8 likely to
be the effect In  Essox especinlly,
whera the feeling is strong that fair-
ness requires that the Demoeratic eandi-
data for Governor, at least, should benn
¥asex county man this year, Under able
leadarship the development of Demoeratic
strength in Essex has been extraordinary:
and at the Congress elections of 1890 it tovk
{its place at the head, casting more Demo-
oratie votes by nearly two thousand than
any other county in the State.

We belleve that in Hudson nnd else-whare,
reasonnble Demoerats who can soe heyond
the sndaof thelr respective noses will per-
celve the danger of a permanent ceutrall-
gation of the Important offices ln any one
county, and will recognize the Learing of
the Governorship question on the other im-
portant conslderations luvolvea ln the can-
vass now beginning.

themes., The wheat and oat crops, they
toll us, are both full and of good grading
quality. The corn crop, they predict, will
yleld pot less than 1,600,000,000 bushels.
The hay crop {8 the largest ever harvosted
in the United States; btarley and buck-
wheat ure In good condition; castur beans
look pmu;ilinu: plums wad borrles wero
pever better, Even tha Delawiro peach
erop, according to Kepublican nuthoritivs,
has not fuiled. ‘Tha yiuld of th=pberrive ls
beyond Lhie averag:.

Bome HRepublivan jouruals Lave recontly
evinead a lively concern lo the trinding pos-
albilities of Bouth Awmerica and the Ceutral
American republics, and figures are not
lacking to show how there will be a better
market for American utousils in Nicaragus
sad for petroleum lo Honduras.

.. The peduction in the cocst of the neces-
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saries of life as shown [n Benator Arpnion's
roport engages the attantion of many Re-
publiean journals, too, while others appear
to bo more conoarned with the growth and
dovolopment of now Amarican industrios,
as tin piating and pearl button manufacture.

Tho considaration of these subjacts, which
mark and accrntunto the general prosperity
of the country, toward which Doamocrnts
have contributed quits ns much as Rapubli-
cans, and in which they share quite ns gen-
orously, Is very interosting and Instructive,
but it furnishes no wareant for belleving
that the llberties of the republio, the Im-
perishable glories of treedom and aelf-
government undor safognards of the Con-
stitution, are safe In the hands of the party
rospongible for the Fores bl

Material prosperity and Induatrial prog-
rose are mueh to be desired and are dill-
jeently to bo presesved and extended, but
they are no dearer to freomen than are
liberty of politionl notion and the right of
an uotrammelled choles of publie servants.
Without liberty, protected from the menaco
of contralization and of an odious race rule,
tho fruits of thrift, industey, and plentl-
tudn are elusive and uncertain, They may
wither boefove our eyes,

Law anud justien bofore all; preservation
of tha Constitution; no Foree bill,

Our Ropubliean friends are right In rang-
ing themsaelves on the side of the country's
prosperity, and In dofonding the Govern-
ment against the wallings and lamentations
of its crities and censors; but the Demoe-
racy stands for all these things, and for
1k ety and majority rule besides.

Political Mliscegenation.

The Alllance has been very
bitter against tho politiclang and severe
ngainst deals, 1t showed its sincerity and
honesty by nomipating o eandidate for
Governor, and Intrusting to the Executlve
Committee the task of numing the electoral
ticket and the rest of tho State ticket.

What hag the Democratic party of Minnn-
sots to gain by making an alliance with
the Allinnce? We suppose that the Allinneo
has something to goain or it wouldn't muke
the proposition. In fact. it wonld be glory
enough for the Alliance to ba able to boast
that It had made of the party most opposed
in theory, tradition, and practice to the
Alllanes platform a supporter of that plat-
form. DBut what of the Democrats of Min-
nesota? What do they belleve In? What
are their principles? If they have no be-
lief or principle beyond the blind eredulity
that is expested to lead them to join hands
with the hayserd Socinlists in the hope of
beating the Republienns, still they ought
to have some regard for the Democrats of
the East. If the Democrats of Minnesota,
like the Democrats of Kopsas, com-
mit thomseclves to union with a
party that out-Republicans the Re-
publicans, and believes In Government
rafironds and telegraphs aund telephones,
Government  pawn  shops, (Government
land banks, aud heaven knows what other
eragy schemes of nationalism awnd granger-
ism, with what face can the Democrats in
other Btates protend that the Democratie
party represents opposition to the ag-
grandizement of the Federal authority?
When the Free Trade fanaties are lHeking
he hands of Anarchy, must the Democrats
of the Northwest turn up as copartners in
the socinllstic entorprises of the Farmers'
Allianee and the People’s party ?

No good can come to Lthe national De-
mocraey from such political miscegenation.

Literature ns n Means of Support.

The well-known novelist, Mr. WarTen
DesasT, has an article in the August num-
ber of the Forum in which he discusses
liternture considersdd ns o career.  He
polnts out that as compared with the mew-
bers of the so-called liberal professions,
men of letters are nonderpadd and unsoclally
valued in Englnnd, aud he thinks that such
disablities might be remedied by ussuring
to authors o larger share of the prolits
acerning from their books, and by the in-
stitution of n society analogous to the
French Academy.  Wo do not purpose at
this time to examine the feasibility of these
sugrgestions, but we would mark some state-
ments of fact which are both Interesting in
themselves and  judicative of the revolu-
tion brought about by pewspapers in the
relutions of writers to the reading public,

Mr. BEsasT recognizes that the number
of mon who aetually live by the production
of uriginal  literary compositions, apart
from journalism In oue or another of its
branches, 1s comparatively small, There
are, he spvs, in England half a dezen dromao-
tists, about i hundred novelists, o few sue-
eessful weiters of educational books which
ure mines of wealth to the suceessful, snd
n few publishiers’ haeks, The greatest prizes
are those of the dramatists; but these are
few and vory hard to win,  Of the English
novelists 1t is nsserted that lifty of them
muko over five thousand dollars u year, As
for magunaiue writing, this at best s ancil-
lary aud cannot furnish an wleguate means
of support.  An analysis of the contents of
the seven loading Euglish magazines for
the lust three years hos convinesd Mr,
Besast that one esunot lve by weiting for
the monthlies, If weo excopt, therefore,
some Nty novellsts and a fow producers of
pdueational books, the Eoglish literature
which reaches the publie in bound volumes
{6 still what it used o be, & erutch and oot
n siadl.

When we pass, however, to the literature
which reschos the public through the news.
papers, W encounter n very diMerent stato
of things, This kind of lteraturs 1s, In
truth, o staff, Mr, BESANT dwells with the
emphasis which  the subject deserves on
the limmense enlargement of opportunity
and independones which those who live by
writing have of late yewrs recelved by the
development of journallsm. The editorinl
articles of tho great journals in London and
fn the provinces are written by scholars
and gentlemen, sund it {8 reckoned a fortu-
pute as well as o most honorable thing to
oceupy the position of leader-writer on a
great dally. The time, moreover, has gone
by when nowspapers relied almost exclu-
sively upon a stafl of regular leader-
writers: now the editors weleomo coutrl-
butions of speclal papers from meu who
can spenk with suthority on particular
toples. This lunovation opons up o writ-
ers o wide fleld of employment.  The yum-
b of English nowspapers 18 cnormous apd
i constantly loereasiog, and the elreuln-
tion of the woekly penpy papers may be
computed ot muny millions, Al these
journals vie with each other in obtaining
the best flotion and the most striking arti-
cles possible. The result is that they offer

| & meoans of subsistence—no longer & mere
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pittance, but a handsome incomé—to hun-
dreds of writars. At the present day in
England a competant man of letters can
obtaln enough journallstic work to render
him independent of a book publisher, This
Mr. BEsANT recognizes ng an immense gain,
To those who object that newapapers be-
comn exacting, and may so absorb a con-
tributor that he will producs littls beyond
ephemeral compositions, he replies with
serens philosophy that tho men are very
fow whose doliberate and original work
would be a0 precious that Its loss eannot be
made good.

What is trus of London I quite aa true of
Now York and other large American cltiea,
Our great dally newspapers are rapidly
tending to absorh the literary talent of the
country, and the tendency hns been slgnnl-
1y Inereased by the publication of the Sun-
day oditions, which ara really unigue cum-
binations of the newspaper anid the maga-
zine, sold at m price which brings them
within reach of the great mass of the com-
munity. As regards remuneration and the
soclal consoquence resulting from an As-
gured and conpsiderable income, the fm-
provement of a literary man's position in
the Unlted States I8 almost entirely due to
the nceoptance of the newapaper as the
best channel of communieation bstween
writers and the rending public.

friend t In otlier words, what should the girl do nnder
the circumatances 1

This I8 not u ease for arbitration. No
umplre has any power to settle It. If the
pair were already married, a differenco of
oplulon betweean them as to the interpreta-
tion of o matrimonial agreement might be
arbitrated, but no arbitrator and no umplre
ean foree anybody Into an agreement to
which he has not consented and Into which
he is unwilling to enter, He ls nfree agent.

1t is for this girl to say whether she will
marry this man, she being legally qualified
to make the contragct. Nobody has any
right or any power to mnke her marry
liim. We can accordingly only go so far as
to advise her in the matter, and she enn
take our advice or not, as she thinks best.

It fsa great mystery thut o woman may
know and Hke many men as companious,
and yet have an attraction for only one of
them as a husband. She |s doubtless acting
under the law of natural selection, as moill-
fled by the artificial tests and requirements
of civilization ; but why she makes the par-
ticular seleetlon may be incomprehensiblo
to everybody elge and even to herself.  In
the long run, aud, as & whole, marringes
made in accordance with this mysterlous
Inw of nature, or from love only, are the
happiest for the individual pairs and the
best for soclety.

At this period, however, when the destruce-
tion of all individualism is demanded by
some philesophiers, it is proposed to take
awny from a womnn the vight to make her
own selection of a husband and to transfer
the authority to the State. They would
have a commission of doctors and sociolo-
gists, as they call them, to decide whether
a woman should b allowed to marry, and to
piek out o husband for her on alleged sclen-
title principles.

Buch a record (n the field of diplomacy, of
financlal life, of city politics, and in Wash-
Ington, fitly and fully equips an aspirant
for the treasurership of a National Commit-
tao, even a non-flsherman.

It I certalnly no disparagement to Mr,
CANDA Lo aay that his solld qualifieations
as n business man and Democrat of ear-
nostness, activity, and discretion cannot for
